
THAT TEMPORARY SUMP.

LOOKS DOUBTFUL IF IT WILL

BE CONSTRUCTED.

A Caustic Message From the Mayor

and Torrid Debate by tbe

Trustees.

At the meeting of the City Board of

Trustees on Monday evening last, L. T.

Hatfield, attorney for Contractor Cun-

ningham, raised the point that under
the City Charter all work done on
sewers had to be paid out of the sewer
fund, and that as that fund had been

exhausted, his client would not under-
take to carry out his contract to con-
struct a temporary sump at Front and
S streets unless the fund was replenish-
ed so as to insure payment for the
work.

A motion was made that $10,000 (the

contract price for the sump) be trans-
ferred from the general to the sewer
fund, and a debate ensued, first as to
the advisability of depleting the general
fund by making such transfer, and
second, as to whether the board had a
legal right to make such transfer.

On the latter point the board showed
an inclination to shift the responsibility
by referring the matter to Mayor Land,
adding, as an afterthought, Corporation
Counsel Devine. So it happened that
when the board adjourned it did so un-
til last night, to receive the Mayor's
message.

At the adjourned meeting last night

Trustees Bentley, Brown and Kent
were absent, leaving but a bare work-
ing majority, but the Mayor's message,
which was decidedly unsatisfactory in-
sofar as it assumed the responsibility
of the proposed transfer of money, was
read, just the same. It follows in full.

To the Board of Trustees: Referring to
the question of funds wherewith to defray
the expense incident to the erection of the
proposed temporary sump, Iascertain from
the City Auditor that on the 9th instant
the general fund contained in round num-
bers the sum of $14,673, from which must
be deducted the amount of bills allowed
by your board on the 12th instant, to wit:
$4,1*7, leaving at the present date in the
general fund the sum of $10,506.

It is estimated by the Auditor that the
general fund will receive from various
sources during the remainder of the year,
the sum of $29,656; it, therefore, may be
safely calculated that we will have in
the general fund for use between this data
and the end of the present year, the sum
of $40,162.

It is estimated that the following
amounts will have to be disbursed during
the remainder of the year for the fol-
lowing purposes:
Lighting $10,080
Coal 6,000
Sprinkling 4,000
Sewers 5,000
Water Committee 1,000

Total $26,0>>0
There would then remain a balance of

114,082 in the general fund with which
to pay the salaries of- the city officials,
expenses of tho corning primary and gen-
eral elections, and the ordinary incidental
expenses of the city.

The only method by which the cost of
the temporary sump can be provided for,
is to transfer from the general fund to
the sewer fund the sum of $10,000, the con-
tract price thereof. Of course, this will
virtually bankrupt the general fund,
leaving in it at present, if the transfer be
made, but the sum of $506, too small a
turn to be left therein.
I have repeatedly admonished your hon-

orable board to be economical in the dis-
bursement of the city finances, and had
you heeded my admonitions, the finances
<<t the city would not be in the condition
that they are now in. The matter of
transferring funds from the general fund
to any particular fund for the purpose of
providing for any particular expense inci-
dent to the government of the city is
purely a matter which belongs to your
honorable board as the local legislative
body, and it is for you to determine at
this time whether it is advisable under all
the circumstances to make the transfer
end proceed with the contemplated work.

The question as to whether or not the
contract for the erection of the temporary
tump at the price referred to will meet
with my approval or not, will be con-
quered and disposed of when the con-
tract comes properly before me. In this
< onneetion, however, I desire to say. that
nt tht time I recommended the erection of
« temporary sump, the estimate of the
COS 4 thereof prepared by City F/ngincer
Mullenney was but the sum of $7,000,
wher<aa you have accepted a bid for
the sum of $10,000. being $3,000 in excess of

\u25a0 ump commensurate with the needs of the
people and the present condition of our
Jinances to be a necessity, but do not

believe in frittering away the funds of the
city, particularly when they are at such
a low ebb. Very respectfully,

WHY IT COST MORE.
On motion of Trustee Dolan the re-

port was received and filed, and then
President McKay inquired of .Engineer
Mullenney, referring to the message just
read, the reason why the proposed
sump should cost $3,000 more at the
present time than when the plans and
specifications were drawn and present-
ed to the board.

Engineer Mullenney replied that the
plans and specifications had been drawn
on the 26th of June, and that since then
prices of iron and steel had mounted
skyward, which would naturally in-
crease the cost of construction. He
denied having had anything to do with
the increased price of those commo-
dities. He further stated that the
plans and specifications had been drawn
with the understanding that the work
should be done during the summer, or
dry season, and that the board, by its
delay, was responsible for the action of
the contractors in taking broad mar-
gins against the possible interference of
fall storms.

DEVINE WAS LOADED.

.But Devine was loaded. He had pre-
pared himself with a blue print plan of
a sump which he said had been drawn
by one of the most competent contract-
ors in the city, who had agreed to
build the sump, permanently and
strong, for a sum below $10,000.

But Devine started off on another
tack. He inquired of Mullenney wheth-
er the plants now in would take care of
the waters of next winter.

Mullenney, when questioned concern-
ing the condition of the plant at Eighth
and V streets, said it was not in a sat-
isfactory condition, and that it would
cost $500 or $600 or maybe $1,000 to
put it in good condition.

Then Devine got down to his blue-
print plan, and he inquired why $10,000
should be thrown away on a temporary
affair, when a strong, permanent sump,
such as the one indicated by his plan,
could be put in for $9,000.

Tebbets inquired whether Devine pro-
posed to throw away $1,000 to put the
plant at Eighth and V streets in good
condition. He asserted that it was
not proposed to throw away a dollar in
putting the necessary sump for
which the board had voted to let the
contract. He wanted to know why
Devine had not brought in his plan
before.

Devine said he had brought in the
plan in the interest of the citizens of
the city who paid the taxes.

"Who made that plan?" inquired En-
gineer Mullenney.

"One of the most responsible men in
the city," replied Devine.

"Will he give bonds to put in a sump
in accordance with his plan for $9,000?"
queried Mullenney.

"He'll give good and sufficient bonds
to put in the sump at a cost less than
$10,000," replied Devine. He protested
against the board spending money for a
temporary affair when according to the
plan he had, a permanent one could be
put in for less money.

Tebbets said the board had during the
past year made no heavy lump expen-
ditures. If the funds were low, the
money had been paid out in small
amounts, which had aggregated a con-
siderable sum. He called attention to
the fact that the Chamber of Com-
merce had advised and requested the
appointment of C. E. Grunsky as con-
sulting Engineer, and that the board
had appointed him, adopted the plans
and specifications presented by him,
and advertised for bids. If, he said,
the price of iron and steel had gone up
the board was not responsible for it.

Dolan said he did not like to see any
man pose as a cutter-down of expenses,
or a saver of public money, to make
capital in a political campaign. He
didn't like to see a man try to get
before the people that way. He wanted
to see every member of the board get
on record on the question of that sump
contract and he did not propose to do
anything until Monday night, so that
Kent, Brown and Bentley might get
on the boards. Devine. he said, was
trying to make it appear that money
was being thrown away, and he moved
to adjourn until Monday night.

"Hold on there." said Engineer Mul-
lenney; "I want to talk some before
the board adjourns."

It so happened that Devine also
lwanted to talk some, and Mullenney,
for the moment, was obliged to content

| his soul with listening.
Devine said that the man who drew

| the plane he held, lived in this city, and
| not in San Francisco, and that he had,
jin drawing them, looked to the interest
tof this city. Personally, he had no need
lor desire to pose as a savior of funds
|to get the vote of his constituents ror
re-election; if he could not get their

ivotes on his merits and character, he
did not want them. He had. he said,

!no desire to make political capital by
I the methods mentioned by Dolan.

"Is your man better than Grunsky?"
; inquired Tebbets.

"Yes, he is," replied Devine, "and so
jam I."

Then I'll vote for your sump," said
: Tebbets. "Ifyou're a better engineer
thail Grunsky, I'm with you."

Devine said that what he knew he
knew as well as any man, and he had
made a study of the sump question and
knew all about it. He referred to the
bills run up for street sprinkling, and
he and Dolan argued the new subject
back and forth across the tables, re
grardless of McKay's despairing repeti-
tion of the words: "This is all out of
order."

And after Devine and Dolan had told
one another all about why the sprin-
kling bills this year aggregated $3,000
more than last year, and settled it to

! their satisfaction and to the relief ol
everybody else present. Mullenney, who
had been patiently perspiring and wait-

jing. took his cue and got his chance to
? talk some."

Mullenney said that Devine and cv*
cry other member of the board knew
that he had at all times been perfectly
willing to draw plans and specifications
on any suggestion offered, and had De-.

I vine suggested the plan outlined on his
blue print, he would willingly have
completed it and made estimates of the

J work. As a .matter of fact, he said,
jDevine had "sprung a ringer in at a
t late date." which, if it would save the

J city $&000 or *10.<HKJ, ought to have
! been rung in earlier in the season. He

took up the figures on the blue print in
I question, and by a little calculation ol
jthe lightning order, showed that the
I cement work alone would cost $3,750,
|to say nothing of piling, flooring for
;boilers, etc., which, he said, did not
jappear. He said the drawing was not
lat all complete, but that if Devine
jwould have it finished he would figure, on it and give to the board an estimate
jof the probable cost.

Then Devine broke in and he and
Mullenney had a torrid debate over

| sump. Just what they were driving at

nobody except themselves seemed to

I understand or care about, and in the
midst of it all. Tebbets moved that

J further action on the contract for the
.temporary sump be deferred until next

Monday night.
And the motion was carried.

Fair Oaks'
Fine Exhibit.

FAIR OAKS, Sept. 13.?Grange Day
at the State Fair on Tuesday brought
out many from Fair Oaks to see wha*
had grown in Sacramento County out-'
side of Fair Oaks. Fair Oaks' exhibit
is a part of the county exhibit, and in
finding the evidences of her thrift and
enterprise set in among similar exhibits
of the whole county, the visitors from
this youngest community were happy
to find their lot cast in such pleasant
places. The space occupied by the.
county afforded an opportunity to make
a very beautiful and enchanting dis-
play, and well did the managers of this
exhibit utilize the space. Sacramento
Grange had the central position, and
very appropriately showed her right to
it. The other granges on each side of
her rejoiced in her rich and sumptuous
display. The entire space for the coun.
ty was filled with the best things of
the land. It was a display so complete
in everything that to the visitor it

seemed too great to justly estimate the
individual merits.

No attempt will be made to give an
account of it in detail. The city press
has already done that so well. But Fair
Oaks has a special interest in this dis.
play, because she has now fully taken
her place in Sacramento County affairs,
and rejoices in everything that gives

evidence that her people chose wisely

when they selected this spot for their
homes. The exhibit ol Fair Oaks
showed that her place in the county

will be filled. A card placed over her

display gave the whole story:

"FAIR OAKS.
Four Years Ago an Oak Forest.

Behold the Transformation."
This exhibit is an object lesson on

the resources ot this county. Here is
the fruit in great variety. Here are
photographs of homes, orange groves,
olive orchards, schools, and there ought

to have been a picture of the fine
church recently built. WT hile the dis-
play was almost a miracle in the story

it tells of the possibilities of Sacra-
mento County, where a crop failure was
never known, still with the experience
of this year as a guide, .and with a
view of an exhibit before her, Fair
Oaks will be fully prepared for the next

fair.
There is not time to make special

mention of the excellencies as shown
in individual specimens, but some can-
not be overlooked. Opposite Fair Oaks'
exhibit were some of the largest
peaches on exhibition, and measured
more than one foot in circumference,
and must have weighed over a pound

each, while on the shelves of Fair
Oaks were some Albright peaches
raised by Mr. Lamont, one of which
was eleven *nd three-quarters inches

in circumference, and another eleven
and one-half, each weighing fourteen
ounces. These were the beautiful col-

ored specimens which attracted so
much attention when fresh.

Mr. Londonberg sent a fresh lot of
his choice grapes, which showed growth
since his first exhibit a week ago.

Mr. Cunningham had a picture of a
peach tree, one-year bud?a "little

switch" when planted, March 18, 1897.
It was pruned back in February last
to six feet in night, and now stands 12
feet 9 inches in bight, 12 feet 1 inch in

head diameter, and one foot from the
ground measures 16% inches in circum-
ference. He also has an orange tree
planted March 22, 1898, from two-year

bud, now six feet high, and head diam-
eter 5 feet 2 inches.

There is a photograph of an English
walnut tree 3 years old, which now
measurs 16 feet 8 inches in hight and
22 inches in cricumference six inches
above ground.

Mrs. Buffum had a can of straw-
berries which was examined by many,

and pronounced by one who claims to
be an expert in canned goods as the
finest canned strawberries she ever
saw.

"Sacramento County's exhibits as
products of the soil is an exhibit far

surpassing that of the World's Fair at
Chicago," said one who carefully ex-
amined both.

Mrs. Alida Barret had, if compari-
sons can be made where so many dif-
ferent factors enter into the exhib-
its, the finest exhibit in the Pavil-
ion. It had variety and quantity ;
and was displayed in such excellent
taste that not a good point was lost.
Include the two exhibits of individuals,
both ladies ? Mrs. Barret and Mrs.
Shields, all of Sacramento County?
and one will not be surprised to hear
that Sacramento County never has

failed to produce a crop.
Fair Oaks is grateful for the gener-

ous space given her by the managers,
and by the helpful hand which did so
much to help this display to have so
good an effect.
