TREACHERY IS A PART OF

THEIR NATURE.

t
Albert Tibbals Tells What He

Thinks of the Country and

the War.

Albert D. Tibbals, recently of the
Fourth United States Cavalry, has re- ;
turned from Manila, having been hon-

orably discharged. Mr. Tibbals is the'
son of Harry Tibbals. who was welli
known in this city, having been for aj
long time advertising solicitor and col-

lector for the "Record-Union."
The young man enlisted for the war;

with Spain and went to Manila with j
his regiment. His discharge papers

show that he took part in fourteen bat-

tles and did not receive a wound, and j
that his record as a soldier is excellent.

He is an intelligent young man and

has evidently improved his opportuni-
ties of observation.

In conversation with a "Record-Un-
ion" reporter yesterday he said in re-
lation to the criticisms on General Otis:
"Unfortunately, there is some feeling

among the boys toward General Otis,
but I think he did the best he could,
under the circumstances. He was han-
dicapped in the beginning, for the
United States had not counted on the
rebellion of the Filipinos and had not
prepared for it, either in troops or com-
missary department. It is a big coun-
try, and near Manila is covered with
rice fields. We could drive the enemy
off, but we had not men to hold the
country, and they came back. What i
is needed is to keep them moving, and
then we would soon conquer them. 1
think we will do it within the next
year.

"Before the war was begun we were
tired and discontented at having to put j
up with their insults and not being al- ?
lowed to resent them. They drink
quantities of a kind of wine or liquor
that is made by the Chinese and grow
very valiant after imbibing. They had
a low opinion of us from our forbear-
ance, and thought we would be arraid
of them. While our Senate was delay,
ing the treaty of peace and dallying
along, they became very insulting, but
now that we have fought with them
they are afraid of us. Ingratitude is in-
grained in the Filipino, and treachery
is part of his nature. On Fourth of j
July night, after the war had com- |
menced. one of our surgeons, a fine fel- j
low, who was attending a wounded Fil- j
Ipino officer, was captured by them
and hacked to pieces. On one occasion 'we were nearly led into a trap by |
them. They put white flags on their j
muskets and nearly had us in the trap, 1
when one of their officers waved his j
sword to his fololwr ers to come on and
we escaped them.

"No, I do not consider it an un- i
healthy country. To be sure the rice
fields are often covered with water, but
I do not consider it as unhealthy as |
our river bottoms. If a man will take :
care of himself and what he eats he ;
will generally come through all right,
although there is considerable dysen- !
tery. Although the drainage about Ma-
nila is not what it ought to be the sani-!
tary conditions can be much improved, i
There is plenty of meat, but in that ;
climate a man should be more of a!
vegetarian.

"We could have done better in rout- i
Itiz the insurgents had not the Spanish
guides proved such failures. They I
knew no more of the country, appar- j
ently. than our boys did. We were .
short of troops, too, and could not hold j
the country we conquered. I think the j
Maoabebes would have helped us driva
Oat the Tagalos if they had not been
afraid the United States would take
their arms away from them and leave |
them at the mercy of the Tagalos af- 'terward. They were friendly to us i
b-)\s and treated us well. The only

hostile Filipinos are Aguinaldo's men, 'except the Chinese, who are all for
money. The Filipinos, when cornered,
would commence to negotiate for peace (
and when they had new trenches built, ;
would go out again and fight. They i
would pretend to be amigos anr» alter!
our soldiers went by would shoot at
them. Ido not think they are capable
of governing themselves or are very j
intelligent.

"No. I have never known our troops,
to slaughter prisoners. When the ne- j
groes broke out at Fonda, we took L'im),

prisoners into the walled city and treat-
ed them well. They had the same ra- i

tions that we did and better than their
treachery deserved. We need good
spies and a secret service like the Fili-
pinos. We could never make a move
that they did not know more- about it
than the soldiers. Aguinaldo is a bright
man and a shrewd one.

"No, they have not so much advant-
age of us with their Mausers, for the
regulars have the Krag-Jorgensen,
which is a better gun. and many of the
insurgents have Remingtons and have
to use black powder. The Government
is doing all it can to put the soldier*
in good shape and ought not to be crit-
icised so.

"We should certainly keep the isl»
ands, as they are rich and fruitful and
a great acquisition to our country. 1
do not think we should give up such
advantages."

Y. W. C. A. NOTES.

The Association Has Planned a
Course in Domestic Science.

The Y. W. C. A. has planned a
course of domestic science to cover
periods of three months each.

The girls who attend a full course
will receive a certificate so stating.

The object of such classes is to make
girls self-supporting and better fitted
to fill positions in the home.

There will be instruction given in
plain cooking, as well as in making

wholesome and palatable desserts and
salads. Besides there will be practical
demonstrations in the care of the side-
board, setting the table and the
hygienic arrangement of menus for dif-
ferent meals, especially what com-
binations to avoid. Economic cooking
will be taught, and the desire is to
make the training decidedly practical
in every department. If the demand
is large enough there will be a class
in plain sewing. Other classes will be
announced later in the month, but It
is desired that all classes shall open

the first week in October.
Ladies who are obliged to hire do-

mestics could not invest money better
than to take out season tickets for their
help. Any person wishing to help girls

too poor to pay for the lessons can do
so by leaving the money with the Sec-

retary.
After Monday next girls may register

for the classes at the rooms. A class
lally will be announced later.

DEATH OF CHRIS. WEISEL.

He Passed Over to Join the Ma-
jority Yesterday.

The tolling of the Corporation House
bell yesterday announced the death of
Christopher Weisel. who. since his ar-
rival in Sacramento in June, 1854, had
been one of the prominent business men
in the city.

The deceased was born in the district
of Solms Lauback. Hesse-Darmstadt,
now a portion of the German Empire,
in March, 18.'U. He learned the butch-
er's trade with his father and came to
America in 18f»2. and to California in
April, 1854, arriving in this city June
2!*th, the same year. In November of
that year he located in the butcnw
business at 726-28 L street, and until a
few years ago continued to conduct the
business. f

Mr. Weisel was one of the originators
of the Germania Building and Loan As-
sociation, ana vas its President for
thirteen years. He was Past Grand
Chief of the Order of Red Men for the
Pacific Coast, and twice served as
President of the Sacramento Turn
Verein. He was also at one time a
Fire Commissioner.

Deceased was the father of Mrs. Geo.
B. Franz, Theo> J., Minnie M., Daisy K.
and Chris Weisel. Jr. He was ('»."> years
of age. The funeral will take place
from his late residence, 2818 O street*
at 4 o'clock to-morrow afternoon.

SERIOUS ACCIDENT.

Runaway Horse Collides With a
Street Car.

A serious accident occurred just after
R o'clock last evening, at the corner of
Fou: th and X streets. A runaway horse,
attached to Kirk, Geary & Co.'a wagon,
came tearing down Fourth street from
the direction of J. Jnst as it reached
X street an M street electric car was
passing and before the conductor could
realize what was coming, the horse
fairly jumped upon the hind platform,
breaking one of the supporting posts.
A man named H. H. King, a cabinet
maker at the railroad shops, who lives
at Twenty-sixth and N streets, was sit-
ting on the rear seat on the north sida
of the car and tried to jump over tha
seat and escape, but there was no time,
for the frightened horse was upon him
,in an instant and his thigh was badly
broken about one-third of the way
down between the hip and knee. Ha
was carried into Hammer's drug store
and the ambulance wagon sent for.
When it arrived he was taken to his
home. It was stated later that his
thigh was broken in two places and it
was thought his chest was injured.

RITTER STANDS PAT.

Says That He Was Elected for Four
Years.

State officials here have received in-
formation from Director Belcher of the
Chico State Normal School that Past
President C. M. Ritter has notified
President-elect Van Lieu that he (Rit-
ter) is still President of the school, and
proposes to continue to act as such.

Van Lieu is in charge of the school,
having been elected at a recent meet-
ing of the Normal School Board. Rit-
ter claims that his appointment was
made for four years, and that the board
has no authority to remove him with-
out cause.

It is understood that Ritter will take
the matter into the courts.

It was learned yesterday that the
minutes of the meeting at which Rit-
tere was elected, do not specify what
length of term he should serve, and

from that it is held that his term of
office might terminate at any time the
board saw fit to act.

McCARTY CONFESSES.

Tells the Officers Where to Find the
Missing Watch.

D. 5. McCarty and D. Howard, the
young men recently arrested on sus-
picion of having stolen money and a
watch from guests at the Western Ho-
tel, were arraigned in the City Justice s
Court yesterday morning and pleaded
not guilty.

Subsequently McCarty, who is a dis-
charged soldier, told Officers M. A.
Fisher, Maley and Douglas that How-
ard had stolen the articles and had
given him the watch to take care of,
and that he had hid it over a transom
of a closet in the hotel. The officers in-
vestigated, and found the missing

watch, and now consider the case
against the men a sure one.
