
FOR TRADE INTO RUSSIA.

Consul Monaghan, writing from

Chemnitz to the State Department,
points out a fine opportunity for our
iron trade in Russia if we will but
push it. He declares it to be one of the
very best in the world and that all we
have to do Is to adapt ourselves to the
requirements of the Russian people?

not a very hard task?and a very
large share of her foreign trade will
fall into our hands.

He declares that no nation is so well
equipped as we are to supply Russia

with the very best weapons with which
to work out her industrial and com-
mercial destiny. The conditions pre-

vailing in the vast empire could not be
more favorable to our manufactures.
There are vast forests to be cut away;

marshes to be drained; mines of all

kinds to be opened; canals to be dug;
\u25a0waste lands to be reclaimed; railroads
and mills of all kinds to be built?and
we ought to be at the fore in bidding
to do the work and supply the material,
when necessary.

Austria complains about the very

limited amount of iron exported from
that country to the Caucasus. She
points to the progress made by the
Germans, and especially to the com-
petition between Caucasus and Siberia.
Siberia produces iron that is very pop-
ular in the Caucasus, but the delivery-

is accomplished only at heavy cost and
after long delay, and always with great
uncertainty as to the material arriv-
ing at the appointed time.

The Russian works in Siberia operate

constantly night and day the year
round, but cannot begin to supply the
demand. Under such circumstances
the works fix the prices and the con-
ditions. The import duties are enor-
mous, nevertheless foreign countries
send in large quantities of iron. In this
Germany is largely represented. Baku
buys half of its supply abroad and
Germany furnishes 20 per cent, of It.
Most German iron sent is for reser-
voirs, boilers and what is known as
facon iron.

The Consul says there is a big open-
ing for iron girders, beams, etc. Bel-
gium has had most of this trade., but
it im losing it because of inferior qual-
ities supplied, and the same is true

of band iron. The report goes on at
some length to specify the needs of the
iron trade on the supply side. Among
articles In iron which he thinks Amer-
ica can supply at an advantage, are
mining machinery, shovels, wire rope,
roof tin, furnace fronts and bars for
boring chisels. He believes that it
will be a very long time before
Russia, despite the rapid rise of
her industries, will be able to sup-
ply more than a small percentage
of her vast needs. Even the present
enormous duties cannot keep foreign
goods out of her markets. He dis-
covers in Russia a fine opening for
trade in agricultural implements and
machines.

The point of it all is that if we will
but improve the opportunity, we can
make way through the tariff and find
a large and profitable trade in Russia,
and open to ourselves one of the best
markets in the world. To the manu-
facturers and traders of the Pacific
Coast the thought will appeal with es-
pecial force, since the completion of
the trans-Siberian railway is going to
give the west coast of the United
States a relation to the Russian-Sibe-
rian domain that no other country will
so well occupy, or can so easily avail
of commercially.

The apologists for Mr. Bryan are kept
busy explaining his State Fair speech
about men and hogs ? and well they
may, for as a matter of fact there is
no State in the Union, no place on the
globe, where there is more thought
given to the development of men than
in California; no place where so large a
sum is expended per capita for educa-
tion; no place where the charities and
institutions for the truly and justifiably
dependent are so numerous or so lib-
erally supported. There are no com-
munities which exceed those of Califor-
nia In their interest in man and the
welfare of the race. It is true, prob-
ably, that men are wafndering from
place to place in the State. But so
they always have been and will be,
preferring a "hand'-me-out" from the
kitchen door, to honest labor and a
fair wage. As we write there comes a
wail from Fresno that at exceptionally

good wages men cannot be had suffi-
cient to harvest the grape crop, while
the towns are full of floating beggars
and tireless tramps, beseeching house-
wives at the back doors for food, and
insultingly replying if told where good
wages and food and lodging can be
had in return for honest labor. The
wilfully dependent we may expect to
have with us always, but because that
is true it does not follow that in Cali-
fornia we are not giving such attention
to man as becomes us. The larger

question as to what share of the results
of labor shall go to the laborer, is one
that probably as much engages the
thought of the Californians as that of

any other civilized community, Mr.
Bryan doubting to the contrary. Fact
is, California has nothing to reproach
herself with in this matter of concern

for humanity. In that regard sha
stands upon a level with the best
thought, most humane spirit and the
highest forms of charity.

A RIDICULOUS FILIPINO.

"A Filipino," who withholds his

name for, as he alleges, diplomatic rea-
sons, writes in the "North American
Review" a fearful indictment against
the United States'?that is, if he wrote
the paper and is to be credited with

! all its harsh, untruthful and coarse
assaults upon the American Govern-

ment. It is fair to suspect that in
the drawing of the counts of the in-

dictment he had assistance from some
of the tribe of Atkinson.

However, let that be as it may, hi3
paper teems with falsehoods and mis-

conceptions. The chief are that we
have not kept faith with the insurgent

Aguinaldo, though he is careful not to
allege that independence was promised
the rebel leader by our Government or
its authorized representatives. That

has been left for American citizens to
repeat, though the falsity of the charge

has been frequently exposed.
He asserts that England prompted us

to make war upon the Filipinos, and
that but for the British Government's
influence in our affairs we wr ould not
to-day be in arms against Aguinaldo.
A sample of this charge is presentea
in the following extract:

Perfidious Albion is the prime mover
In this dastardly business ?she at one
side of the lever, America at the other,
and the fulcrum in the Philippines.
England has set her heart on the
Anglo-American alliance. She is using

i America as a cat's-paw. What she
cannot obtain by force, she intends to
secure by stratagem. Unknown to the
great majority of the American people,
the has taken theAmerican Government
into her confidence, and shown it "the
glorious possibilities of the East." The
temptation has proved too strong. Now,
in this, England is playing a double
game, on the principle of "heads I win,
tails you lose." IfAmerica should win,
all is well; England has her ally safely

installed in the East, ready at her beck
and call to oppose, hand in hand with
her, the other Powers in the dismem-
berment of the Orient. If America
loses, she will be all the more solicitous
to join in the Anglo-American alliance

Such allegations injure the cause
they are supposed to aid. We in Amer-

ica smile at the credulity of the anony-

mous Filipino who assumes that it is

undeniable truth that our policy to-

wards the Philippines Is the result of

the cunning and secret machinations
of Great Britain. Aguinaldo cannot do

better for the American cause than by

permitting others among his staff to

write similar articles for the American
press.

Intelligences which are so ignorant
of the motives and sentiment of the
American people; who so little under-,

stand us and the promptings which
fortify our activities, are harmless for

evil when they address the citizens ot

the United States. The "North Amer-

ican Review" is really to be thanked
for lending itself as a medium for "A

Filipino," a member of the staff of

Aguinaldo, through which he may voice

the insurgent idea of American prompt-
ing, thought and motive.

A REPRESENTATIVE PESSIMIST.

Professor Gunton in his last caustic
essay takes a decided fall out of the

class of people who are at all times
pessimistic, and take real enjoyment

In predicting: dire results for every
progressive movement of the age. The
accomplished essayist styles them a
class of people who occupy the whole

of fair weather periods in prophesying
storms. When there is nothing really

serious, he adds, to alarm anybody the
chronic pessimists give us scare crows
of their own creation:

Whenever the country is enjoying a
period of business prosperity they are
sure to be heard laying down the law
of the periodicity of panics, and pre-
dicting one of unusual severity within
a year or two. If crops are good for
two or three successive seasons, lest
we should become over confident some-
body prepares an elaborate magazine
article proving that the world's wheat
producing capacity has been reached,
and that from now on population is go-
ing to outrun the means of subsistence,
until we shall have to look to wars and
pestilences for relief, and Malthus will
be vindicated. When this idea is ex-
ploded, or its repetition becomes too
monotonous for anybody to read, the
habitual alarmist takes the reverse
tack and proves by statistics of de-
creasing birth rates in this or that
country that the race is degenerating
and will become extinct at no very dis-
tant period. Finally, If nothing else
sufficiently gloomy suggests itself, they
figure out the rate at which the earth
Is cooling, and how soon we shall ad
be frozen up, or proceed to unfold some
mathematical calculation to the effect
that in a hundred years or two this
planet will be hit by a comet and
broken into fragments.

Can it be that Gunton had in mind
our amiable prophet of ill,W. J. Bryan,
who, having said, while protesting
that he wished every one to be happy,
that if his ideas are not incorporated
into our governmental system, the
whole country will go to the dogs, and
who refuses to see in the teeming pros-
prity of the country any failure of his
dismal prophesies?

Certainly Mr. Bryan still Insists that
we give less attention to men than to
hogs, forgetting that men are inde-
pendent and free will agents, and not
to be considered as needing watchful
concern, though in no other time has
there been so much of endeavor to up-
lift and forward the cause of humanity,
nor so much of success attained in that
direction. It is necessary to conserve
the good of the hog because it is valu-
able for its weight in pork measured
by dollars and cents. Men are not
complimented by the Bryanesque com-
parison, therefore.

Unless we read his expressions with-
out understanding, and are incapable
of comprehending his forecasts of 111
for the. country if the Republican pol-
icy of administering affairs is not
thrown out utterly, Mr. Bryan is pre-
cisely within the definition of Pmfossor
Gunlon, and is of those people win
fill up the fair weather hours mourn-
Ittg over the foul weather they declare
will sjon settle down ever all the irr.d.

Alameda Argus: Another illustra-
tion of how a certain class of publio
officials refuse to let go after a pro-
nounced effort is made to kick them
out is afforded by Dr. Sponogle of th*

courts. The courts sustained the board
and still he refuses to accept the in-
evitable, but declares he will appeal to
a higher. A self-respecting man, one
might think, would not hang on to a
public position aft«r those who are
charged with his employ wanted to dis-
pense with his services. It is almost
proof of his unworthiness when he re-
fuses to budge, but resorts to law and
the courts to perpetuate a tenure that
the good of the service demands should
be terminated.

HAPPY FARMERS.
Los Angeles Times: A striking in-

stance of the remarkable development
of western territory under a business-
like national administration is furnish-
ed by the report of Oklahoma Territory.
This month there will be celebrated tha
sixth anniversary of the opening of the
Cherokee Strip, which took place In
September, 1893. At that time the
lands comprised within seven counties
were grazing ground. NoW they have
a population of nearly 100,001), not
counting Indians on the reservation.

As an agricultural section, the Strip
has taken high rank. One of the
counties, Kay, claims to be the banner
wheat county in the nation, and is
probably entitled to the honor. It raised
last year 3,500,000 bushels; the year
before 4,000,000, and this year the yield
will be about the same. Newkirk, one
of the towns in that country, billed out
1,045 cars of grain in the past two
years. The prize for the best twelve
ears of corn, offered by an Eastern
firm, went to the Strip, and the Terri-
tory has raised 000.000 bushels of cas-
tor beans, nearly all of which were pro-
duced in that section of the new lands.

A WORLD BOYCOTT.
Fresno Republican: There is more

bluff than sense in the talk of an in-
ternational boycott of the Paris expo-
sition on account of the Dreyfus ver-
dict. The exposition is a year off. and
a great many things can happen,
pecially in France, in a year. Long be.
fore the year is out France will either
have regained or utterly lost her posi-
tion in the family of nations, and it is
on the events to come, not on the in.
famous event just passed, that the at-
titude of the world toward the big
French show must depend.

Just now France is under the stern
displeasure of the world. The accred-
ited organs of public opinion of every
civilized nation have voiced the delib.
crate judgment of the world that
France has fallen from her high estate.
So solemn a conviction needs no boy-
cott to enforce* it. Nations exist only
by mutual forbearance and esteem. *»»?

else by force. France, having toftt the
esteem of the world and of her own
enlightened people is given over to the
sole support of force. If she regains
the esteem of the world, the Paris ex-
position will be a success, if she retains
the present disesteem. the resultant
rule of force willneed no help of boy-
cott to make the exposition a failure.
The choice is for France to make, and
we can neither help nor hinder it

GENUINELY AMERICAN.
San Jose Mercury: Those who thus

remember "Harper's Weekly" and who
have always lecognized and commended
the cleanliness, ability and force of its
methods, will be glad to discover in its
very recent numbers signs of something
like its old patriotic mood. In respect
to the duties which have come upon us
as a result of the Spanish war, the
"Weekly" is again positively and gen-
uinely American in tone and spirit. It
looks to good results from our new
connections with the Spanish islands. It
sees what has been done in the way
of administration in Cuba and it ven-
tures the prophecy that high duties
with good work abroad will react fav-
orably upon national character and up-
on our political and administrative life
at home.

It is, perhaps, in the matter of the
Philippines that the recent and better
mood of the "Weekly" is best manifest.
It sees the situation very clearly and
it stands with those who support the
President in his determination to fight
the war in Luzon to its finish and to
establish American authority on a
firm basis. With a slight reservation
Implied in the phrase "no matter how
the war began," it declares that '"there
is nothing for the patriot but to sup-
port it." This is well considered and
well spoken. We commend the article
from which it is taken to the
attention of those who in times past
have had reason to condemn the
"Weekly" and to doubt its patriotism.

There can be no question as to the
spirit of the American people in this
war. They will fight it to the end no
matter how much time or how much
money it may take. We are not going
to flunk. In spite of the outcry of the
little coterie of American "Aunties"
to which our good but mistaken friends
Mr. Valentine and President Jordan be-
long, there is no general feeling in
this country opposed to the war in
Luzon. The American people are as
determined in this matter as they have
ever been in any proceeding of our
national life.
