HAWAIIAN ISLANDS.

Shipowners Who Made Advances
for Contract Laborers

Lose Money Through Action of the Ameri-
can Consul st Maderla.

The British Tramp Steamer Vic-

toria Was to Have Taken. About

Six Hundred Portuguese and

Spanish Emigrants to the Isl-

ands, but Nearly Half of Them

Declined to Go After Being

Told by the Consul That Their

Contracts Were Useless.

? HONOLULU, Sept. 15.?The British
tramp steamer Victoria, whose cargo

of emigrants for this port has been the
subject of a good deal of international
diplomatic discussion, arrived here on
the 13th. Instead of nearly 000 Portu-
guese and Spanish emigrants who had
signed to take passage on her, she
brings only 343. Through the action of
the American Consul at Madeira the
company which shipped the men and
"women is out the advances made for
200 of them who refused to ship when

Consul Jones told them their labor con-
tracts were useless.

Before the Victoria left Madeira Con-
sul Jones took occasion to notify the
men and women who had signed to
leave their native land for the sugar
plantations of Hawaii that the islands
had been annexed to the United States
and that the labor contracts they had
made would not hold. The prospective
emigrants were informed that they
would be landed at Honolulu and
would have to take their chances of
getting work after they arrived. Two
hundred of the men and women who
had shipped deserted the vessel. The
Victoria left port with the remainder,
after lodging a vigorous protest
against the action of the Consul.

On the vessel were 205 men, 56 wo-
men and 82 children. During the trip
three births and one death occurred
and fourteen stowaways were found.

The emigrants are in charge of
Thomas E. Ivens, representative of the
firm of Nathan & Co., London, by
whom the contracts with the laborers
Were made. Through the British Gov-
ernment Nathan & Co. protested to the
Government at Washington against
the loss they had sustained by reason
©f the American Consul's action. The
result was an investigation which re-
sulted in a decision that Consul Jones
was wrong in his course.

When seen Mr. Ivens said that he did
not know what action his company is
taking in the matter. It is understood
that a claim for damages is being
made. "Consul Jones was certainly
wrong in the proceedings he took,"
said Mr. Ivens, "and it cost us a con-
siderable sum. An advance had been
made to each of the 200 men who de-
serted .our vessel and we lost that.
Besides we are out money spent for
provisions for them on the journey and
we use our steamer for a load far be-
low her capacity."

The bark Coalinga, Captain J. S.
Evans, went aground near the harbor
channel on the night of the 12th and
remained fast for thirteen hours. The
combined efforts of the United States
steamship Iroquois and the tug Eleu
hauled the vessel into the deep water
and now she is riding at anchor in the
bay but little worse for he stranding.

The vessel went aground at 8:10.
She was reported off Diamond Head
eai ly in the evening. Her Captain, J.
S. Evans, thought he could make the
harbor without a pilot. He had made
a very successful run and concluded
to end it by using favorable winds to
steer his own way through the channel.
He was making frequent soundings
when the stop came. Suddenly the
water grew shallow and before the
vessel's course could be altered she was
tossing and groaning on the ocean
bed. Her bow, pivoted high in the air
showed how far her keel had been
pushed into the coral. The bursting of
a rocket and blue lights flashed from
her sides gave news to the shore of
the vessel's distress.

The tug Eleu at once put out to aid
the stranded bark. She found the
Coalinga rolling very heavily on the

swell, but too firmly stuck to be drawn
out by a single tug. The Iroquois wras
sent for and she started to help the
Eleu. At 6:30 this morning both tugs
left and came to the dock to get coal.
They had failed to save the vessel and
it appeared that she was doomed to
meet the fate of the unlucky Edward
O'Brien, whose last remaining wreck-
age was visible only a short distance
away. It was an uncomfortable sight
for Captain Evans.

Before 8 o'clock both the tugs re-
turned to make another effort. The
Coalinga, with sails set, could be seen
rolling from the shore. The captain
was considering the advisability of
throwing away the cargo and cutting
off the masts to lighten the vessel.

Both tugs attached hawsers at about
8 o'clock and proceeded to exert their
engines. A slight bumping on the bot-
tom showed that the Coalinga was not
as fast as she had been. As the ropes
strained she moved slowly out, scrap-
ing and bumping the bottom, and soon
she was riding freely on the waves in
deep water. In half an hour, with sails
furled, she was passing into the har-
bor, this time with a pilot. Mrs.
Evans, the captain's wife, and his lit-
tle boy, were on deck. They had
passed an exciting night on the ves-
sel.

Captain Evans had no explanation of
his narrow escape. It was his first
visit to Honolulu. He stated that the
course appeared safe, and he thought
it better to enter than to lay off out-
side till morning.

The Coalinga made a good run from
New Jersey. In one day at the Horn
she made the remarkable record of
350 miles. She is an iron vessel, for-
merly British, under the name of La
Escocesa. She is 874 tons register, and
left Cartert, N. J.. 100 days ago. Her
cargo was 1,500 tons of acid phosphate
for the fertilizer company. She is
owned by Balfour, Williams & Co. of
New York. The cargo would very
quickly have spoiled had she sprung
a leak.

While turning around the spar buoy
to enter port on the morning of the 13th
the steamer Alameda cut down two
fishing junks. Twelve Chinese were
precipitated into the water and one
fcraa drowned. The body was not re-
<-<>\ > red, and may never be, as the ac-
cident occurred in the shark district
outside the reef.

Eye witnesses of the accident say the
boats were just beyond the spar buoy,
and that the fishermen were taking
up a net. The Alameda bore directly
down upon them. One of the boats
was cut in two. The other was caught
beneath the bow of the steamer and
brought into port in that position. The
nets were also trailing from the bow.

Just before the steamer struck the
boats all of the Chinese except the one
man plunged into the sea and struck

| out for land. The victim of the ac>
jcident stayed with his boat and was
jeither killed or drowned. He was not
!seen after the collision. A few hou.s
Ilater two of the fishermen reported

Ithat eleven men had landed safely, but
that the one left behind was drowned.

The yacht Gladys won the Hawaii
jcup on the 13th. She led the Bonni*
Dundee from the start, and except dur-
ing one stretch of the course, when sh<

was becalmed, she increased her lead
constantly until the end. She finished
23 minutes and 5 seconds ahead of
President Dole's yacht, which for ten
years has beaten all competitors in
Hawaiian waters. The Gladys was
built in San Francisco after a design
by V. D. Bacon of Massachusetts. She
is a'beautiful pleasure craft and has
now demonstrated that her speed is
the best in these waters. The Bonnie
Dundee was designed by Fife, the de-
signer of Sir Thomas Lipton's Sham-
rock, which is about to contest for the
America cup. She was built in Scot-
land.

ORDINANCE NO. 27.

Prohibiting the Manufacture of Matches
and Fireworks Within Certain Lim-
its, passed December 23. 1872.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section L No person shall manufacture
matches or fireworks within that portion
of the ICty of Sacramento lying north of
the center of R street and west of tho
center of Eleventh street.

Sec. 2. Any person or persons violating
the provisions of this ordinance shall be
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on
conviction shall be punlshed'by a fine of
not less than one hundred dollars nor
more than five hundred dollars, or by im-
prisonment In the County Jail not less
than fifty nor more than ninety days, or
by both such fine and imprisonment, and
each day maintaining or continuing such
violation shall be deemed a new offense,
and punished accordingly.

Sec. 3. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect on the first day of April. A. D. eigh-
teen hundred and seventy-three.

ORDINANCE NO. 53.'

Concerning Obstructions on the Side-
walks, Passed August 24, 1874.

The Board of Trustees of the City o£
Sacramento do ordain as follows:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person or business firm to suspend or
have suspended over or across any side-
walk, street or alley, any sign, board, or
framework bearing the letters or figures
of a sign, or to place In any manner any
sign, board or framework that willextend
more than twenty Inches from the front
line of any lot to the street or on th*
sidewalk, or that will extend more than
twenty inches down from the under side
of the awning. Amendment, October 5,
1874. See Ordinance 57.

Sec. 2. Any person or persons having
such signs, or frames bearing signs, shall,
within ten days from and after the pas-
sage of this ordinance, be required to
have the same removed.

Sec. 3. Any person violating the provis-
ions of this ordinance, upon conviction
therefore, shall be punished by a fine not
exceeding ten dollars for the first
nor more than twenty-five dollars for
each succeeding offense.

Sec. 4. Sections ten, of chapt- r
eight, of ordinance number seventeen, are
hereby repealed.

Sec. 5. This ordinance shall take effect
Iimmediately.
