The entire ses-
sion was given over to the presentation
of technical papers, illustrated by
stereopticon views., There were a num-
ber of students from Stanford and the
University of California in the audi-
ence, and they helped to swell the ap-~
plause of the professional men which
greeted the conclusion of each subject.

Dr. James Douglas, the President o1
the institute, presided, and introduced
the speakers.

Professor S. B. Christy of the Uni-
versity of California had the first num-
ber on the program, a lecture on “The
Electro Motive Force of Metals In
Cyanide Solution.” He handled the
subject in a masterly way.

Professor A. C. Lawson of the Uni-
versity of California followed with a
lecture on “Some Features of the Eco-
nomic Geology of Russia.” An ex-
ceptionally clear idea of the peculiar
geological formation of the Ural ana
Caucasus Mountain ranges was given,
and elicited quite a discussion.

The next paper was presented by
Captain Robert Wein of this city on
“The New Alaska Treadwell Gold
Mills,” in which an excellent descrip-
tion was afforded of the methods being
followed in that Territory to develop
mining properties.

After the announcement that the fol-
lowing papers would be presented in
print and distributed among the mem-
bers and correspondents of the insti-
tute, the meeting adjourned until to-
morrow. This will be the last session.

Banning Company Determines to
Throw It Open to the Public.

LOS ANGELES, Sept. 26. — It has
just become known that the Banning
Company has determined to throw open
the port of Avalon to the public, and
to allow boats other than those owned
by the company to land passengers and
freight at that point.

The Banning Company has for several
years denied the privilege of landing to
other boats than their own, and no per-
son who had not purchased a ticket
via the Wilmington Transportation
Company’s line was permitted to land,
their claim being that the island was
private property, and that private
rights should be respected.

L.ONDON, Sept. 26.—The general

feeling, including that of the pro-Boers,
as indicated by articles in the after-
noon papers to-day, is that the pub-
lished dispatches of the Secretary for
the Colonies, Mr. Chamberlain, to the

Africa, Sir Alfred Milner, clears the

In any event, it is pointed out that it
affords further delay, which in the case
of Great Britain is certainly advan-
tageous, as it gives time for the rein-
forcement of the garrisons at the Cape.
The papers generally, however, express
the hope that President Kruger will
now see his way to meet Great Brit-
ain’s views, and the Westminster “Ga-
zette,” which is not an anti-Boer paper,
says: “President Kruger and his ad-
visors still have a chance of securing
peace with independence."

GRIGGS TO PINGREE.

Attorney General’s Reply to Michi-
gan’s Governor.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 26.—Attorney
General Griggs has written the follows
ing reply to a letter recently receivea
from Governor Pingree of Michigan:

“I am in receipt of your letter of the
21st inst., asking me to send a copy of
my opinion to the effect that the
Unitéd States Congress cannot enact
a. law which would be effective in sup-
pressing trusts, so-called.

“In reply, I beg to say that I have
not rendered, either officially or unoffi-
cially, any opinion of this kind. On the
contrary, this department has been en-
gaged in bringing numerous suits in the
United States Courts under the Sher-
man Act of July 2, 1890, entitled, ‘An
Act to protect trade and commerce
against unlawful restraints and ino-
nopolies,” in several of which cases, no-
toriously that against the Traus-Mis-
souri Freight Association, 166 U. 3.,
<80, and that against the Joint 'Trafic
Association, 171 U. S., 250, the result
has been the suppression by decree of
the court of the offending association or
organization.

“You may possibly have reference to
a letter of mine to a private citizen
published several months ago in the
newspapers, wherein I called attention
to the fact that the only jurisdiction
that Congress had over combinations
or contractions in restraint of trade
was in relation to those which directly
affected interstate commerce. That this
is true, and that is the full extent of
the Sherman Trust Act, you will ascer-
tain by reading the decision of the
United States Supreme Court in the
case of Hopkins vs. the United States,
171 U. S. 578, and the case of the
United States vs. S. C. Knight Com-
pany, 176 U. S. 1.

PAN-AMERICAN EXPOSITION.

How Some People Will Make Their
Fortunes.
(Special Correspondence.)
BUFFALO, Sept. 24.—To the man
who sees in the button hole of another’s
coat a simple celluloid button or tiny
ribbon badge the figures which are
being quoted in connection with the
manufacture of such articles for sale

the Pan-American Exposition is simpl_y(

astounding.

Some of the figures were made known
vesterday when Director Taylor of the
Concession Department recommended
to the Executive Committee that the
Pan-American Badge and Souvenir
Company be given the exclusive privil-
ege of selling such badges, buttons and
emblems prior to, and during the ex-
position. The figures submitted by
President Buchheit were startling.

In the first place the figure submit-
ted were in regard to the manufacture
of a bronze emblem; a reproduction of
the Pan-American emblem to be upon
one side of the little pocket piece and
a picture of Niagara Falls upon the
other.

‘When one considers the weight of a
bronze emblem the size of a half dol-
lar it may be appreciated on what gen-
erous lines the company will work as
the first order placed for bronze will
be for three tons or 6,000 pounds and
the celluloid buttons will be ordered in
barrel lots instead of simply by the
thousand.

To manufacture these badges and em-
blems the finest of machinery will be
needed, and Mr. Buchheit will have a
display at the exposition grounds that
in itself will be a feature, for the dies
and machinery with which the emblems
will be manufactured will be silver
plated and will be marvels of beauty.

Another concession that will be fully
as interesting will be the making of
plaster of Paris reproductions of the
Pan-American emblem on a large scale.
This concession will go to August
Langanbahn, a venerable sculptor of
considerable fame,

Mr. Langanbahn who met with suc-
cess in Paris and Rome where hc
worked and studied for many vears,
was the first in the field in the plaster
of Paris work, and reproduction of the
emblem adopted by the committee was
80 beautiful that he was asked to inake
a number of copies for inspection by
eminent art critics.

The reproductions which Mr. Lan-
ganbahn will have the exclusive privil-
ege of manufacturing and selling will
be about twice as large as a break-
fast plate, and basing his estimate up-
on the sale of a similar emblem at an
exposition at Paris the aged sculptor
has estimated that within the next two
years he will find it necessary to have
not less than two ship’s cargoes of a
specially prepared plaster of Paris of
great fineness and purity, for he will
immediately have cast in steel so many
copies of the emblem that with his
force of men he can turn out not less
than 350 of the rough casts in an hour.
Then the work of finishing will begin,
but it will be possible for the force to
turn out many thousands of the hand-
some ornaments and relics and the op-
timists who have seen the work 'ven-
ture the guess that Mr. Langanbahn
will not be at a loss to dispose of all
he can manufacture, s .

Another concession that has just been
let is that of manufacturing and sell-
ing a Pan-American spoon, and in that
the figures run to astounding lengths
for the lucky man who has: secured
the privilege has figured that within

stock every hotel and restaurant in
the country. The management of the
coming fair is confidently counting
upon on attendance of fully 15,000,000,
and the souvenir spoon man cannot see
how it will be possible for a single one
of the 15,000,000 to escape him.

There were a number of people who
a few months ago attempted to say
that it would bé impossible to make
the Pan-American Exposition Pan-
American in the fullest sense of the
term, for the reason that the republics
of the South and Central Americas
would not take the trouble of making
this blaze in Buffalo in 1901.

Those people reckoned without rea-
son, for the men of the tropics have
decided almost to the extent of a ma-
jority that a showing in this section
of the country would be of the utmost
benefit to their countries, and the as-
surances which have been received lead
the Commissioner General to believe
that there will not be a country in
either South or Central America that
will not have a splendid@ representation.

Already nine of the subdivisions of
those two countries have, through
American Consuls or diplomatic at-
taches, sent word that there would be
a. representation, and yesterday Will-
iam Eleroy Curtiss, the South Ameri-
can Commissioner, cabled Commis-
sioner General Weber that the confer-
ences which he had with the rulers of
Peru and Bolivia had convinced him
that those two countries would make
displays of the utmost beauty, and that
each of the countries would spare ne
expense.

Bolivia has sent word that she had
originally intended to appropriate not
less than 60,000 bolivanoes for her dis-
play, but after the visit of South
American Commissioner Curtiss she
might do even better and make the
appropriation 75,000.

How Pictures Should Be Hung.

“To hang and properly group pic-
tures is not an easy matter,” writes
Maria Parloa in the ‘“Ladies’ Home
Journal.” ““To succeed, one must have
a good eye for distances, for straight
lines, and for harmony in grouping, as
well as a fund of patience—putting up
and taking down each picture, or set of
pictures, until the position, hight and
grouping are perfectly satisfactory.

“There are two kinds of picture wire
—one is gilt, the other is silvered. The
gilt is more flexible, and remains un-
tarnished and flexible longer than the
silvered, but it is also more expensive.
Extremely heavy pictures should be
hung with copper wire.

“The picture hooks should be broad
.and well curved, that they may hold
fipmly to the molding and be a secure
support for the wire: ' A yardstick or.
tape measure i ir nsable, as care-
ful measuring will lessen the labor and
