THREE IMPORTANT LETTERS
' TO THE GOVERNMENT.

Attorney General Griggl Apknowl-
-edges Merit of Claims 'of
. Those Imprisoned.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 1. — The
steamer China arrived here to-day from
Asiatic ports via Honolulu, and brings
the following news from Honolulu un-
der date of October 25th:

Special Agent Hawold M. Sewall hag
handed to the Hawaiian Government
three letters, all of which are quite 1m-
portant. They come from Washington,
and are official.

The first and most important refexjs
to the claims of British and other resi-
dents for damages for imprisonment
during the rebellion of 18Y5. Inclosed
with the communication is the opinion
of Attorney General Griggs in relation
to the matter. The merit of the claims
i® acknowledged. No individual cases
are particularly  specified. It is rec-
ommended that the local Government
make settlement of some sort satisfac-
tory to the parties.

The second letter, and one of great
importance, is in relation to Ministet
Damon’s trip to Italy. This comes di-
reetly from the Secretary of State to
Special Agent Sewall, It is understood
that the United States Government dis-
approves-of the mission of Mr. Damon.

Minister Damon left here somemonths
ago to enlist in Italy laborers for the
plantations, or rather, to open the way
for drawing on the northern provinces
of that country for a portion of the
field laborers required here.

The third letter was in relation to
the title of the Minister of Foreign
Affairs. The Washington Government
rules that the point is well taken, and
that the office may continue under 1ts
old title.

The successor to ‘Minister King has
not been appointed as yet. The choice
lies between Alexander Young and
Henry E. Cooper, the present Attorney
General.

The steamship Carlisle City has ar-
rived from the Orient with 702 Japan-
ese laborers on board. The vessel will
proceed to San Diego, and will prob-
ably go into the United States army
transport service. She was bullt as a
cattle transport, and will be better for
the shipment of horses and mules than
any steamer now in that service.

The United States steamship Newark
arrived from San Francisco this morn-
ing on her way to join Admiral Wat-
son’s fleet at Manila. The cruiser will
remain in port about three days.

William O. Smith, formerly Attorney
General of this country, has been se-
lected to represent the Hawaiian Isl-
ands at Washington while Congress is
in session. He will be the delegate ot
the Planters’ Asscciation and the Cham-
ber of Commerce, and his work will be
to supply information to Congressmen
when the Enabling Act comes up.
