WASHINGTON, Nov. 12?The lead-
ing feature of the annual report of As ?
sistant Secretary Allen to Secretary

Long relative to the naval militia is

his strong indorsement of the plan for

the organization of a national naval re-
serve. He points out that the expert

ence of the past year has suggested cer-
tain changes in the original plan for
this organization, as contained in the

bill submitted to the last session of

Congress, and he therefore urges that

it be again pushed with the amend-
ments prepared by Lieutenant Com-

mander W. H. Southerland, who was,. for a part of the year, in direct charge

of the Naval Militia Bureau of the-

Navy Department.
In substance that officer says that as

the Personnel Act has made the term
of service of enlisted men in the navy

four years, the same period should be

fixed for the enrollment in the navai
reserve, and the naval reserve officer
should be promoted in war time with

the regular officer with whom he holds
the same date of commission. It is
also recommended that steps be taken
for the organization of a permanent
coast signal system from the retired list
of the navy and the employes of the
lighthouse and life saving service. There
are several thousand of these men, and
with a small appropriation and an
annual drill for a few days each year

they would be competent, the report
says, to take up their duties immedi-
ately upon the outbreak of war. With
a retired naval officer in charge of each
lighthouse district, and an officer in
charge at the Navy Department, and

the necessary paraphernalia at the
nearest navy yard ready for use, this
necessary adjunct of war could be put
Jn working order in twenty-four hours.

During the past year the Legislature
of Maine passed an Act for the enlist-
ment of a naval militia, as did the
State of Minnesota. The department
undertook to afford the naval militia
of the country an opportunity to drill
at sea under service conditioned, and
the offer was accepted by the Gov-
ernors of all but one of the States hav-
ing military organizations. The report
states in detail the result of the cruises
in each case, setting out the reports
of the naval officers who acted as in-
spectors and noting their criticisms
without reserve.

MONEY STRINGENCY.

Treasury Officials Think Coin Will
Soon Flow Back From the West.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 12.?Treasury

officials expect that within a short time
the money drawn from the financial in-
stitutions of the East for the movement
of the crops and other purposes in the
West will begin to find its way to New-
York, and that the apparent stringency
in money will be accordingly relaxed.
This return which, this year, they say
appears to be somewhat fater than
usual, will be brought about by the
payment of the debts contracted by
business men in the West, where notes
either already have matured or are
closely approaching maturity. Mean-
time, the authorities here declare that
no exigency exists for any relief meas-
ures on the part of the Government,
and pending an exigency no action in
that direction is contemplated. A lead-
ing official of the Treasury Department
speaking of the matter said to-night:

"In our opinion as soon as the great
amount of money which has been used
in the West begins to return to the
banks in the East money will be easier
and matters resume their normal condi-
tion. The outlays of the Government
are about equal to Its receipts, which
shows that the department is not
hoarding any great amount of money.
Since the beginning of the fiscal year
the receipts have exceeded the expendi-
tures by about $6,000,000, while /luring
the , month of November the expendi-
tures have exceeded the receipts by be-
tween §3,000,0000 and .<4.000.0000. ihe
fact that the holdings of the New York
bank*; are $2,500,000 below the legal re- j
quirement is not a matter of special I
significance. If they were that amount j
In excess of requirements the difference
would be only $5,000,000, not a great
amount when their total legal holdings
are about $180,000,000. So you see that
is one more of sentiment than anything
else. Their holdings might be yet re-
duced and no harm result, as the mat-
ter of holdings is one which is fixed by
the Comptroller of the Currency. Had
this deficit appeared before the great
demand from the West for funds took
place, then the question is one which
might have caused some concern, but
all they want Is now applied, and thc>
natural result must be that this money

will soon, find its way to the centers

Recruits for Esquimalt.

ST. JOHNS, Nov. 12.?The Allen liner

Carthagenian, which arrived here yes-
terday, has 115 men for the British
squadron at Esquimalt, B. C. On the
men's arrival there two warships will
be dispatched to South Africa to rein-

force the British fleet in those waters.

MURDER AT SEA.

Ship's Captain. Stabbed by a Sailor
and the Ship Disappears.

ST. JOHNS (N. B.), Nov. 12.?A mur-
der at sea on the schooner J. B. Van
Dusen of New Tork was made known
to-day by the receipt of a message

from the vessel's mate to the owners'
agent in this city. It stated that Cap-
tain Baisley of this city had been stab-
bed by a sailor named Maxwell, had
afterward fallen overboard and died
in the ship's boat which had put off to
rescue him. As for the schooner it
had disappeared in the darkness under
conditions which made it seem probable
that the murderer and the steward,
the only men on board, had gotten the
schooner under way and headed in to-
ward the Nova Scotia coast.

The schooner left this port lumber
laden for New York late yesterday. The
tragedy was evidently enacted in the
Bay of Fundy withina few hours after
clearing land.

Maxwell for several v >yages sailed
with Captain Baisley as his mate.

The schooner was finally located at
Beaver Harbor to-day, where it had
been landed, under charge of the cook,
Frank Snowden. Snowden said Cap-
tain Baisley and Sailor Maxwell had a
fight about dark last night, during
which the Captain had been knocked
overboard. The mate and another
sailor immediately took the boat and
rowed away in search of Captain Bais-
ley. Thair boat, the cook said, disap-
peared and he took the wheel of the
schooner. Later it was learned that
the Van Dusen, with the mate and
sailor, had arrived at Point Lepreaux
with the body of Captain Baisley. Max-
well is under guard.

A RUSSIAN LOAN.

German Financiers Are Not Favor-
able to It.

BERLIN, Nov. 12. ? The Associated
Press is informed on the highest au-
thority that Dr. yon Miquel, Prussian
Minister of Finance, had a long confer-
ence to-day with Emperor William. It
appears that one of the subjects vis \u25a0
cussed during the visit of Emperor
Nicholas last week was the raising of
another Russian loan in Germany, Rus-
sia having failed to effect one anywhere
else in Europe. This explains why Dr.
yon Miquel was present Wednesday
evening, along with Count yon Buelow
and Count Murivieff, the German and
Prussian Foreign Ministers, at the in-
terview between the Czar and the
Kaiser.

Emperor William, it is asserted, made
no promise to the Czar in the matter,

leaving it understood that whether the
German Government would favor an-
other Russian loan here or not depend-
ed largely upon Dr. yon Miquel's an-
swer to-day, prepared at the Emperor's
request.

In the meanwhile, Dr. yon Miquel
consulted with the leading German
financiers, nearly all of whom discour-
aged it. The Trans-Siberian Railroad
is likely to prove far more expensive
than is generally surmised. Moreover,

a Russian financial crash is expected
soon.

To-day Dr. yon Miquel reported to
this effect to the Kaiser, and it may be
considered certain that the proposed
loan here has failed.

RUSSIA AND JAPAN.

Uneasy Feeling Regarding Their
Relations Spreading in China.

LONDON, Nov. 13.?The Shanghai
correspondent of the "Daily Mail says:
An uneasy feeling regarding the rela-
tions of Russia and Japan Is spreading
here. There is no doubt that Japan is
practically allied with China, despite
the degradation which the Empress
Dowager inflicted on the Chinese en-
voys to Japan on their recent return.
This was merely a ta*rtical move, with
a view of appeasing Russia.

A large Russian fleet intends winter-
ing in Nagasaki harbor and some re-
monstrance by Japan is probable.
Prince Henry of Prussia, the command-
er of the German squadron in the
North Pacific, is watching the progress
of events. He recently declared in the
course of a conversation that the Japa-
nese army was in splendid condition
from the European point of view.

The "Daily Mail" says: "We under-
stand there is considerable censorship
on cable messages from Japan."

DEATH OF LIEUT. WOOD.

Was a Great Grandson of Zachary
Taylor.

HALIFAX(N. S.), Nov. 12.?Lieuten-
ant C. C. Wood of the North Lanca-
shire regiment, reported fatally wound-
ed at Kimberley, and whose death was
subsequently announced in Saturday
evening's cable message, was a great
grandson of President Zachary Taylor.
His father is Captain J. Taylor Wood,
who has resided in Halifax since the
close of the war between the North
and South. Captain Wood figured with
great distinction as naval Lieutenant
and commander In that war, his last
command being the cruiser Tallahassee.
Lieutenant Wood was born in Halifax
and educated in the Canadian Koval
Military College at Kingston. Ont. He

iis the first graduate of that college to
| die in battle and the first Canadian to
Ifall in the present war in South Africa.
| The young man served In India before
going to South Africa He had a prom-
ising future. He has a brother in the
Canadian militia service, who is in
command of the mounted police in the
Yukon.

RAILWAY CONSOLIDATION.
Wire and Steel Men Join Hands

With Harriman-Gould Combine.
CHICAGO, Nov. 12.?The "Chronicle"

to-morrow will say: John W. Gates,
William Edenborn, Isaac L. Wood and
John Lampert, the heaviest stockhold-ers in the American steel and wire in-
terests, have joined hands with E. H.
Harriman and the other members of
the Harriman-Gould syndicate in a
comprehensive plan of campaign which
has for its object the consolidation ot
the leading trunk railways in the
United States.

The scope of the plan is said to be
not merely one of traffic alliance, nut
the welding together of actual owner-
ship in a determined effort to uphold
traffic rates independent of the Inter-state Commerce Commission or otherGovernment aid.

BIG FIRE IN MONTREAL.
Fire in Notre Dame Street Causes a

Half Million Dollar Loss.
MONTREAL, Nov. 12.?Fire to-day

destroyed the biscuit and confectionery
warehouse of Viau & Frere aSd ad-

joining buildings in Notre Dame street,
causing an aggregate loss of $500,000.

The flames started in the basement
of the Viau factory, an old frame struc-
ture, and burned rapidly. The flames
spread to a big bonded warehouse to
the south of the Viau building and
when the stone walls of that structure
went down they crushed in a row of
tenement houses, all of which were va-
cant. Chief Benoit of the fire brigade
was badly injured and a fireman was
fatally burned.

THE DENIS ON WRECK.

Promptness of Railroad Company
Saved Several Elves.

DENISON (la), Nov. 12.?Twenty-
five of the men Injured in the wreck
on the Omaha and Fort Dodge Road
Saturday are being cared for. Though
several of the men are very badly hurt,

it is thought all will recover.
Considering the large number on the

wrecked train, 180, it is a miracle that
there were no more casualties. The
promptness and efficiency of the relief
measures taken by the railroad com-
pany doubtless saved several lives. A
wrecking party found that there was
not enough left of the two trains to be
worth saving, so the debris was burned
in order to clear the track.
