The Thirty-Third Annual Session of
the National Grange

Convenes at Springfield, Ohio, Twenty-Six

States Being Represented.

Most of the Morning Session Taken

Up With an Address by Julien

Robinson, Master of the Do-

minion Grange of Canada?The

Afternoon Session Devoted to

the Annual Address of Grand

Master Aaron Jones and the

Reports of Committees.

SPRINGFIELD (O.). Nov. 15. ? The
thirty-third annual session of the Nar

tional Grange convened in this city to-
day with Grand Master .Aaron Jones
of South Bend, Ind., in the chair.
Twenty-six States were represented.

While the committees were engaged
in their deliberations Grand Master
Jones called on Jaben Robinson, Master
of the Dominion Grange of Canada,
for remarks, and Mr. Robinson took up

the most of the morning session, bring-

ing greetings and reviewing the work
of the year in the Dominion.

The event of the afternoon session
was the annual address of Grand
Master Jones, which, together with re-
ports of committees, occupied the time.

Mr. Jones began his address by con-
gratulating the Grange on the prosper-
ous condition of the order. He said
the Grange favored national and State
laws controlling trusts and State in-
spection. On the subject of transpor-

tation he said:
"Transportation is one of the most

Important interests in our country, and
the just and equitable adjustment of
charges for freight and passengers is
of the utmost concern to private and
public welfare. There were in the

United States 184,4812 miles of railway-

on June 80, 18SJ7, valued at $10,035,008.-
--074". The earnings of the railways in
the United States for the year ending

June 30, 1»!J7, as reported, were $1,122.-
--088,606.

"This vast system of railways was
built by authority of franchises granted
by the United States and the several
States. In the case of the Northern
and Central Pacific Railway, large do-
nations of land and the loan of the
nation's credit was also given, and in
many other cases large donations were
made by cities, townships and counties.
The franchises gave these corporations
power to condemn private lands, to
pass through farms, villages and cities,
destroying homes in country and city,

at prices fixed by disinterested apprais-
ers, virtually by the State. This power
was granted to them on the broad
principle that these highways were nec-
essary for the public welfare. Under
our advanced civilization this is true,

but it is also true that private and pub-
lic welfare demands that these roads

be so managed as not to oppress the
people or make discriminating charges

between citizens or localities in freight

and passenger rates, but should give

to all citizens the same service for the
same money, and that this service
should be reasonable and just to ship-

per and carrier. When so managed,

railways are of Incalculable advantage

to the entire country. Are they and
have they been so managed? The In-
terstate Commerce Commission has
made investigation, and I find in their
twelfth annual report to Congress the
following point:

" 'Meanwhile, the situation lias be-
come intolerable, both from the stand-
point of the public and the carriers.
Tariffs are disregarded, discriminations
constantly occur, and the price at which
transportation can be obtained is fluctu-
ating and uncertain. Railroad man-
agers are distrustful of each other, and
shippers all the while in doubt as to
the rates secured by their competitors.
The volume of traffic is so unusual as
to frequently exceed the capacity -of
equipment, yet the contest for tonnage

seems never relaxed. Enormous sums
are spent In purchasing business, and

secret rates accorded far below the
standard of published charges. The gen -
eral public gets little benefit from these
reductions, for concessions are mainly

confined to the heavier shippers. All
this augments the advantages of large

capital, and tends to the injury and
often the ruin of smaller dealers/These
are not only matters of the gravest con-
sequence to the business welfare of the
country, but they concern in no- less
degree the higher interests of public
morality.

" 'The conditions now widely prevail-
ing cannot be better illustrated than by

reference to investigations of the com-
mission during the last year. These are
not isolated and exceptional cases; their
counterpart may be found in many lo-

calities. The facts thus brought to light
carry ther own comment, and nothing

said by us can add to their significance.'
"And again, the commission in the

same report said:

" 'Every consideration of private
justice and public welfare demands that
railway rates should be reasonable,
uniform to all shippers and equitable
between all communities. Until need-
Ed legislation is supplied that demand
must remain unsatisfied and the com-
mission must continue to rest under the
responsibility of a duty -which it is pow-

erless to discharge.'
"As the law creating the Interstate

Commission was largely secured by the

influence of our order, the important
facts disclosed indicate the wisdom of

the order and the necessity for such
commission and for further legislation.
If the railways of the country were
properly and fairly managed, the people

would have equal opportunity to com-
pete for business, but as conducted the
railways are main support of trusts '

"Our vast sea coast, our river navi-
gation and our great lakes have in ser-
vice documented and undocumented
vessels exceeding eight millions of ton-
nage. Nearly four millions of this ton-
nage is in service on the Mississippi
River and its tributaries. On the great
chain of lakes extending from Minne-
sota to New York State sail more ships

than enter the port of Liverpool or
London. More than double the freight
passes through Sault Ste Marie in eight
months than passes through the great
Suez Canal in a year. Last year IGB,-
--000,000 tons of freight passed through

Sault Ste. Marie.
"Our coastwise traffic is of the same

gigantic proportions. It has been dem-
onstrated that water transportation is
much cheaper than by rail. On long

distances freight can be carried by

steam for one-quarter, and by sail for
one-seventh the cost by rail. In view
of these .facts, should not our order
favor the improvement of our harbors
on sea and lake and keep our rivers
free from all obstructions that interfere
with navigation? Our rivers and lakes
are worth billions of dollars to the
American people.

"I recommend that our order favor
and insist upon the construction by the
United States of a ship canal from the
Great Lakes to the Atlantic Ocean, and
also a deep waterway connecting the
Mississippi River route with the Great
Lakes. These great arteries of com-
merce would be worth to the American
people many times their cost, and
would afford the cheapest transporta-
tion known, and would be a wholesome
check on railway charges. Such water-
ways would save to the farmers over
1200,000,000 a year.

"The construction of the Nicaragua
Canal by the United States would bring
San Francisco, the Columbia River,
Puget Sound and all seaport towns on
our Pacific Coast line 10,000 miles
nearer by water to all our cities on the
Atlantic Coast and Gulf of Mexico, and
the deep waterway connecting the Mis-
sissippi River, Great Lakes and At-
lantic Ocean would enable boats to de-
liver cargoes from our Pacific Coast
to river and lake ports and all along
the line of the ship canal.

"I recommend that the National
Grange continue to press their demands
for appropriate legislation on the fol-
lowing important matters:

"First?Free delivery of mail in the
rural districts; and that the service be.
placed on the same permanent footing
as the delivery of mail in the cities,
and that the appropriation therefor be
commensurate with the benefits and de-
mands for the service.

"Second?Providing for postal savings
banks*. ,

"Third?Submit an amendment to the
Constitution providing for the election
of United States Senators by direct
vote of the people.

"Fourth?Enlarging the powers and
iuti- s or Com-:
mission, giving thenv and cSarginr
th.-m with the duty of fixing maximum
rates of fare and freight on all inter-
state railways.

"Fifth?Regulating use of shoddy.
"Sixth?Enact a pure food law.
"Seventh?Providing for the extension

of the market for farm products, mak-
ing it the duty of the United States
Consuls to aid in the extending of mar-
kets for farm products as for manu-
factured articles.

"Eighth?The enactment of an anti-
trust law clearly defining what actson the part of any corporation would be
against public policy.

"Ninth?The speedy construction of
the Nicaragua Canal by the UnitedStates.

"Tenth?The speedy construction ofa ship canal connecting the Mississippi
River with the Great Lakes and the
Great Lakes with the Atlantic Ocean"Eleventh?Revising the fees and sal-aries of all Federal officers and placing
them on a basis of similar service in
private business.

"We also recommend to the severalState Granges that they urge on theirrespective State Legislatures appropri-
ate legislation on the following import-
ant matters:

"First?An anti-trust law.
"Second?Equalizing taxation as willcause all property to bear its just pro--portion of the cost of government

San Francisco, Nov. 15th.
Wheat at the local Call Board, opened

lower, owing- to early weakness in the
Chicago market, but the latter afterward
had a sharp upward turn and strength

quickly returned at this end. The local
spot prices were unchanged, with very

little trade reported. The local Barley

market was dull and without material
change. Receipts were moderate, amount-
ing to 7,075 centals. Oats were in fair de-
mand and steady. Receipts were 1,332
centals. Corn was quiet and nominal.
Rye was firm. _, .v

Receipts of Hay were larger during the
past twenty-four hours and amounted to
472 tons. The market was fairly active at
unchanged prices. Receipts of Bran were
1 940 sacks and of Middlings 695 sacks.
Both products and Mill Feedstuffs gen-
erally were unchanged.

The Butter market had a steady tone,

there being a good demand at the quota-

tions. Young America and Eastern
Cheese was a shade firmer. Selected
Ranch Eggs continued very scarce and
firm. There was no improvement in other
kinds.

ORDINANCE NO. 4SO.

An Ordinance Regulating the Use of Bi-
cycles, Tricycles, Velocipedes, Auto-
mobile Cars or Carriages, Within the
Limits of the City of Sacramento, and
Repealing Ordinance No. 327. Passed
December IS, 1893.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section L No bicycle, tricycle, veloci-
pede or auto-mobile car or carriage, or
similar vehicle, propelled by the power of
the rider or riders, or by electricity,
steam, vapor or other motive power, other
than animal or animals,, shall be ridden
or driven upon any of the sidewalks ot

the city, or upon any of the paths or
grounds of any park within the city ex-

cept by a police officer in -pursuit of his

Section 2. It shall be unlawful to ride
any bicvele, tricycle, velocipede, or to

urooel by any other than the power of the

streets, shall be construed to prevent the
issuance of permits in writing by theChief of Police of the city of Sacramentogranting to proper persons the privilegeof moving upon sidewalks and in parksof the city of wheeled invalids' chairs and
cripples' carriages and vehicles. Nothingin this ordinance shall be construed toapply to the propulsion of baby carriages
or vehicles of that order. Nothing in this*
ordinance shall be construed to apply to
the use by small children of child's tricy-
cles and small play wagons propelled by
the power of the rider or drawn by hand.Section S. Any person or persons
violating any provision, direction or
mandate of this ordinance is guiltyof a misdemeanor, and shall, on
conviction, be punished by a finenot exceeding twenty dollars, or by im-
prisonment not exceeding ten days orby both such fine and imprisonment.

Section 9. All ordinances oi- parts of
ordinances In conflict with this ordinanceare hereby repealed. Ordinance No. 327,
passed December 18, 1893, is hereby re-
pealed.

Section 10. This ordinance shall be inforce and effect from and after its pass-
age.

ORDINANCE NO. 519.

An Ordinance to Prevent the
Spreading of Infectious or Con-
tagious Diseases by the Owners
or Employes of any Public Laun-
dry in the City of Sacramento,
Making the Violation Thereof a
Misdemeanor and Fixing the Pen-
alty for Such Violation.
The Board of Trustees of the City

of Sacramento ordain as follows:
Section 1. It shall be unlawful

'for any person or persons owning,
carrying on or conducting any
public laundry in the city of Sac-
ramento, to spray the clothing of
any person or persons, being laun-
dried therein, with water or other
fluids emitted from the mouth of
?nek person, owner or employe.

Section 2. No person or persons
engaged in carrying on or con-
ducting, as owner or otherwise,
any public laundry in the city of
Sacramento, shall permit any per-
son having any infectious or con-
tagious disease, to lodge, sleep or
remain within or upon the prem-
ises so used as a public laundry.

Section 3. Any person violating
any provision of this ordinance
shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall be punished by a fine
of not less, than twenty nor mure
than One hundred dollars, or by
imprisonment in the City Jail of
not less than Aye nor more than
one hundred days, or by both such
fine and imprisonment.

Section 4. This ordinance shall
take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and approval.
