COUNTRY CITIZENS MAKING
RENEWED EFFORTS.

3Tair Oaks and Oak Park May

Succeed in Attaining

to it.

Readers of the "Record-Union" wffl
remember that last summer the Poslal
Department at Washington, D. C, sent
Special Postal Agent W. E. Annin to

this coast to investigate the conditions,

etc., looking to the establishment of

free rural mail delivery routes. At the

request of Congressman De Vries and

some of our county officials, Mr. Annin

spent a day in Sacramento, being

driven through the country adjoinng
Oak Park and surrounding Florin.

Mr. Annin on that occasion stated

that we had a thrifty rural population,
and the general appearance of the

farms indicated that our out-of-town
people weie a class who would read

much and receive considerable mafl
matter, but in the course of his re-
marks'he intimated that our roads

were not up with various other com-
munities in this State where rural mail

delivery routes had been established,

and for that reason he could not give

those who were interested in the mat-

ter much encouragement.
Assemblyman Morris Brooke, not be-

ing satisfied to let the matter drop

without making a further effort, con-
sulted Supervisor Curtis, who author-
ized the procurement of a map indi-
cating the position of the houses, roads,
etc., of the section extending for three
or four miles south and east of Oak
Park, commencing at Brighton Junc-
tion, taking in adjacent territory and
running in a southerly and westerly

direction, ending at Sutterville. Over
800 families were included in this pro-
posed route, representing a total popu-

lation of over 1,000 persons.
The signatures of the heads of the

families were attached to a petition,
the necessary data was furnished, and
this map and petition, in conjunction
with a similar map and petition from
Fair Oaks, which had been procured
through the efforts of Professor Elmore
Chase, H. H. Pierce and other public-
spirited citizens, were sent by Mr.
Brooke to Congressman De Vries, who

in turn forwarded them to Washington
Mr. Brooke, in an interview with a

"Record-Union" reporter, stated that
he recently received word from Con-
gressman De Yries to the* effect that
the prospect is very good for the pro-

curement of these two routes, which, if
established, will undoubtedly lead to
more free mail delivery routes in this

: county.
I A map of Florin and the surround-
ing country was also procured and «

petition prepared and partly circulated,

but word was received from Mr. Annin
stating that the Florin route was out
of the question, for the present at
least, and the matter was dropped.

Another petition is being circulated
in Orangevale, and when completed lc
will be sent to Washington with the
request that it be considered jointly
with the Fair Oaks petition, as it is
thought that the two communnties.
taken together, will make a good, sub-
stantial route.

SUGAR BEETS.

The Crop About I.odi Proved an
Utter Failure.

The Lodi "Sentinel" says that the en-
tire crop of sugar beets raised in that
vicinity was lately shipped out in one
car, which it about half filled. The
load was supplied by five shippers out

of twenty-five who planted, the other
twenty not considering their crops

worth harvesting.
While it has been a bad season for

beets in that part of the State, it is

difficult to account for the total failure-
which has occurred. The "Sentinel 'doubts whether any further experi-
ments will be made there in beet cult-

ure at present.

COLUSA COPPER MINES.

Some Sacramentans That
Up Well.

triterson, George Menke and
S. A. Pugh returned last evening, after
a ten days' trip to the new copper min-
ing district in the northwest portion of
Colusa County, near the Lake County
line. These gentlemen and a number
of other Sacramentans are interested in
the Ruby King and other copper mines
in that locality. These mines are lo-
cated on a ledge of immense width and
which has been traced for a distance
of eight miles from near Cook's Springs.

Some preliminary work is being don ?

on the Ruby King claim, under the su-
perintendence* of George Cooper, the
well known electrician of this city. Mr.
Patterson brought some chunks of ore
from the ledge, which, he says, are of
average quality, and which he declares
will yield from 40 to 50 per cent, in
copper. They certainly appear to be
very rich.

Mr. Patterson speaks glowingly of the
Colusa County roads over which his j
party traveled, and declared that Sacra- j
mento, with all her advancement and
despite the Vast sums yearly expended i
on her roads, has not a mile of high- j
way that can compare with the roads i
even in the outside portions of Colusa, j
He Says the latter are graveled?not |
with two or three inches of material,
but with plenty of it, and that they are
as smooth as the bitumen pavement pn
J street in this city.

As for the crops, Mr. Patterson says
he never saw any so promising at this
season of the year. In the country

about Arbuckle they drove for miles
along summer fallowed fields where the
grain was from four to six inches hUh
and growing rapidly. With anything
like an average season's rainfall the
yield ought to be enormous next year.

Mr. Patterson thinks that he and his
associates will yet develop bonanzas of
copper in the Colusa hills.

PROFIT IN FRUIT.

What Some Men Did Last Season
on a Few Acres.
(Winters Express.)

Does fruit-growing at present prices
pay? Of course it does, and here is
proof: McCormack Hughes, who lives
near this town, has finished drying,
sold his crop, settled up his expense ac-
counts, and finds that from three acres
of peaches his net income was 1)5382.00.
That means means $127.00 per acre.
The fruit was sold at G cents per pound
(present price from 11 to 13 cents),
which is double what he realized. Ten
acres of peaches would have yielded
him a better income than he could have
expected from almost any other in-
vestment.

There is a fruit-grower in the upper
portion of Capay Valley who cleared
from his Eastern shipments of green
fruit .$122 an acre net for twenty acres.
This does not include any fruit that he
dried or other products raised on the
land.
