OF BAYOMBONG.

Gen. Conon Surrenders Eight Hun-
dred Officers and Men,

Several American and Seventy Spanish
Prisoners and the Garrison.

General Otis Reports to the War
Department That the Advance
Into the Interior is Being Vig-
orously Pushed, and That the
American Troops Continue to
Drive Back and Disperse the
Scattered Bands Encountered.

MANILA, Dec. 2—9:20 a. m.—General
Conon surrendered 800 officers and men
with rifles, several American and
seventy Spanish prisoners and the gar-
rison at Bayombong, province of Nueva
Vizaya, to Lieutenant Monroe, with
fifty men of the Fourth Cavalry.
ADVANCE IN INTERIOR VIGOR-

OUSLY PUSHED.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 1.—General
Otis’ advices to the War Department
to-day show that the advance into the
interior is being vigorously pushed and
the American troops continue to drive
back and disperse the scattered bands
encountered. He states that Captain
Warwick of the Eighteenth Infantry
was killed in an engagement at Passi,
Iloilo province, on the 26th ultimo.
General Otis’ dispatch is as follows:

“Manila, Dec. 1l.—Hughes reports
from Central Panay that Iloilo pro-
vince, one-third of the island, is cleared
of insurgents. By forced marches with
two battalions from Labuano, by way
of Calinoag, he engaged the enemy at
Passi on the 26th ultimo, and drove
him with loss to the mountains in dc-
tached bodies, capturing ten field
pieces, of which two were breech load-
ers, also nine rifled and several thou-
sand rounds small ammunition. Hughes’
casualties, Captain Warwick, Eight-
eenth Infantry, killed. He reports his
troops in excellent health. He is now
converting wheel into pack transporta-
tion for the purpose of entering moun-
tains. It is expected that he will pass
on to Capiz, on the northern coast of
the island.

Thé trails over the mountains are im- |

practicable for wheel transportation of
any kind. The troops have subsisted
on. rice, and a scant supply of that.
MacArthur's troops have had several

Over fifty pieces
of artillery have been captured by
troops of corps in the last three
weeks.

Monson, the British Embassador to
France, will shortly apply for a pro-
longed leave of absence as a protest
against the attacks made by the French
press on Queen Victoria and the Prince
of Wales.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 1.—The British
and German Embassadors had several
conferences with Secretary Hay to-day
relative to the treaty for the partition
of Samoa, and it is understood the
minor question-of phraseology which re-
mained open was so reconciled that the
way is clear for signing the document
probably to-morrow.

Condition of the Treasury.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 1.—Following is
the statement of the condition of the
United States Treasury on the 29th ult.
which was issued to-day: Availabie
cash balance, $296,495,301; gold re-
serve, $241,003,959.

Cripple Creek Gold Production.

CRIPPLE CREEK, Dec. 1.—The total
gold production of the Cripple Creek
district in November was $2,515,500, an
increase of more than 25 per cent. over
the largest previous monthly record.

Australian Premier Resigns.
MELBOURNE (Victoria), Dec. 1.—
The Premier, Sir-George Turner, has re-
signed. The Governor, Lord Brassey,
has summoned A. McLean to form a
new Ministry.

supported at each stage by succinct ar-
| gument to demonstrate its necessity.

| He first lays down the necessity of a
| systematic study by responsible officers
{of plans of action under all contingen-
{cies of possible conflict, and points out
i the lamentable disadvantages we are
{ under in this respect as shown by our
past experience, more especially with
' regard to the mobilization and encamp-
ment and training of volunteer troops.
Next there should be ample preparation
of material of war, keeping vace with
the progress of military sciencs, and
avoiding the state of unpreparedness in
which we were found at the outbreak
of the last war. This should be the
business of competent men. There
should be an adequate process of selec-

ness among the officers of the army,
so _that men of superior ability and
power may be placed in position of re-
sponsibility and authority. Fourth,
there should be ample exercise and
training of the army in the movements
| of large bodies approximating war con-
ditions.

It is recommended that an army war
college be established, including the
Major General commanding, and com-
posed of the heads of staff departments
tand a number of the ablest high rank-
| ing officers in the army, and to this
college should be intrusted the execu-
| tion of the plans laid out under the
above four heads. Every officer be-
low the field officers, not a graduate
of the service schools, should receive
instruction at this college. All staf
appointments should thereafter be made
| from the line of the army for only a
| fixed period, of say four or five years

| the older to return to the line at the
end of that period, and these staff ap-
pointments should be made on the war
college records of efficiency and fitness,
i making allowance for gallant conduct
in the field and excepting only the tech-
i nical branches of engineer, ordnance
and signal service.

The present system of promotion by
seniority should be modified as to offi-
cers below field rank, by dividing the
promotions between those based on
seniority and those based on efficiency
and gallantry. Staff appointments and
line promotions other than those for
seniority should be made by board offi-
cers based on efficlency and records.

There should be active co-operation
between the army and navy in the mat-
ter of their respective war colleges to
provide for joint defense and action.

The artillery branch of the service
should have a head, a member of the
War College, and on the staff of the
Major General commanding, and the
inspection corps should be increased.

Turning to the volunteer element,
who must be relied upon to supplement
the regular army in case of war, the
Secretary lays stress on the importance
of preserving the same forms of dis-
cipline, using the same arms, and gen-
erally insuring that the united body
shall be homogenous when ass:mbled.

The Secretary declares that the faith-
ful and efficient services of the West
| Point graduates since the declaration
{of war with Spain have more than re-
! paid the cost of the Military Academy
| since its foundation, and he asks for
! a considerable increase in the capacity
of the institution and the number of
its graduates.

All honor to the noble pioneer, but his
millions have naturally impeded the
work they have made possible, and,
sustained and weakened by this bound-
less reservoir, his colonies have had
more officials than laborers, while ru-
mor hums with far graver instances of
maladministration. Baron Hirsch was
even less a Zionist. His object was not
to integrate Israel, but to disintegrate

it; to breal:zp the vast congestions of
Jews in Galicia and Russia. He was
less Moses than the Destroying Angel,
who, according to the Talmud, is also
a messenger of love, The report of
the Hirsch Colonization Association—
with its beneficent activities diffused
all the world over—is a pathetic record
of a heroic effort to roll a rock up a
mountain. It may be prophesied that
whatever portion of the Herzl two
millions goes to persuade Jews to be
what they are naturally inclined to be,
will be as profitless in the first genersa-
tions at least. It is a waste of force to
yoke a winged creature to the plough;
and if twenty centuries of artificial se-
lection have made of the Jews an or-
ganizing and impatient brain, one must
await the equally slow processes of
reversion to the rural temperament by
force of the new life in the open air.—
