- entire evailable reserve must be called
up, and the militia and = volunteers
turned to account. Efforts must be
made to increase the location of the
opposing forces, and further offers from
Canada and other colonies must be
gought and accepted.”

The “Standard,” which comments
upon ‘“‘the seemingly astonishing num-
ber of Boers,” is driven to the conject-
ure that a substantial portion of the
Boer commandos has been recruited
from the Cape Dutch.

All eyes are now turned hopefully to
General Iwller, who, taking into ac-
count the troops with General White
at Ladysmith, has altogether 30,000
men. The “Standard” says: “At this
moment there must be few men in her
majesty’s dominions who have as great
weight of care upon them as General
Puller carries on his shoulders.” :

A dispatch from Boer sources Says
that Kimberley remained quiet during
the battle at Madgesfontein.

The special correspondent of the
«Dally Mail” at Modder River, describ-
ing the fighting says: “The Boer
trenches extended far beyond the kopje
into the open plain. . Those on the
plain were hidden by screens of leaves.
Those near the kopje were guarded by
a double line of barbed wire. Evidently
they feared our storming and bayonet
attack. We raked the kopje and
trenches by an intense, well directed
fire of thirty guns, including a naval
gun and a howitzer battery, both using
lvddite. I believe they effected severe
-damage. The Boer prisoners reported
‘that one lyddite fell among forty men,
five of whom escaped unhurt. Other
shells burst in the enemy’s laager,
‘causing its complete destruction. The
.Boers are in still larger force than we
‘found them at Modder River, putnum-
‘bering us by almost three to one. The
Transvaalers are apparently “‘dominat-
ing in their military councils, although
in a minority.”

ALARM OVER GEN. METHUEN’S
SITUATION.

LONDON, Dec. 13.—General Methuen,
as expected, followed up his artillery
.attack with a general assault on the
‘Boer position Mon‘day, and his report
shows that the anxiety of the public
regarding the result occasioned by the
‘ominous silence of the War Office was
amply justified. %

The engagement was evidently of
considerable magnitude, and the list
of the killed and wounded will be pro-
portionate without the compensation
which a victory would have brought,
if, indeed, the affair does not turn out
to be a meore serious defeat than Gen-
€ral Methuen admits. The Highland-
ers, it is believed, must have stormed
the Boer position more than once, whil=

the fact that the guards were orderedf

to support the Highlanders’ rear looks
as though the Boers may have out-
flanked their attackers. One report
says that General Cronje attacked the
British.

The only compensation the British
have been able to discover in the dis-
heartening story is in General Meth-
uen’s statement that he maintains his
position close to the Boers, arousing
hope that he will retrieve the situation.
It is apparent that the bombardment
on Saturday and Sunday did not shake
the Boers’ grip on their position, and
it seems certain that they merely with-
drew their guns and riflemen
cover, while General Methuen indulged
in the usual artillery preliminaries
Monday, and that when the British
guns were obliged to cease firing, oaw-
ing to the danger of hitting the ad-
vancing troops, the Boers speedily re-
occupied their trenches and
whelmed the Highlanders with a ter-
rible fire, probably accompanying this
by an attack on the British right flank
and rear. »

Alarm is beginning to be expressed
in many quarters as to the situation of
General Methuen. As the “Westmin-
ster Gazette'” says: “If England ever
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needed a victory it is now, and it is to
Buller, the soldier, strong, coolheaded
and reticent, that the country looks for
this victory.” : ¥

The other papers are abysing the
Government for its “complacént optim-
ism,” and inability to grasp the
strength of the opposition it has to
overcome in South Africa.

Considera®le significance attaches
to General Methuen’s statement that
he is entrenching himseilf, indicating
fear that the Boers may follow up their
advantagep adopt the offensive and at-
tack+him. Indeed, the gravity of the
situation from the British point of
view can hardly be overestimated. Gen-
eral Methuen’s long lines of commu-
nication to De Aar are more vulnera-
.ble. Should they be cut, General
Methuen will find himself in a very
tight place, if only from lack of sup-
plies.

As the day progressed and the drib-
lets of information leaked out, the ex-
treme gravity of General Methuen’s
position was more fully recognized, and
the possibility of his isolation created
no small alarm in military circles. It
was thought in some quarters that he
ought to retrace his steps to Orange
River before his line of communication
was severed.

General Wauchope’s death was much
deplored. He rendered notable service
at the battle of Omdurman, for which
he was thanked by both houses of Par-
liament. A pathetic incident was that
General Wauchope’s wife was among
the inquirers at the War Office a few
minutes before the telegram announc-
ing his«death was posted.

The Stock Exchange to-day closed
grave and anxious. There wass consid-
erable nervousness as to the outcome
of the settlement and there were ru-
mors of failures. Consols were weak
and kaffirs were more depressed than
at any time during the present year.

There was little excitement noticea-
ble at the War Office, but at the hotels
there was considerable gloomy fore-
boding that the brief announcement
that 300 wounded had arrived at
Orange River indicated that General
Methuen’s losses were more severe
than reported.

BOER LOSSES AT STORMBERG.

LONDON, Dec. 13.—The latest ad-
vices from General Gatacre show that
no anxiety is felt for the safety of his
remaining troops, who have been with-
drawn to good positions along the rail-
road south of Molteno. It is said that
Bushman's Hoek is impregnable.

The Boers decline to furnish the
names of the killed or wounded. They
say they buried the dead, and are send-
ing the prisorders to Bloemfontein,

The Boer loss on Sunday is report-
ed to have been four killed and nine
wecunded, Probably this is correct, as
no genuine attack was made by Gen-
eral Ggi»tacre‘s troops, who were com-
pletely surprised while in column. The
British apparently simply rushed up
the mnearest hill without orders or
knowing where the enemy was. It
also appears that the British were so
exhausted! that they were unable to
accomplish anything. They had been
on the move since 4 a. m. Sunday, trav-
eling by train in open trucks in the
i broiling sun to Molteno. After an
hour’s rest they proceeded on an hour’s
march over the most difficult and un-
known country.

The War Office at London received
the following message from General
Forestier-Walker:

“Cape Town, Tuesday, Dec. 12.—No
further details frcm Methuen.

“Gatacre is moving from Bushman’s

“This morning a union brigade con-
sisting of English, Scottish, Irish and
Welsh Fusileers, under General Barton,
with several naval guns, advanced and
took up a strong position three miles
from Colenso, meeting with no oppo-
sition.”

DELAGOA BAY VERY USEFUL TO
BOERS.

LONDON, Dec. 14—The Cape Town
correspondent of the “Times” says:

“There is great dissatisfaction with
the condition of affairs at Delagoa Bay.
Lourenzo Marques is rapidly develop-
ing into a regular Transvaal emporium,
and is becoming the headquarters for
Transvaal agents of every description,
who are able to communicate freely
with other agents and with Europeans.

“The difficulty of preventing the im-
portation of machinery and materials
required for the State worked mines,
explosives for the Government factory,
and even of actual ammunition, has
been enormously increased by the prac-
tical impossibility of conducting thor-
ough searches of foreign vessels pro-
fessedly conveying food.

“The course adopted by the Imper-
fal Government is regarded as tending
seriously to prolong the war, and to
benefit foreign shippers at the expense
of the British, who, in any case, are
not able to trade with the enemy.

“Delagoa. Bay, in the present status
of affairs, is more useful to the Boers
than if it were actually in Transvaal
territory.”
