IT WILL CONVENE HERE ON
ON TUESDAY NIGHT.

All Teachers and Citisens Are In-

vited to Be Present at

Its Sessions.

The meeting of the State Teachers'
Association begins in this city next
Tuesday evening and from the com-
munications received from all parts of
the State by the local committee of ar-
rangements, it promises to be a very

large one and a complete success.
It is expected that all the teachers of

the city and county will be present to

welcome the visitors and give the im-

petus of a successful opening to the

session, but there is something more
needful, and that is that our citizens
should also join in the welcome and aid
it by their presence.

An impression has somehow got

abroad that none but teachers can at-

tend the meetings of the association.
This is incorrect, as the sessions are all

open, and the presence of all,

interested in the cause of education?
which should include all the inhabitants
of this city, will be welcomed at all the

meetings.

Of course this does not apply to the

reception to the visiting teachers at

the Capitol on Wednesday night, and to

President Wheeler of the State Univer-

sity at the Art Gallery on Thursday

night, where the attendance willby the

force of circumstances be limited by

admission on invitation, but it is

earnestly desired by the committee that
all citizens who will do so should at-

Itend on the opening night and during

the daily sessions.
Much benefit should result to those

who do so. The scope of the teachers-
work and the earnest efforts of teachers
are often misunderstood and underesti-
mated by parents and much fraction be-

tween the two would be eliminated if

they would meet oftener and better un-
derstand the work being done by each.
Very often the parent objects to the work

being done in the school when, if he
were better acquainted with the system

pursued and the reasons which expe-
rience has given for pursuing it, in-

stead of being hostile or indifferent, he

would throw his influence in the scale
to better the schools, and in many cases,
on the other hand, if teachers came
more in contact with the parents, they

would receive suggestions that would
aid them materially in their work. The
State Teachers' Association has been

formed for the interchange of ideas
among those engaged in training un the
rising generation in the path of learn-

ing and for the betterment and ad-
vancement of the system ef education
in our schools. The foremost educators
in our State here and compare
notes and discuss matters of interest, in

their chosen profession and the ideas of
such men cannot fail to broaden the
intelligence of those who hear them and
give them a better idea of what is be-

ing done by the best minds, striving to
attain the best results for our youth.

General Secretary Earl S. Bingham of
San Jose presented a lengthy report,
recommending that the last Sunday of
March be designated as "decision day,"
when a special effort Is to be made In
all the schools of the association to im-
press upon the members their obligation
to their religion.

HARRIMAN'S HASTE.

May Have Been the Cause of a
Ten-Dollar Mistake.

Several days ago George Cowles, the
plumber, caused the arrest of J. A.

Harriman on a charge of petty larceny.

Harriman, it appeared, purchased a
bill of goods amounting to $5.30 and
tendered a $10 piece and six nickels
in payment.

Cowles claimed that he took from his
purse a $5 piece, which he laid upon
the counter, that he placed the nickels
in his purse, and that in the meantime
Harriman picked up both the $10 and
the $5 piece and left the store.

Harriman contended that he had done
nothing of the kind, that he did not get
the $10 and that he had no idea what

had become of it.
The case was set for Wednesday next,

but yesterday morning Harriman's at-
torney arrived, held a conference with;
Mr. Cowles, and subsequently requested
Justice Anderson to place the case on
his calendar for immediate hearing,
which was done.

Harriman's attorney stated the facts,
as above related, to the court. He ex-
plained that his client was in a hurry

when he left the store, as he had to
attend to shipping his team and outfit
to Davisville on the late train; that he
stoutly denied having taken the money,

and that Mr. Cowles was willing to
admit that, if taken, the money was
probably taken by mistake. He was
willing, he said, in view of the stand
taken by Mr. Cowles, to pay him the
$10 he claimed and allowr the case to be
dismissed.

Mr. Cowles told Justice Anderson he
thought it possible that Harriman, in
his haste, might have picked up the
money by mistake. He did not desire
to be understood as petitioning to have
the case dismissed, and left any action
to be taken entirely with the Judge.
If $10 were turned over to him ha
would be willing to acknowledge satis-
faction; i

Justice Anderson said he understood
how a mistake might have been made,
and on the transfer of $10 from Harri-
man to Cowles the case was stricken
from the calendar, and the defendant
discharged.

NO FLIES ON THE JAP.

Nakamoti Wants the Burglary

Charge Reduced.
On Sunday last a Japanese named

H. Nakamoti was arrested and charged
with burglarizing the rooms of the Sut-
ter Club. Nakamoti admitted to the
officers said that after making an entry
He said that after making an entry

through a rear window he broke open
the door of the-barroom and took $16
from the till.

Nakamoti had occasionally been em-
ployed at the clubroom, and it was un-
derstood early last week that the club
officials did not desire to have him
prosecuted on the charge.

Attorney S. L. Howe appeared in the
City Justice's Court yesterday and
asked that an order be issued reducing
the charge from burglary to petty
larceny, saying that in case the order
were made Nakamoti would plead
guilty.

City Attorney De Ligne said he had
been opposed to reducingthe charge,but
that an impression was abroad that it
would be difficult to get evidence suffi-
cient to secure a conviction, and as
there seemed no desire on the part of
the club to press matters, he would not
object to such an order being made.

Justice Anderson, however, was not
satisfied that the charge should be re-
duced, and said so. He ended by {rak-
ing the matter under advisement until
Tuesday next, to give time for further
investigation.
