STREET, ROAD AND PATH IN-
TEREST REVIVAL.

A Reunion—Automobiles—Tricycles
—Trade—Eastern Road Senti-
ment—Local Club Notes.

The first electric cart of the firemen
of Paris is now running on the streets
and has already begun its work of sav-
ing life and property. It is a handsome
vehicle, with a seat in front for sev-
eral firemen, and a horizontal steering
wheel. Back of this is a *dos-0-dos
arrangement which will permit of seat-
ing several firemen. Between these
geats is a box for hose. The batteries
are carried underneath, and scaling lad-
ders are carried at ‘thﬁ side.

Some time soon electric automobile
street sweeping machines will be used
in Paris, and the old clumsy dust ma-
chines will be done away with. The
motor is in front, while underneath and
behind is a tank of water, and the
sprinkling device in the rear and the
sweepers, which can be raised out of
contact with the pavement whenever
desired. The new machine can be run
back and forth over a street to sprinkle
it. It will then return and sweep the
dirt in piles and electrically driven
carts will carry away the dirt after it
has been heaped in piles.

There are many things that will
serve to bring wheelmen and the own-
ers and drivers of automobiles closer
together. Both are integested in good
roads and well paved streets, and many
believe that the two classes will be
found shoulder to shoulder in coming
litigations and troubles. One veteran
bicycle dealer fitted up a repair shop at
his place for the automobile. *“I-have
made a careful study of the horseless
carriage problem,” said he yesterday.
“Only yesterday a man rode up in his
automobile and asked me to make cer-
tain repairs in the machine. The lever
which controls the machine had weak-
ened, and he wished repairs made he-
fore a serious break occurred. I found
the tubing of which the lever was com-
posed to be of the cheapest and mean-
est sort, and not the kind of stuff which
one would expect to find in a high
priced vehicle. I showed this to the
customer, and he ordered me to take
out the whole thing and to have it
properly brazed. Why, I could not seil
a $26 bicycle if it had brazing of the
sort found in parts of that automobile.
Our American manufacturers wouid not
stoop to anything so contemptible. I
would imagine that a properly con-
structed steering apparatus wouid be
necessary in that sort of machin2.”’

You hard-
ly ever see a toolbag on an American
machine. An American wheel is so
made that only one tool is necessary to
adjust-any of the parts. "This tool, and
a telescopic pump and repairing ma-
terials in a compact form, are usually
carried in the recesses of the handle
bars.” This will be news to the aver-

experience with the tricycle will be sur-
prised to know that the English Gov-
ernment has ordered a supply of these
machines for use in the South African
war. Prominent wheelmen are of the
opinion that for war purposes the bi-
cycle would be preferable to the three
wheel machine. Good roads are abso-
lutely essential for comfortable riding
on a tricycle, while the wheelman on a
bicycle can pick his way over almost
anything, so long as he can find a
smooth place only an inch or two wide.
Under similar conditions a tricycle
would be practically useless. The owner
of an old tricycle called on a local
dealer the other day to see if it was
possible to have a motor fitted to the
tricycle. He was informed that it could
be done, and that the cost would be
anything from $75 to $150, according
to the sort of motor he wished to use.
The wheelman had-not ridden the tri-
cycle in years, and he was surprised
when he tried it. It was like learning
to ride all over again. The veteran ex-
plained that it was much easier for the
novice to learn to ride the tricycle than
it was for the expert bicycle rider. On
a bicycle the rider’s body sways with
the machine, and he will invariably
adopt the same tactics when he tries to
ride a tricycle, and it won’t do. The
veteran bicycle rider on a tricycle for
the first time is more likely to wind up
against a tree or a fence than he is to
keep in the middle of the road. So if
tricycles have been sent to South Africa
for oldtime wheelmen to ride, there will
be some lively. mixups until the riders
learn the pecullarities of th® three
wheeled machine.

New York Tribune: The increasing
interest in the subject of good roads is
now of considerable significance, owing
to the class of men who are working
up the agitation. In the Western States
the farmers and wheelmen are working
together in harmony, and the interest
they are arousing is little short of re-
markable. The enactment of good roads
laws in the Easern States was secured
through the combined efforts of the
farmers and the wheelmen. In New
Jersey the movement was begun by the
farmers, who scught the aid of . the
wheelmen, and found their assistance
of incalculable value. This was not un-
expected, for the wheelmen have al-
ways been consistent advocates of
highway improvement, and the “Gospgl
of Good Roads” formed the chief plank
in their platform when the League of
American Wheelmen was organized. It
has been charged that the motive of the
wheelmen was a selfish one, and in the
early days of cycling, when every
wheelmen was a road rider and rode
a. high wheel, there may have been
some ground for the charge, but no
foundation for such a belief exists to-
day. Since the adoption of the safety
Imachine as a business vehicle by all
| sorts and conditions of men, not one
city wheelman in ten is seen on a coun-
{try road more than a few times each
!vear, and the wheelmen's interest in
good roads is purely business.

A veteran dealer says: “Self-suffi-
ciency usually sits on the countenance
of the new rider who buys a trashy

{wheel, against the advice of others of

fuller experience and wider knowledge.
He is apt to ‘kick reason overboard,
and is sometimes betrayed into a harsh
manner if you mildly suggest to him
that a month’s riding is better than a
minute’s seeing when the quality of e
blcycle is in question. You cannot be
fsure that he will have the wisdom to
recognize the better valuée of a high-
grade wheel until a year or so has
passed, when he may be reasonably ex-
pected to come around and order the
best there is.” .

In speaking about the advantages of
good roads a prominent official of the
League of American Wheelmen says:

“If there is a method of accomplishing
twice as much as heretofore wi.hag ven
amount of effort, it is to the farmer’s
interest to discover and adopt Iit.
Economy of labor means additional
acres which he can find time to make
productive. The only way to compute
the value of labor is to inquire what
it would cost if it had to be purchased.
It has been found that if the farmers
of the United States had to pay some
one else for marketing their crops it
would cost them on an average of 25
cents every time a ton was hauled a
mile nearer to market. In other words,
it costs 25 cénts a ton a mile. I say
on an average, for it costs consider-
ably less in many localities. Yet it
costs sufficiently more in many others
to make it average as large as stated.
Taking an average of the number of
miles traveled, it costs on an average
$3.02 a ton from the farm to the rail-
road station. It costs only $1.87 in the
Northern and Eastern States, but in the
Pacific Coast and mountain States it
runs up as high as $5.12. This, of
course, is for the value of the farmer’'s
time and that of his team and wagon,
or what he would have to pay some
one else, at a fair price, to do his haul-
ing for him. How was al this found
out? It is the result of careful in-
quiries made by the United States De-
partment of Agriculture and of esti-
mates received from farmers in 1,200
different - counties throughout the
United States in reply to 10,000 re-
quests for such information. These in-
quiries were made for the simple pur-
pose of getting at the facts so that
farmers might know what could be
saved by the building of good roads,
and might better be able to determine
how much they could afford to spend

.| for ;building them.”
