One Person Klll‘l{d";ml Four' Badly
Wounded.

Local Traln From Los Angeles to Pomona
Derailed.

A Woman Killed and Engineer and
Fireman and Others Badly Hurt
—Postoffice at Chico Robbed and
Considerable Booty Taken—Sus-

pected Penusylvania Murderer

Arrested at the Bay.

LOS ANGELES, Dec. 24.—A special
to the “Times” from Pomona says: A
broken wheel on the engine of the local
train from Los Angeles, which was due
to arrive ‘in Pomiona at ¢:48 to-night,
caused a bad wreck. As a result one
person is killed, four persons were bad-
ly injured, while six or eight are suf-
fering from serious wounds.

The train was turning a curve near
Pomonsa, when a wheel under the en-
gine broke and the engine left the
track, ' followed by the combination
baggage and smoking car. The coach
was overturned and caught fire, but
the flames were quickly extinguished

An unknown woman was removed
from the wreck dead. D. Johnson, en-
gineer of the train, suffered concussion
and is unconscious. Milton Monroe, t.he
fireman, was injured internally. Will-
jam Scott of San Bernardino was badly
cut about the face and was hurt in the
chest. Two other men yet unidentified
suffered concussion and are uncon-
scious, while others are scratched and
bruised.

The streets were full of people .on
their way to Christmas eve entertain-
ments at the various churches, and
when the frightful sound of the cra:sh
made itself heard through the city
there was a rush of hundreds to th.e
scene, whieh presented details of horri-
ble fascination. The cars and engine
were all piled together; the steam was
pouring all about the mass of wreck-
age, to which the frantic shrieks of
geveral injured .women added acute-
ness. Men pulled off their coats and
rushed to the rescue, wagons were
summoned and as fast as the wounded
were taken from their place of torment
they were sent to refuges. Dr. Smith,
the local physician of the company, was
ably assisted by half a dozen or more
of the physicians of this place, and the
Palace Hotel was at once placed at t-he
disposal of the suffering by its proprie-
tor. Lanterns and lamps were gath-
ered up and held by sympathetic wo-
men and others, by which the work of
rescue was much aided, for darkness
had fallen when the disaster occurred.

IN PANAY ISLAND

Taking {iﬂggm’slv’a for the First
© Time

And Moving Out to Take and Hold More
Territory,

Heretofore We Have Possessed the
Half-Burned Town of Iloilo and
Nothing More—General Hughes
Occupied Four Towns and is
Waiting for Ammunition: and
Provisions and for the Country
to Dry.

(Correspondence of the Associated Press.)

ILOILO, Nov. 13.—This island of
Panay, sister island to Negros and oth-
er of the Viscayan group, has for
months past been in insurgent hands.
To-day the American forces are taking
the aggressive for the first time, and
are moving out to caver and hold
more territory. Up to the present we
have possessed the half-burned town of
Iloilo, and nothing more.

The Twenty-sixth Regiment, under
Colonel Rice, arrived here two weeks
ago from the United States.

‘“We at home,” said officers of this
regiment, ‘“‘knew that our troops were
on Panay, but we had the impression
that they occupied the island; that the
important coast towns were at least
ours; that our possession was more
than nominal. Hence, we are sur-
prised to see the American forces actu-
ally besieged by the insurgents upon
three miles of land immediately sur-
rounding Iloilo.

‘“People in the United States may
have the same ideas as had -the officers
of the Twenty-sixth Regiment, and to
them it would be well to say that our
lines, up to the present, embrace the
suburbs of Jaro and Molo, both within
three miles of this port, and nothing
more. Insurgent trenches face us on
the north and west, and outpost firing
is to be heard at any time.

‘““With the coming of reinforcements
a battalion of the Nineteenth and the
Twenty-sixth Regiment entire, Gen-
eral Hughes, in the midst of a typhoon
that swept the country with driving
rain, flooded rice fields and made quag-
mires of the roads, an expedition com-
posed of the Eighteenth Regiment, un-
der Colonel Carpenter; the Second Bat-
talion of the Twenty-sixth Regiment;
two battalions of the Ninteenth; Light
Battery G of the Sixth Artillery, under
Captain Bridgeman, and Captain God-
ron’s mounted scouts from the Eight-
eenth Regiment, advanced into the en-
emy’s country. The battalion of' the
Twenty-sixth and the two battalions
of the Nineteenth constituted a pro-
visional regiment under Colonel: Rice,
while the First and Third Battalions
of the Twenty-sixth garrisoned Iloilo
and Jaro.

“The objective point of the expedition
was the supposed insurgent stronghold
at Santa Barbara, eight miles north
of Jaro, but as the direct road between

| these two points had been strongly en-

trenched the American forces made a
detour to the west in order to approach
Santa Barbara on its unprotected side.
Yesterday General Hughes had occu-
pied successively the villages of Oton,
Tigbaun and Gurmal on the coast and
west of Iloilo, likewise Cordoba, four
miles north of Tigbaun.

“Company C of the Twenty-sixth
Regiment had the only contact with
the insurgents on the first night out.
One of the men of the company, which
was under command of Lieutenant
Fales, was seriously wounded, two of
the enemy were found dead when the
trenches were captured and much am-
munition fell into our hands as a re-
sult of the brush. To-day General
Hughes’ column is resting in the four
towns mentioned, waiting for ammu-
nition and provisions to be conveyed to
it and also for the rains to stop and
the country to dry.

“The town of San Miguel, within
sight of Iloilo; Was partially fired by
the rebels when they thought our trops
were about to enter it.

“The town of Iloilo to-day presents a
woe-begone and dismantled appeararce.
A third of the place is in ruins and the
partial reconstruction of business
houses and the humbler dwellings of
the poor with debris from the confla-
gration on February 11th, reminds one
of the wreck after a Western cyclcne.”

AFFAIRS AT NEGROS.

General Smith is Rapidly Thinning
Out the Bandits.
(Correspondence of the Associated Press.)

BACOLA . (Island of Negros, Philip-
pine Islands), November 7.—Panay is
the shipping port for all products of
Negros. Negros Island was first gar-
risoned by the California Volunteers,
which regiment was replaced early in
July, 1898, by the Sixth United States
Infantry. Brigadier General Smith, for-
merly Colonel of the California’s, is
Military Governor of Negros, and since
last July affairs here have advanced
rapidly and well under his direction.
Last July the situation had two sides,
the military and the civil. The Sixth
Infantry had before it the duty of sup-
preSsing the interior mountain bandits,
as well as the scattering of the revo-
lutionary party, which was operating
under instructions from Aguinaldo in
Luzon. As to civil matters, General
Smith held in view the establishment
and maintenance of a civil and elective
government which would ultimately
serve to show the other revolting isl-
ands what good things would be en-
joyed under American rule. Negros
was selected as the most promising
field for this experiment.

Since July last these bandits, who
have held undisputed control over part
of this country for years, have encoun-
tered the Sixth Infantry and they are
not nearly as numerous as formerly
and consequently the profession has
lost much of its popularity and may be
considered to be upon its last legs. It
would be unwise to state in print just
how many of these marauders have
been killed By the Sixth—the number is
large, and there would surely be p€o-

| ple at home in ignorance of tne fact

that drastic and severe measures alone
can remedy this evil, and who conse-

'quently might raise an outcry against

WAMGNN RIVERS.

Chinook Winds and Heavy Rains
Cause Destructive Floods.

MINNEAPOLIS, Dec. 24.—A special
to the “Times’” from Tacoma, Wash.,
says: Heavy rains and deep snows in
the mountains, accompanied by Chi-
nook winds, have combined to send an
immense flood of water coursing down
Western Washington rivers. The
White, Stuck, Cowlitz, Chehalis, Ska-
git, Skohillis and Nooksack are over-
flowing the lowlands along their banks,
doing great damage.

The greatest trouble so far has oc-
curred in Nooksack Valley, where the
river yesterday rose two feet. 'The big
railroad bridge of the Bellingham Bay
and Columbia Railread at Everson, a
115 foot span, went out last night, to-
gether with several county bridges.
Seotions of Everson and other Nooksack
Valley towns have been cutting brush
and heaping stone for t{wenty-four
hours in an attempt to 3ave the remain-
ing bridges. The railroad is assisting
with work trains. Another county
bridge at Linden is washed out. The
Nooksack River has long been noted
for its sudden rises, but all records were
broken last night, when the water
gauge at Everson showed a hight of
nineéty-one feet. Many farms in the
Nooksack Valley are flooded apd con-
siderable stock has been lost. The
shingle mills on the south fork of the
Nooksack have been badly damaged by
the terrible flood which is pouring
through the mills. Many rafts with
shingle bolts were carried into Puget
Sound and lost. At Deming all the fam-
ilies on the water front were compelled
to move and water covers the floors of
business houses. Similar results have
followed floods in the Cowlitz and Ska-
git Valleys. Thousands of acres of the
finest farming lands in Stuck Valley
are under water.

THE AMALFI LANDSLIDE.

Twelve Persons Were Killed and a
Number Wounded.

ROME, Dec. 24.—Dispatches from
Amalfi, the popular tourist resort on
the Gulf of Salerno, where the land-
slide occurred on Friday, say that
twenty-one persons are known to have
been killed; that at least fifteen others
were injured, and that many are unac-
counted for.

Among those killed were Miss Weir,
a daughter of James Galloway Weir,
member of the British House of Com-
mons for Ross and Cromarty, and her
governess. They had escaped, but re-
turning for their valuables, were killed
together. ERL TR |

FENIAN ORGANIZATION.

Pro-Boer Agitation May Make It
Active Again.

OMAHA, Dec. 24.—The “Bee” will
say to-morrow. There is something
more than a likelihood that the pro-
Boer agitation, now so general through-
out the United States, will lead to the
resuscitation of the once celébrated or-
ganization among  Irish-Americans
known as the Fenians, which planned
and executed an invasion of Canada
in 1866.

Conferences with a numberfof Irish-
Americans who pretend at least that
they knew nothing of the movement,
disclosed the fact that the conviction
is quite general among them that there
should be an organization effected
among them which could make its ex-
istence effective, if only by a threat
of repeating the Fenian invasion of
1866, as it would deter the British
from sending any more troops to
Africa.

DEFUNCT GLOBE BANK.

———

BANK EXAMINER WING MAKES
HIS STATEMENT.

Tells of Cole’s Indebtedness and the
Efforts Made by the Directors
to Save the Bank.

BOSTON, Dec. ‘24.—National Bank
Examiner D. .G. Wing, temporary re-
ceiver of the Globe National Bank, gave
out a statement to-night, in which h2
says that in the course of his regular
examination of the bank’s affairs, Sep-
tember 19th, he found $600,000 of the
Globe checks outstanding which did not
appear upon the books. President
Chagrles N. Cole admitted this to be his
personal loan. Feeling that to close the
bank at that time would cause dire
results, - Mr. Bigelow, the only director
within reach, Mr. Cole and Mr. Wing
went to Washington and laid the mat-
ter before Camptrolier Dawes. Mr.
Wing then said:

“Mr. Bigelow agreed to personaily
guarantee that Cole’s shortage should
be made good at once, Cole having
turned over certain securities to him,
and Messrs. Clark and Coolidge assist-
ing in gauaranteeing Mr. Bigelow.

The Comptrolier of the Currency di-
rected that Mr. Cole should resign at
once as President; that the whole mat-
ter should be laid before the directors,
and that I should at the proper time
report the facts to the District Attor-
ney. At this time Messrs. Coolidge and
Clark were each borrowing not more
than $100,000 of the bank, with plenty
of security, and each had about $75,000
cash on deposit. Mr. Bigelow owed
not more than that, and had more than
enough on deposit to pay his loan.

“On the following Monday Coolidge
and Clark gave Cole $80,000, Cole added
$120,000 of his own money and repaid
$200,000 of the $600,000. The balance,
$400,000, was repaid in three days by
the sale of Cole’s securities, a part be-
ing bought by Coolidge and Clark
through their respective brokers.

“Phe bank’s assets were thus bet-
tered by $600,000 in cash. About a
month later the facts so far as known
were laid before the full Board of Di-
rectors, and further investigation
showed that there was $300,000 more
of checks outstanding not on the books,
and that the indebtedness of the Loveil
Arms Company was really much in ex-
cess of the amount shown by the books,
and that Mr. Cole was himself person-
ally the holder of nearly $500,000 of
the Lovell papes

“There was also found an ap ent
overdraft of . Squires’ amounting to
$525,000 in addition to their regular
loan, which itself was in excess of the
$100,000. limit.

1500,000. These securities wexe not in
ithe bank when I examined it, but were
put up later by Mr. Cole to secure his
indebtedness.

“I make this statement at this time
to correct the various rumors now in
circulation as to the failure of the Globhe
Bank.

“In justice to Mr. Bigelow it may be
stated that on September 19th he was
the largest individual depoa:tor in the
bank; he also was the largest when the
bank closed its doors.”

BOSTON, Dec. 24.—An official of the
Globe Bank, when shown Receiver
Wing’'s statement to-night, said:

“Matters are progressing smoothly
with us, and I think we shall open our
doors again next we2k. A new Board
of Directors will he appointed and the
former stockhoiders have been given
options on the stock.”

There was a very large audience in
the Clunie Opera-house last night.

J. T. Baker is the leadling low
comedian, and in Dutch dialect is very
good. He is versatile and has more
marked ability than any others of the
company. There is a long olio of
specialties, two are weak, poor, tire-
some. In one sketch as an overgrown
country boy Baker did a really good
piece of character acting, exaggerated,
of course, but though the subject is
rude it is very well handled. The
opening ‘“travesty,’” so-called, is as well
named as if called anything else. It is
without head, body or tail, utter non-
sense and grossest knock-about tom-
foolery.

ORDINANCE NO. 519.

An Ordinance to “Prewent the
Spreading of Infectious or Con-
tagious Diseases by the Owners
or Employes of any Public Laun-
dry in the City - of Saeramento,
Making the Violation Thereof a
Misdemeanor and Fixing the Pen~
alty for Such Violation.

The Board of Trustees of the City
of Sacramento ordain as follows:
Section 1. It shall be unlawful
for any person or persons owning,
carrying om or condueting any
public laundry in the ecity of Sac-
ramento, to spray the clothing of
any person or persons, being laun-
dried therein, with water or other
filuids emitted from the mouth of
such person, owner or employe.
Section 2. No person or persons
engaged in carrying om or comn-
ducting, as owner or otherwise,
any public laundry in the city of
Sacramento, shall .fdr-it any per-
son having any imnfectiouns or con-
tagious disease, to lodge, sleep or
remain within or ut_o; the prem-
ises so used as a public laundry.
Section 3. Any person-violating
any provision of  this ordimance
shall be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and upon conviction
thereof shall be punished by a fine
of not less than twenty mor more
than one hundred dollars, or by
imprisonment in the City Jail of
not less than five nor more .than
one hundred days, or by both such
fine and imprisonment.
Section 4. This ordinance shall
take effect and beiim force from
and after its sage and approval.

ORDINANCE NO. 486.

An Ordinance Creating the Office of Milk,
Food and Market Inspector, and Fix=~
ing the Salary and Prescribing the
Duties Thereof.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. The office of Milk, Food and
Market Inspector in and for the City of
Sacramento, is hereb created; and it
shall be the duty of tf‘;e Board of Health
of the City of Sacramento, at the first
regular meeting next following the pass-
age of this ordinance, or as soon there-

ter as is practicable, to appoint a com-
petent and qualified person to fill said
office and to perform the duties thereof,
which. appoigtment shall be subject to
the approval and confirmation of the
Board of Trustees of said city.

Section 2. Such person shall be a quali-
fied elector of the City of Sacramento, and
a resident of said city for a period of at
least one year preceding his election, and
shall be of lawful age. He shall hold
office for the term of two years, and until
the election and qualification of his suc¢-
cessor. he salary of such officer shall
bé the sun} of One Hundred Dollars per
month, and shall be payable out of the
general fund of the City of Sacramento.

Section 8. The dutles of such officer shalk
be to enforce all ordinances now in ex-
istence, or that may hereafter be sed
by the Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento, in relation to milk and ‘its
sale, exchange, disposal or distribution;
to inspect markets, restaurants and hotela
and all other places where food is pre-
pared or offered for sale, and do all things
that may be required of him bg' tha
Board of Health of the City of Sacra-
mento, in relation to the health of said

city.

Section 4. The said officer shall have the
power of a police officer in reference to
the performance of his said duties.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take cf+
fect thirty days from and after its pass-

ORDINANCE NO. 488

To Prevent the Spilling of Sand, Dirt,
Loose Straw, Manrure or Garbage of
Any Kind From Vehicles Upon the
Streets and Alleys of Saciamento
City, and Providing a Punishment for
the Same, and Repealing Ordinance
Number Three Hundred and Sixty-

Nine.

, The Board of Trustees of the city of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. No person shall drive or
cause to be driven or used on any street
or alley within the limits of the city of
Sacramento, any wagon, cart or other ve-
hicle loaded with sand, dirt, loose straw,
manure, ashes, or garbage of any kind,
unless said wagon, cart or vehicle be pro-
vided with side and end boards, not less
than twenty (20) inches high, and shall
be loaded to a hight that will prevent any
material from spilling over the sides.

Section 2. Every person convicted of
violating any eof the rQ',\gslons of this
ordinance shall be punished by a fine of
not less than five dollars, nor more than
fifty dollars, and may be imprisoned in
the City Jail until the fine is satisfied in
the proportion of one day’s imprisonment
for every two doilars fine.

Section 3. Ordinance number three hun-
dred and sixty-nine, approved November
19, 1894, is hereby rerga ed.
