
fashioned; but are they useless because
of that? Let me call your attention to

a very important fact. Not an argu-
ment will be heard here to-day against
the ideas herein set forth that is not
based on a fact or a series of facts re-
called and recollected by memory, and
he who has the greatest power to recall
wUI have the weightiest weapon at his
command.

It is true that It is "out of date," but
Who says that facts true in the ages
long ago are none the less true to-day?

He would be rash, indeed, who would
deny the power of gravitation because
It is old, at the same time jumping from
the upper story of the "Call" building.

It is "behind the times." but who says
the times are right, that everything
new is an improvement, that the

"novel" is beneficial because of its in-
tancy? The law of thought, of growth,
of mental acquisition is eternal. The

assault against nature's laws is not
new, it is old, it is weak, it is foolish.
From the known to the unknown, from
the simple to the complex, from one to
one?plus, is the law of all real educa-
tion. It is more than a law, it is a
fundamental principle. Memory is the
royal stairway that leads to the higher
landings and we ascend Just so far as'
we mount her successive steps.

I am not unmindful of the logical
conclusion to be drawn from the prem-
ises here set forth.

I know that the plan logically fol-
lowed would bar our young men and
our young women from entering our
university as "accredited" students, but
I know this, too, that our universities
would be immeasureably stronger in
material and in power if the whole
scheme were abolished and the old fash-
ioned plan of examinations which show-
ed acquisition and power on the part

of the applicant were again adopted.
As a result of this system of promo-
tion, through "opportunity," our grades
and divisions and classes and forms are
filled with immature material, neither
fitted by accumulated fat nor by devel-
oped power. Graduation to such means
the shell minus the kernel. They re-
ceive little because their capacity is
small, and it is small because there is
no self enlargement.

They will add but little to the world
In the aggregate because the individual
stock is so small. If the law of hered-
ity holds, what must the future have
In store?

THE DISCUSSION.
Superintendent E. M. Cox of Santa

Rosa discussed the question of examina.
tions. He thought that some of the
questions sent out for examinations
were absurd; that the end sought was
to give the pupil power and general
knowledge, rather than to load him
down with facts. He contended that
the present system did not develop
leaders, but made them mediocre and
repressed. He thought we wanted a
plan of promotion which the pupil
could obtain by the acquiring of knowl-
edge. His ability to do the required
work should determine the time for pro-
motion. Even small towns should be
able to have this come every few
months. He read a number of statis-
tics from various cities to prove his
position. He said that for the past
three years the Santa Rosa schools
had promoted three times a year. He
advocated a system of promotion that
would take into account all that af-
fects a child's progress. All pupils
should be required to go over the same
ground, but not in the same time. The
interval of one year is too long and
an injustice to both bright and dull
pupils. The promotion of a pupil at
any time should depend on the judg-
ment of the teacher. There should be
no tendency to crowd promotions.

Superintendent Foshay noticed that
one important point developed by Su-
perintendent Crawford was the ac-
quisition of power. Superintendent Cox
called it the development of power. In
a few weeks 14,000 pupils would be
quietly promoted in Los Angeles with-
out friction or show. He thought that
no system of promotion will be devised
that will suit every one before the
millennium. While he agreed that writ-
ten examinations were essential, he did
not believe that promotions should be
made solely on them. The work of
grading them is wearing on the teach-
ers' vitality and caused many deaths
among pupils. We should educate our
boys and girls for knowledge and cit-
izenship. Character is more important
than learning. Let us teach pupils to
be manly and truthful and courageous.
Very few could probably say that they
had never cheated on examination and
the teacher could not feel like giving
one pupil 70 per cent, and another 99,
when she knew that the latter had
cheaten In order to obtain It. Our work
to-day should be to train up the pupils
to be men and women of integrity. God
grant that the teachers may do It. In
his department pupils are really pro-
moted every day, whenever they are
fit,, although there are stated times for
formal promotions. Good behavior and
growth should determine.

Superintendent C. L. McLane of Fres-
no said the object of our public school
system Is to fit the pupil for right liv-
ing; it is not to fit him to take a place
in Bociety. It is not the end of educa-
tion to prepare the individual for some-
thing in the future; it should have to
do with the present. No system of
marking or close supervision will make
up for lack of training in pedagogy in
the teacher. One might as well set up
a standard for physical station as for
mental station. The test for promotion
of the pupil should not be on what he
knows, but of what he does. The teach-
er should be the judge from day to
day.

He had made a comparison of the re-
sults In the schools of various counties

and found that the more elaborate the
course of study'the more complex were
the results. Let the teacher fill in the
course of study to fit the needs of her
class and the capabilities of the in-
dividual pupil. Give the teacher a free
hand and let her assume the responsi-
bility. Th* teacher in the class above
wants power rather than what the
pupil knows. The teacher sometimes
fails because he is not in harmony with
th* pupil's present thoughts. He did
not advocate the abolition of fre-
quent examinations and reviews. They
are valuable aids. But he was opposed
to making them the test of promotions.

Mr. Long of Alameda thought it
would be evident that there was not as
large a difference of opinion as would
appear. The difference, he thought,
was more on certain points than on
the whole. He agreed .with Superin-
tendent Crawford that written examina-
tions were necessary and productive
of much good. There are other ele-
ments than the merely intellectual ones
that we must build bis education on.
The problem for consideration is: bow
shall we plan for the largest good?
keeping the course of study-and a def-
inite system, but still keeping in mind
the nature of the child and his mental
progress. In promoting the child we
must take into consideration not only
the fact that he has attained certain
facts on which to build, but also the
power to acquire subsequent facts. It
seemed to him that if the child had
power, it could be promoted safely. It
would be better to rely on the authority
of the teacher, throwing all the respon.
sibility upon her. He knew that objec-
tions were made to this, and possible
Prejudice was alleged, but he thought
the principal, when a child failed of pro-
motion.should ascertain the reasons. He
felt that each one had placed a nar-
row value on the importance of this dis-
cussion. If the question had been on
advancement of the child instead of
promotion it would have been more
nearly what was intended.

Superintendent Crawford said he hadnever been afraid of a man of straw
and men of straw have been set up this
afternoon and pounded to a finish. He
had not changed his opinion in favor of
examinations. The record of the
Pupil is in the teachers' hjands. if
they were not examined oftel and tbework of examination crowded into thepast two weeks, it is the teacher's
fault. Pupils who are fit for examina-tion are never afraid of it and teach-ers whose classes are ready are not op-
posed to It. Written examinations are
only a test of what the pupil knows.

Mr. McLane «aid he did not think
he and Superintendent Crawford were
very far apart, as he did not claim
that examination should be the final
test for promotion. /*\u25a0

Mr. Heaton said the complete mas-
tery of a thought includes the power
to express that thought, either in oral
or written language. It had been
urged that the teacher should have the
responsibility. He held that the Su-
perintendent or Principal should havea share of the responsibility and backup his teachers. He believed that
some test should be made and kept of
the pupil's ability, if only for the pro-
tection of the teachers.

Superintendent MeClymonds was op-
posed to written examinations on ques-
tions prepared and sent in by the Su-
perintendent or some one else for the
pupils to answer, unless they were pre-
pared for the purpose of finding out
whether th« teacher is carrying out
the line of work under his instructions.
A written examination for promotion
should be made by the teacher. Thepoint to determine is not whether the
pupils are ready to promote, but
whether it is better to promote them
with some deficiencies to make up than
to keep them In the lower grade for
six months.

COMMITTEE REPORTS.
The report of the committee appoint-

ed upon the curricula of high schools
and normal schools in relation to the
university made its report, which was
received and accepted.

The report was to the effect that as
the normal school is partly professional
and tends toward requiring graduation
from a high school as a condition of
admission and many technical schools
present technical features of a voca-
tional nature, while the ordinary high
school is mainly devoted to the prepa-
ration for intelligent citizenship, the
questions relating to it should be sep-
arated; that the function of the high
school is peculiar to itself and that the
university should give credit for all
work in the high school that make
for intelligent citizenship. In other
particulars the committee reported
progress and asked for power to fill
all vacancies In Its membership.

The report was adopted.
H. M. Bland, for the Department of

School Administration, reported a
unanimous indorsement of PresidentBurk's plan for a commission to re-
vise the State school law; a unanimousindorsement of Superintendent Fur-long's plan for certification of teachers-a full discussion of the important sub-
jects of "School Supervision" and "Pro-
motions, Grading and Examinations"
and the appointment of two sub-com-
mittees with C. W. Childs and Joseph
O'Connor as Chairmen, to make formalreports on these subjects at the next
meeting; a provision for appointment
of a committee on school law, to con-
sist of eleven members of the associ-
ation, and a provision to place all datacollected in the department at the dis-posal of the commission provided forby President Burk's address.

The report was adopted.
The committee appointed to reportto the association on the proposition

made in President Burk's address re-ported through C. C. VanLlew, itsChairman, In favor of the plan, andthe report was accepted.
John Swett, for the Committee onResolutions, reported as follows-
Resolved. That the State Constitu-tion should be amended so that thehigh school may secure a fair pro rataof the school moneys derived from theState school tax.
Resolved, That the members of the

State Teachers' Association hereby ex-press their cordial thanks to the Stateofficer!, for allowing the use of the State
Capitol for assembly purposes; to thacitizens of Sacramento for their Inter-
est in the association; to the Sacra-mento teachers for their pleasant even-
ing receptions; to the Sacramentopress for publishing, in full, Important
papers and addresses relating to vital
educational questions, and to the re-
tiring President of the association for
his sound common sense in outlining
a program of papers and discussions
which includes most of the educational
issues and problems which are crowd-
ed upon public attention at the open-
ing of the twentieth century.

The report was adopted, and the as-
sociation adjourned.

WATURE STUDY.

Interesting Papers and Exhibits in
That Department.

There was a large attendance in the
Department of Nature Htudy, where Dr.
O. P. Jenkins of Stanford was Presi-

dent and Miss Alice M. Gates Secre-
tary.

The opening paper was by G. L.
Leslie of the San Francisco Normal
School, on "What Can the Normal
Schools Do for the Teaching at Nature
Study?"

The normal school, he said, could
train teachers so as to make the most
of the advantages they enjoy and to

teach along definite lines?excursions
Into the country to come into contact
with nature in her curious forms;
teaching the use of the saw and ham-
mer and soldering-iron, in order that
many things may be made for the re-
ception of the treasures; little gather-
ings for microscopic study, a subject of
ever Increasing interest to the children;

the interesting of parents in the work,

which often results in making them
enthusiastic allies. A certain percent-
age of normal school students, he held,
should be especially fitted in nature
study, those being selected who were
best adapted to it/ Another thing that
Should be done is to enlist the interest
of teachers already in the field. The
