The Drunk's Progress.
London Medical Journal.

When alchol is Introduced Into the
stomach in the ordinary way, It near-

ly all pa-s- es through the liver. Un-

diluted spirits are much moio injuri-
ous than when mixed with water, and
produce greater irritation. Alcohol
consumed as wine or beer is far less
destructive than when taken in the
form of ardent spirits A hot climate
intensifies all the vicious effects of
alcohol.

Tho svmptoms of cirrhosis of thc
liver are in the early stages are often
obscure, but later they are sufliolently
well marked. At first the liver
gets slightly enlarged, and the
patient suffers from pain in the right
side, indigestion, wind and costive
bowels.

He is occasionally feverish, his
skin is hot and dry and he has a pecu-
liar, unhealthy, sallow look which
he probably foils to notice, but which
is sufficiently obvious to his friends.
The necessity of making a change in
his habits is forced upon his attention
and for a week or two is under the
doctor's orders, and, not feeling able
to driuk any more, he consents to fol-

low a restricted diet and to take a
course of purgatives.

Soon the most prominent symptoms
are relieved, he fancies himself well
again an.d quickly returns to his old
habits. Gradually, however, he no-

tices that he is getting thinner and
weaker, and occasionally he has a
good deal ot pain in the side. He is
nervous and out of sorts. He has no
longer the pluck he used to have; first
Ins" friends notice it, and then he
gradually becomes aware of It him-
self.

He fluds that he is not " fit for bus-
iness," and he is afraid to sec people.
The patient has occasionally attacks
of diarrhoea, his appetite fails, and
the emaciation and debility increase.
He tries all kinds of treatment, but
never sticks to one long at a time.
He consults everyono of any note in
London, but derives little if any ben- -
eui irom ttieir auvice. lie wouid give
up the drink if he could, but he can
not. His self reliance is gone, the
alcohol has stolen away his will, und
he is utterly incapable of giving up
tuc uuugeiuus mscinttiion.

He will Uke an oath to-da-y that he
will never touch another drop of
spirit, but will probably break it to-
morrow. Sometimes be wishes that
some one would lock him up in an
asylum, or that by some chance or
oilier he could have six months' im-
prisonment, but he never feels able to
put himself under restraint. After a
lime the liver gels smaller, nnd this,
instead of being a good sin, is a bad
one, lor it is contracting.

He would williugly consent to
knock off drink now, but it is too
late; the mischief is done, the li?er is
in a state of cirrhosis, nua no medi-
cine can restore it to its natural con
dition.

Is there any remedy for this hor-
rible complaint? Yes, one teulotul-iso- t;

absolute from alco-
holic liquors of all kinds. This rem
edy must be applied early. If he
waits until bi3 liver has undergone a
serious organic change it is too lute.
JNo halt-measur- es will sufilee; he
must give up driuk of all kinds. If
he dots this he will recover; but it he
'oes on iu his old plun an early and
painful death is the inevitable conse
quence.

Tree in Cities,
An interesting paper has been re

cently read by Dr. Phene, at Ldm--
ou thc benefits to be derived

liom planting trees iu cities. Among
the beneuciul results to be attained
are, ho stutud, the relict to the optic
nerve through the eye resting on ob
jects of u green color. J ust that whicn
is aliectea by the use ot green ur biuu

lasses ln strengthening und sustain
ing tbe power ot sight, is attained, or
at uny rate, much uided, by the pres-
ence of gieeu iu natuie; and iu sueels
the only method to procure this result
is by planting trees. It was pointed
out by the author that whenever op
portunity exists nature provides green
und blue (thu latter being the same
color minus the presence of yellow).
uud that us the absence of color pro
duces snow blindness, and in tropical
calms, where the ocean presents a
white reflected light from a uniform
glassy surface, reduced optical power
soon follows a long continuance of
thu absence of blue color, which it
becomes immediately on motion ot
the waves.

So in the streets, to the occupants of
houses having a northern aspect, thc
glare of the reflected light in injuri-riou- s;

but thc ellect would be much
iioditied by the coolness of the eye
produced by the green of trees. In
ancient surgery, persons having weak
or declining sight were advised to
look ut the emerald. In the old style
of building, the streets being narrow,
were both cooler, from the sun not
being able to-- penetrate them with
direct rays, and le-- s subject to noxi-
ous exhalations from the scouring and
purifying cll'ects of the searching air
to which the narrow streets were sub
ject, so that while there wus no space.
tor trees there was also less necessity
Vide streets, on the contrary, are hot-

ter, uud require the shade of trees to
cool them; and, as in the case o
London, which has so lar done with-
out trees in its streets, it wus pointed
out that not only are modern streets
cotnpuborily wide, but that the enor-
mous increase in metropolitan build-i- n.

s renders every sanitary question
one ot importance; and the chemical
properties of trees as shown by experi-
ments give them au importaut stand-
ing, irrespective of ornament or the
pleasure they produce. Some of Dr.
Pheuc's experiments on this subject
have extended over a period of thirty

ears, and he it wna who first tried the I

planting ol trees in the streets of Lon
don, mucu the reading of a former
paper by him at Manchester, wherein
thu importance of the subject was
pointed out, a number of streets in
wealthy lounlities have been planted,
and even Trafalgar square, in the
heart of the metropolis.
