In explanation of the last enquiry we
we will say that our correspondent sentj
us a disatoh by mail which had been
prepared and approved for wirinp, which
bore upon its back tho endorsement of
an inquisitor general. That report went
pnto tho "hook" and we were nuablo to
find it, therefore we telegraphed for in- ¬

formation. Our correspondent replied as
follows:

"CoL Smith, Eighth Infantry, inspect- ¬

ed dispatches while I was at Thomas."
Now the question arises: by whose or- ¬

ders did Col Smith, a regular military
officer, assume to approve or disapprove
of dispatches proparod to send to this
paper?

On one
occasion, about p. m, tuey cnargeu
down upon .Bernard s line, nnng several
volleys, and approaching witliin ten feet
of the men.
