Old Arizonans will remember that
some time about the year 1531, a num- ¬

ber of camels were brought to this sec- ¬

tion by a government exploring party;
not being fitted for this country ard be- ¬

coming unmanageable they were set
adrift, to follow their own pleasure on
the burning sands of Arizona's deserts.

There are a large
numbor still'in that vicinity, but it is
thought that the efforts now being made
will result in their speedy cipture.

Sonara Mines.

Mr. R. C. Jacobs returned last Tues- ¬

day from a trip through the various
mining sections of Sonora. The first
place he visited was at San Juan, where
the mines of which C. II. Ilolbrook is
Superintendent are situated. The group
consists of five mines, among which
are tho Puertecitos, Barrenos, El Cum- -

bre. At presout work is going on only
on tho Puertecitos. They are running a
two-stam- p mill, capable of crushing
about five tons of ore in a run ot twenty- -
four hours. Lately the mill has been
open only during the day As an
evidence of tho richness of the mines.
.Mr. Jacobs states that with this limited
capacity they have nevertheless taken
out about 37,000 in five weeks.

In the same vicinity are located the
Mina Grande, Sombretillo and La Vecina
mines, owned respectively by captain
Barker, Curtis Sc Co., The Sombretillo
Mining Company, of which Mr. Cun- ¬

ningham is Superintendent, and Mr.
Oscar Buckalew, of Tucson. AH these
mines are being actively worked, and
thus far present a most encouragiug
showing. The indications of this section
all point to a lively, flourishing camp in
the near future.

Mr. Jacobs next went to tho mining
district of San Miguel, situated about
forty miles from Herinosillo. He visited
nearly alt the mines in this district, but
as few of the mines had been very ex- ¬

tensively developed, ho devoted himself
more particularly to an examination of
the Yeso or Gypsum mine, owned by
Griffith Sc Hardwick, which is a fully de- ¬

veloped property, having been steadily
worked for manv years. This is a vein
of three and a half to four feet of solid,
clean ore between tolid porphyry walls.
and is almost a perpendicular vein, it

is beeu worked for over a thousand
feet in length to depths varying from
thirty to one hundred aud fifty feet, the
latter being the deepest shaft. At this
point the vein was sampled ror twenty
odd feet in length, taking ore from wall
to wall in different places, nnd the aver- ¬

age assay obtained was S72 silver per
ton. Mr. Jacobs considers it one or the
most promising and best developed
properties that he observed during his
cxtensivo trip.

dence of the very rich mineral character
of the conntry.

Editoh Citizen: Having just returned
from a trip to Sonora I thought a few
lines about matters thero might be wel-

come. I found Magdalena a quaint old
Mexican town just waking up to the
possibilities that a railroad to doors
may bring. A wide and fertile valley.
well watered by tho Magdalena river,
gives evidences of great fertility by the
beautiful orange trees now loaded with
fine fruit I saw there for the first time
the date palm bearing fruit and below
the town quite large fields of sugar cane
and tho process of making "piriochs'
the crude manner of the natives was no- ¬

ticed.
The situation of the town, being sur-

rounded on three sides by high moan
tains, tho valley opening to the south

ive:i it an equable temperature, and
though, by tho level of the railroad sur-

veyors, found to bo 2,510 feet above the
sea nnd thus a little higher than Tucson,
the Summers aro cooler and Winters
milder than at tho latter place.

I found the officials very friendly and
seeming very willing to do all they
could to assist the enterprising visitors
to find out about the country and its re-¬

sources and also to secure good miniug
or other property.

As I went thero with somo misgivings
as to Mexican titles and Mexican ways
towards foreigners I wish to Bay that so
far as I could see they were quite un
founded, and I um of tho firm belief that
if Americans go there with a willingness
to abide by tho laws and do as they would
be done by, they will have no trouble.

On referring to the trouble lately had
m the Altar District I was told and 1

think by those well informed that the
trouble was hatched up by an outsider,
nd an American, who put up the .Mexi- ¬

cans to what wo would call a blackmail
operation.

As a number of parties inArizona had
told me much against operating in So- ¬

nora, I sought by inquiry to satisfy my-¬

self what was being done by Americans
both in the zone or twenty
leagues and below, nnd was much sur- ¬

prised to learn of the number of men
aud companies so working and amount
of money so invested.

For information of inquirers, like my--
seu, who may hesitate as i did about
going into Sonora, I will say that 1 hnd
there nre many good mines and pros- ¬

pects to be had in Sonora at very reason- ¬

able figures, and that while it is no
country for tho poor prospector, with no
money, it is a good country lor those
who have money enough to go on and
work tho propertv secured. For the
benefit of those who wish for moro de- ¬

tailed information as to experience
there, I noted down a number of men
and companies now at work to whom in-¬

quiry is directed.
