Few mines have had a more checkered
career than tho Sumiior nunc in Kern
county, California. Six years ago it
would not have been swapped for the
best mine in the State. A few years
later it was sold at BlieriiFa sale for the
paltry sum of $1G,000. Originally it was

the property of J. V. Jonos, who in im- ¬

provements and development, expendod
nearly one and one-four- th ot a
millions of dollars. The hoisting

ued when down at $100,000. two hoisting
euginu, two engines for lowering the
pnuipe and two dontey or roree pumps.

But the ore was of low
i'nl notwithstanding the immense
f.uantities to be met with on every level,
in every stope aud winze, to per ton
liardlv paid interest ou the princpal,
and the mine's account stood always on
the debit side of the book. Wages woro
reduced. The miners quit work
and threatened riot, but finally
went in nt the cut rate. In
another six months came a becond re- ¬

duction, not only of wages but in the
number of men imployed; nearly au ot
the discharged men coming to Arizona,
the others continued work at the reduced
rates. But the bullion vaults continued
empty and every blast seemed to open
new reservoirs of water, till the pumps
were no longer able to control the stead- ¬

ily increasing volume. Experts were
then sent to make special examination,
and they reported back that all tho ma- ¬

chinery in California could not pump the
Kern Hiver dry, and such a thing would
be necessary before the low grade ore
could be made to pay current oxpensos.
Without more ado J.l tied tiieuordian
knot in his purse-string- s. The pumps
were taken out and the water filled the
lower levels, and with tho exception of
a few men who were allowed to coyote
above water for pockets aud uunclies or
food ore the mine was virtually aban- ¬

doned, and later on at sheriff's sale was
sold to meet a debt or tne amount
nametl. Coyotcing still continued, tho
extracted ore being crushed on per cent--
age at the mill below. But now it is re-¬

liably stated that some lew momua
since a man blasting a bunch of ore from
the foot-wa- ll unexpectedly opened a
large bodv of high-grad- e rock that
worked $00 per ton.

in Antwerp for a voyage to Guaymas,
benco for Iquiquo and thence io South
Sea Islands. Captain Scott, who came
out to Montevcidioto take charge of her,
on his arrival here placed on his list of
stores the clothing and other wearing
apparel which, under the admiralty law
ot England, he is obliged to have on
board for a deep sea voyage. The Mexi- ¬

can laws of stores, etc., do not recognize
as ships' stores anything not us;d as
eatubles or for the repair ot ship, such
as cordage, etc The eagle-eye- d inspec- ¬

tor of ships" stores, in his judgment,
fouud that the Kate Irving, as an En- ¬

glish vessel, was attempting to smuggle,
and straightway ordered tho Beizuro of
the goods a3 liable to treble duties, etc
Capt Scott, being a plucky fellow, re- ¬

fused to have them sent off the sh.p; in- ¬

vited the officers to take them aud hoist-¬

ed tho English flag. The net result of
which was, that, althougkthe goods were
taken, they wero returned to him and
no single or double duties were deman-- d

el. Had he raised the American Hag
the result might have been difforcnt

Juan Estrada, one of the laborers of
the Sonora Railroad Company, was se-¬

Considerable feeling as regards the

mines of the Yaqui River has been felt
from the fact of tho ot

Francisco parties last June, and the bond
extended to December 28th. at which
time Mr. Harper was expected horo to
complete the payment and Santa Ger- ¬

mans has stopped considerable invest- ¬

ments naturally flowing to this part of
Souor.i; for. though it cannot be claimed
that it is better than any other, yet the
first developments of this part would
have given an impetus to the other
mines. But notwithstandingall this the
Bonnnzita Placer Mining Company have
made a start towards developing the au-¬

riferous deposits of that country. Some
fifty-eig- ht miles from Noria del A'alle, in
a southerly direction, exists one of the
be.t gold mines in Sonora. Being as
they are, placer mines, but little capital
is required for their opening, and as this
company is composed of some of tho
most industrious and wealthy men or
Guaymas tho future ot the enterprise is
secure, for with it will cause the devel- ¬

opment of tho placer mines of thcYaqui,
and onco these rich gold fields arc
epened to prospectors the enigma ot
laqui civilization and occupation or that
territory will bo finally settled. The
railroad has dune much to impress that
peoplo with good ideas of the Anglo--
Saxon race, nnd if those who como after
will treat theso workers of Sonora as
workmen should bo treated, tbo open
sesame is a surety. Having traveled all
over tho conntry of which I speak I can
say with duo and proper respect to his-¬

tory that one-ha- lf of its wealth and pro- ¬

ductiveness has not been told. Cajeme,
the head and front of tho tribo is still as
much as ever opposed to any settlement
of his country by Americans of any
stamp, but as he is old and passing away
it little matters what opinions he may- -

hold. Young Yaqui.as tho very lione and
sinew of the nation, may bo will accept
the situation and becomo the workmen
of those who desiro the development of
tlio country.

Mr. Sam Brnnnan, who is still here,
has so arranged his land affairs at the
Lapuol that the company or winch he
i the head will soon havo their engin- ¬

eers in the field surveying. Tlie lands
they have selected are somo miles
from here, near tho region of Sanisipi,
and between the Yaqui and
FuecLo rivers, the major portion being
table lands, and where tho pine and
cedar grow well and streams of water
are to be found.

Tlie last legislature has passed an act
to open up to denouncement the coal
lands of Sonora allowing only ono de-¬

nunciation or registry to n party, of five
hundred metres square on each sido of
discovery. Thin is quite an important
step, and will lead to tho discovery of
several veins, near tho head waters of
the laqui and bonora rivers, several
mines, such as tbo Barrancas, Rosaao
and Jesnitn, have been examined by
purchasing parties, and tho sale, with
consequent development, has failed
irom tuo want oi mis law.

Ho arrives
at the miue and the drst thing ho thinks
of is to provide for his personal comfort
He builds a bandsome resiuence, mr- -

nishes it in style, purchases a nice buggy
and a fine pair of horses, hires a foreman
nnd bookkeeper, and now he is ready for
busiuess. All this takes money, ami

most mining districts a good
deal of it. There may not bo ore enough
iu sight to keep n five-stam-p mill
running, but this kid-glov- fcuperin- -
tendent docs nothing by halves no littlo
prospecting trip for him. So ho goes to
work nnd puts up anywhere from twenty
to forty stamps. AVo know of one in- ¬

stance in which a very large mill has been
built at an enormous expense, and wo
have been repeatedly told by the miners
from the district that when the job wa
commenced not a pound of ore had evor
been seen in the mine in fact all the
mine there was consisted of a hole about
fifteen feet deep full of water. Of course
the mill is idle and likely to remain so.
There are mining operations goiug on
iii several places in this State under tho
direction of fancy Superintendents that
are standing jokes among tho miners of
the sections where they are being done.
Tho effect of this needless waste of
monev is to condemn mining as a legiti-¬

mate bnsiness at the centers of capital.
That thero have been a large number of
worthless mines sold in the East; tbat
millious of dollnrs havo been uselessly
expended, is not the fault of the mines;
but for the want of decent care in tlie
purchase and decent management after-¬

wards.

Dodge, April 7th., 1SS1, with six mem- ¬

bers, .to-wi- t: Rev. U. Gregory, 1). D.
Alice L. Gregory, his wife. E. S. Dodge
nnd Le'ia Dodge, Alice Samuel,
and Briggs Goodriclu At the same
meeting, a board of trustees were elected,
of the following persons, vis: C. M. IC
Panlison, Chas, 1). Postm, Benj. Good- ¬

rich. Edwin S. Dodge aud Rev. U. Greg-¬

ory, D. D. On the 12th., the first meet- ¬

ing of the trustees, convened at the
Residenco of tho pastor, to effect an
organization. C. M. K. Paulison was
chosen president of the Board, and
Benj. Goodrich, clerk. On the seventh
of May, a lot was purchased, by tho pas-¬

tor, for the erection of a church aud
parsonage ; of which 100 by 60 feet, on
Stone Avenue and Eighth street, waa
purchased of him, for church purposes.

Dr. Gregory having been invited to
sjwid so-- ie time, nt Tombsotone, to
perfect ..n of the church in
that city, the latter part ot April, accord-¬

ingly on tho 26th.,he met tho Baptists ot
Tombstone, and organized the Second
Baptist Church in southern Arizona, at
tho home of Brother Stillman Thomas,
with seven members. Ou the 10th. of
May. recognition services were held, in
tho Presbyterian Church, at Tucson.

Rev. J. AV. Osborn, of Nebraska.
preached before the Council at 11 a. m.,
and Rev. Dr. O. C AVheeler, moderator,
made tho evening address. J.AA'. Osborn,
was clerk of the Council.

Three members wero added to the
Church, by letter. Immediately after
the public recognition Berviees, steps
were taken by the Trustees toward the
erection of a Houso of AVorsliip. aud a
subscription book was opened for that
object: But before much had been
accomplished, the hot season was upon
us, and it was votod to suspend oper- ¬

ation until September or later. The
sickly season continued through Sep- ¬

tember, and it was uctooer before oper-¬

ations wero commenced for building.
