Fashion Saloon he met officers Johnson
and Roach, and learned the incipient
events of the trouble. It appears that
James Levy, who was considerably in- ¬

toxicated, had been playing faro at John
Murphy's game, and lost several bets.
He arose anprily from the table ami
threw the cases together in a contemp-¬

tuous manner with a remark that it was
a thieving game where a man could not
pick up a bet Mnrnhy was not present,
but was afterwards informed of what
Levy had said aud done. He found the
latterand wanted him to take it bark and
defied him to repeat it iu bis presence,
using boisterous and threatening lan- ¬

guage. Levy denied the accusation and
said that the man who told it
was a liar. One word brought oa
another and from a slight misnndei
standing the affair assumed tho shape
of an angry quarrel.in which each defied
the other to do his worst Marshal
Buttner and his officers talked to them
and somewhat mollified tho troubles.
Levy was very cool and collected, but
seemed to have very few friends in the
crowd, a circumstance that he apparent-
ly realized. He remarked that he knew
the law nud was not going to challenge
his adversary, but he was going to the
Mexican line and would fight across the
wagon track. He then borrowed S35 or
SMof Mat Redding, of tkcEl Dorado, and
deposited it at the Fashion to ayfora
team, which he then ordered by tele-¬

phone frum tho Lexington stables, to go
to Calabasas early tho next morning.
He info nied Murphy of what he had
done and with a couple of friends he
then left the saloon. Marshal Buttner
accompanied them across the Churc1
plaza and counseled Levy to go home
and sleep over the matter, it was all
talk and bad better bo dropped. Levy
replied that though it certainly was all
talk, yet he would start for Calabasas at
six o'clock the next morning. Ho would
go to sleep at once. Ho said ho was
broke but would borrow money to get a
team. One of his companions named
Duncan replied that ho would let him
have what monoy he wanted and urg d
him to go to bis room and sleep. An- ¬

other man then came up, and the party
started for Duncan's room at the corner
of McCormick street and Stone Avoune.
Marshal Buttner then repaired to the
telephone office and communicated the
facts to Sheriff Paul. He thought the
trouble was all over, but it would be
wise for tbe Sheriff t be on bund next
morning to intercept the jwrties should
they persist in their intention of fight
ing a duel.
