Pertinent Hints to t orrcponilenli.
Altar District, Juno 22, 1882.- -

want to give a few words of advice.
Xot to Arizona people, for that is

not at all necessary, but to others living
East who may read this letter.

It is to mail clerks and postmasters, I
intend these grains of wisdom.

I have no doubt that all of tbemjstud
ied geography when young very voung
perhaps, and, by constant practicje, aro
thoroughly acquainted with all of our
country and most of Europe, and, in
fact, know nioro of Tartary than they do
of Mexico.

For illustration and proof of iither
ignorance or carelessness, here is an in.

stance.
letter was mailed to me from the

Texas Capital November 13th last,
and came to me on the 10th of March,
bearing postmark of Austin and Browns- ¬

ville, Texas, Matamoras, Vera Cruz,
Mexico, Guadalajara, Mazatlan and
Guaymas, Mexico.

The letter had made a trip ot over
4000 miles, if by coming by Tucson
would have saved more than 3000 miles.

Tho poor lettor epistle camo to me
stamped almost to death; dirty, jolted
in the deligencia thousands of miles,
and, in truth completely played out.

There are two remedies I can think of
just now to avoid such mistakes.

One is to inform the postoffico folks
that all mail for the Pacific States of
Mexico should come via Tucson.

For Chihuahua via El Paso and for
the balance via. Galveston and Browns- ¬

ville, if the steamer touches there, but I
may not quite suro that it docs.

The other remedy is, for people to ad- ¬

dress their relatives and friends in
accordance with these instructions to
aid the mail agent where he may be in
doubt.

Some one may say my advice to send
all mail for Pacific States faulty.

I will prove I am right
Mail from Tucson reaches Guaymas

in leas than three days which will soon
be little more than one, and there are

y coasting steamers from
that point carrying tho mails to
Maiatlan and San Bios, other ports
south.

All mail thus sunt would reach Mazatlan
and Sail Bios iu particular, many days
before the Pacific Mail Steamers could
possible touch those points bearing
mail from same places and even dates.
