The dressing-gow- n of Voltaire,
made of a gay green grounded brocade,
was a relic at which I looked with con- ¬

siderable interest It shows how thin
and short and small waisted was the
figure of the great philosopher. Tho
lanrol wreath presented to him by tho
Comedie Francaise lay on its cushion
of crimson velvet close beside it. One
ot tho rooms in tho exhibition 13 devot- ¬

ed to the display of a fine Japanese
collection, including some ot the most
gorgeous secimen.s of embroidered
satin that tho Orient bos as yet offered
for admiration of the Western world.

Another l!ig Railway.
Santa Fa Xw Mexican.

The Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fc
is destined to be the greatest railroad
west ot tho Mississippi. Tho shrewd
business tact of tho management of this
mad will be apparent to oven the casual
observer ere another six months roll
around. A year ago not a spike had
been driven on the road to Chihuahua,
bnt this month the Mexican Central en- ¬

ters the city ot Chihuahua, 225 miles
south ot El Paso, and opens up for an
Atchisou "Long-haul- " the business of
a city ot 12,000 inhabitants, a city larger
in population than any upon the Atchi- ¬

son road, save Kansas City and Topeka.
Scarcely will the Mexican Central have
left Chihuahua in its rapid progress to- ¬

wards tho city of Mexico than the Sono- -
ra road, now but a day's stago ride from
the Arizona border, will join the Atchi- ¬

son at Calabasas, bringing with it a por-¬

tion of the Pacific Coast, Australian and
China traffic This new source ot busi- ¬

ness will have been opened only a few
weeks beforo the Atlantic and Pacific
Railroad will have passed the grand
canyons ot Colorado, and, joining an arm
ot the Southern Pacific, open np a new
route to San Francisco and San Diego.
These three great extensions of tho At
chison system, aggregating more than
1,000 miles of road which have not yet
reached a business of any consequence,
will, within the next "six months, be
completed to connection with paying
business, and lie sending that business
over tbe entire Atchison line through
three States to the Missouri river.

Concentration or Ore.
The Salt Lake Tribuno describes u

new process of using low-grad- e ores.
It says: Where galena ores are mixed
with quartz, and there is an abundant
supply ot water, tha ore can be cheaply
concentrated and brought up to sucn a
standard as will give a margin above
costs of hauling and working. The usual
plan with such ore is to run it through
jiggers, which get rid of the quartz
as waste, and save the valuable ore al-¬

most free from other substances such as
lessen its value. But in many localities
there is a difficulty iu getting a supply
of water to operate such jigs, and the--

cost of concentrating ores is too great
to give any profit to the miner. At the
Yosemite mine, Bingham, there are
thousands of tons of low grade ore,
such as is called black pyrites, beside
a large quanity of carbonates. As this
ore shows about 27 per cent lead, seven
or eight ounces of silver, and SI in gold
tbe balanco being pyrites ot iron and
black quartz gangue requiring roasting
and expensive process of reduction, it
is easily to be seen that it will not pay
to ship. But if the valuable part of this
ore cau bo conccnUteiL7aa t roduco
three or four tons into one, and th cost
of this concentration is not too great
there is money in doing it The specific
gravities of quartz being 2J, pyrite 5,
and gelena 7J5, it is. easy to separate
those three articles by using proper ma- ¬

chinery and plenty ot water. Theccm- -
mou plan for doing this isjwith a jigger
being simply a in
one of which is a plunger to agitate the
water, while the other has an outlet for
the water through sieves, over which
passes the ore to the concentrated. This
class of jigger does good work where tlie
ore is galena and quartz, except that it
requires much hard labor, and frequent
delays, while taking out the concentra- ¬

tions. Iho owners ot the Aosemite
mine found that such jiggers were not
what they should bo for handling the
pyrites ore of their mine, and they havo
lately devised and put ic operation a
jigger which embraces the same princi- ¬

ples of all the others, but is so arranged
as to work almost constantly without
interruption, and at the same time sc--
cun better results. The plunger com- ¬

partment has a hinged valve for tho
admission of water aud au opening on
the other side to let the water flow out
when forced by the plunger. Such an
arrangement makes simply a pump for
the pnrpose of giving an intermittent
flow through the machino instead of a
constant stream of water. As the wa- ¬

ter is forced out it passes through a
second compartment, thencenp through
a sieve, over wbicu is fed tne oie to be
operated upon. This ore reaches the
sieve through a hopper and spout The
sieve is placed ou a slant, so that the
or passes across it lengthways, during
which time it is agitntcd and washed by
the water being forced up at intervals.
Tho fine ore, called hutching, falls
through iho sieve aud passes into tho
plunger compartment, while the first
class ore goes out of another place and
falls to the bottom of the second com- ¬

partment or box, and the middlings
finds its place in the third box. while
tho pyrites goe out through the tail-¬

ings pipe. When the boxes get filled
with the good ore. a plug is drawn and
the wator washes the ore down upon

floor, ready to bo placed in bins for
drying and shipping.

Such a machino as we have attempted
to describe is capable ot concentrating
ten or twelve tons of crude ore per day.
and one man will be able to operate
from one to five such.

To estimate the value ot the operation
of concentrating ores e give the value
of each class. Crude ore carrying 27
per cent lead, eight ounces silver and
SI iu gold, is worthless for shipping.

hen concentrated it gives for every
three or four tons of crude one ton ot
good, carrying 75 per cent, lead, twenty--
one ounces silver and S3 in gold. Now
this product ot a heretofore useless
article is worth at preseut prices S44
when delivered at the smelters in the

ulley. Fonts production the company
are at the following expense: For min- ¬

ing and concentrating, $10; transpor- ¬

tation, S7.00; sampling and handling SI,
making a total cost ot $18.50. which
leaves a margin of $29.50 to the owners.
