IL .1. Brown, on Main street. They
were after the pounding of the alarm
bell, promptly ou hand and by a liberal
use of water succeeded in confining the
namm to that narticular building. For
a time it looked as though the whole

block must go and despite the exertions

of the firemen, such would undoubtedly
have been the case but ti.o clone prox.

mity of an abundance of water, which
lnckilv was in the recently laid mains
of the Tucson Company.

The origin of the fire is not definitely
known but it in sujijioted to have Ixen
from the bursting of a lamp which it
has been customary to burn the night
throngb. In the rear of the building
in the corral which was in joint use of
Mesnrn. Hrown and Cnen, the latter
bavuur the most extensive and saddlery
and harness house in Tucson, and which
adjoins the burnt building. Ihu corral
was full of bay and ktraw, such as used

the packing of crockery etc.
Whatever may be the beginning of the
fire it soon communicated iti-e- lf to the
debris in the corral and so settled the
fate of tiie store. Nothing was saved,
it being impossible tojeiiter the building
from either fciue.

a precautionary measure the goods
were removed to the btreet from .ur,
Cuen's store and also from the grocery
and commission house of M. G. lioca
in the same block and adjoining the
burnt store on the south, but fortunate
ly the fire was not permitted to extend
either way, so the only loss sustained
by them v through damage by water or
breakage, whu handling goods.

boot leather before they were allowed
to pass ou. The buildings are the prop,
erty of Leopoldo ( arrillo and are unin-
sured, the loss falling on himself.

It had been, he said, charged that
Granville H. Oury was a lazy man, bnt
he, "an humble individual," did not be-¬

lieve it, iaasmuch as uu acquaintance of
his, who had known Granville II. Oury
for the past thirty years, had seen him

rash an act was greeted with applause.

Who evidently did not expect much, as
he expressed surprise nt so many being
present, and modestly thought that the
nattering nllusions oi uuuge iiercioru
were unwarranti d and overdrawn.

Tho melancholy days, "when the
leaves begin to tarn," are hera and na- ¬

ture is rapidly doffing her gay emerabld
habiliments und replacing them with
brighter but more sombre robes. Tho
wind sighs in mournful nnsion and
old Sol has to some extent modified
his warmth-givin- g powers all of which
warns us of the nearness of
the end of the year 1SS2. Those of nn
who live "in the hills," nalika our
friends in the city, have no elections
and tho hurdy-gurd- y blare of n excit- ¬

ing political campaign to tell us of the
near approach of tho Ides of Novem- ¬

ber, but instead look npoa the fair
face of Nature for signs of passing
cycles. The wily bnt smiling candidate
does not visit the sylvan shades of the
foot-hill- s nor the rugged rocks of the
mountains consequently we rely upon
our patriotism alone to remind ua of
tho love and devotion we owe to our
country. And it is welL

In my opinion nature reserves Arizo- ¬

na's hharo of smiles till autumn for this
is certainly the most beautiful and en- ¬

joyable season of the year here. Clear,
bright days, a genial sunshine, beauti-¬

ful breezes and suuaets that rival tu
beauty and grandeur the famous Italian
article, bring health, joy and happiuess
to all. Tho lark and other sweet song- ¬

sters from the north come here in
autumn and assist nature in mingling
merry spring-tim-e and louely autumn
in one. bat a pleasant place would
these beautiful valleys and mountain
slopes be for those who have exhausted
nature and imriaired their health in
the dust, excitement, heat and glitter
ot our modern summer resorts, a
month of camp-lif-e "in the bills in
autumn would be worth a dozen sum
and wonld knocc dyspepsia and
mers nt Long Branch or Ryo Beach
other fashionable ailments higher than
Mr. Gildroy could fly n d

kite.
Mining matters are looking up here

and I predict that the Kansas camp
will before long develop into one of the
liveliest and best in this part ot the
Territory. The Barbocomari and Red
Oak aud Sonoit.i Mining Companies
have forty excellent claims and assays
show them to bo very rich both in gold
and silver. They have men here now
at work nnd will next week put to work
n large force and develop all their
interests as rapidly as possible. Until
Maj. Simpson and Mr. Puterbangh dis- ¬

covered rich deposits here, no claims
had been taken and prospectors rarely
came into these bills, but now there is
moro life here and prospectors and
"good chances, hunters aud aro com-¬

ing in daily. Tho mines are easy ot
access, convenient to the N. M. and A
R. R. and extend from the head of the
Sonoita into the foot hills of ranges of
mountains cast and south. The best
veins aro in limestono formations and
are to be found in low ridges and small
buttes. I understand that a number of
Tucson and eastern capitalists are en
deavoring to secure interests here aud
that tho erection of a mill near tho
Limestone Chief mine this winter is
among the probabilities.

The hills hereabouts aro alive with all
sorts of game and our larder is at all
times plentifully stocked with the
choicest selections. It would paralyze
the average editorial dyspeptic or gouty
barrister to gaze upon even an ordinary
meal in our pleasant little camp and
then such appetites as wo have alter a
ramble over bill and valley cannot be
imparted by the more conventional ar- ¬

ticle, Deers
are plentiful and fat and their sleek
pelts surround mo on all sides. In the
foot hills around us there are also plenty
of cinnamon and black bear, antelope,
turkeys, quails, ranmts, mountain or
rock squirrels and in fact tho choicest
game to be found anywhere. In the
collection there are also mountain lions,
m&n-oater- catamounts, panthers nnd
wild cats. But theie animals we do not
look for; wo bavn't lost any especially
the animal which the Mexicans call the
man-eate- r. That is the onlv namo for
him that is known but that is quite suf-
ficient and suggestive for me and I en
tertain ns little desirs to give him an
American name as I do to meet him.
Tho man-cat- is something like the
panther and is of the cat species. It has
a long body, very short, stubby lege, is
yellowish in color, has largo and fright
fully piercing yellow eyes aud is the
most muscular wild animal, perhnps, to
be found. His claws are as long as a
man's fingers and are as sharp as
needles. His teeth are very long and,
like his claws, very sharp and he springs
or leaps upon his victim eomi-tilin- after
the manner of a panther, but with much
more force and deadly effect. To meet
ono means fight, without any prelimi
panes and to light, means, nine times
out ot ten, a victory for tho man-eate- r.

I cherish no desire to meet one. The
bears here are also decidedly too belige
rant to bo desirable companions and
members of our party rarely go out
alono. When they do they generally
get up a little running match (just to
amuse the bear, of course!' and not un- -
frequently come into camp and wait till
next day to go back alter tho gun and
what other Bporting apparatus that one
has no use for in n no
rule running race. Eyen the panthers
nre not the most docile animal to be
found here, and I experieuceno yearuini:
in the catacombs of my bump of domes- ¬

ticity to secure one for a pet. They, too
occasionally, "have some fun with the
boys and can chango a rellows s gait
from the slow and measured tread of t lit
day laborer to the lleetnesiof tho wind
about as successfully and as quick as
most animals. I know whereof I speakl
I met one the other day, I did not rec- ¬

ognize him at first and I havo since ex- ¬

perienced no desire to have tho
acquaintance ripen into intimacy.
I was out iti tho foot hills
looking over some mines; had n small
pick, a canteen of water, some samples
of rock, several choice and beautiful
plants of the cactus family, a dainty lit- ¬

tle bouquet of ttild (lowers and a most
excellent lunch which I soon intended
to devour. I had entered a deep, rocky,
narrow canyon, a wild, weird and ro- ¬

mantic place n sort ot grand and ma- -
jestic tomb of tho silence of centuries
and was gazing in silent admiration up- ¬

on the solemn crnndeur around me,
when I espied far above me, peering in- ¬

tently down from a shelf ot rock, that
which I thought a deer or cayoto or
squirrel. I was not positive just which
of these animals it wis because the
natural history branch ot my education
was abbreviated bv the tumult of war
between the States. I thought I would
relieve the monotony of silence around
me, and mechanically reaching back to
my caboose pocket drew forth a i-

bre pistol. There were two loads in it,
and I calmly calculated on giving one
to the animal and reserving the other
for bandits and clifT--d welling robbers.
The distance was too great I knew, but
then the report would break the soli
tude and cheer me up. I bred, but 1

broke more solitude than I intended to
break. There was n scream somewhat
similar in symphony to that ot the cre- ¬

ation of a woman who discovers that
she is in bed with a mouse, and the
thonght that I had called up the wrong
passenger, with the unerring reverbera- ¬

tions of a southern Illinois chill, crept
over me. In vain did I vearn for peace.
silence and solitude, rr the arms of a
swarthy bandit to rush into. I had
been tho destroyer of mv own peace
and happiness, and shrunk from a fate
of my own creation. My chestnut
brown tresses stood on end, and each
partioular hair felt as though it would
weigh a ton. I didn't stop to eat my
lunch; I adjourned to camp for dinner,
and don't you forget it, I arrived there
very shortly after the third scream of
the animal died awav in the sombre
silence of the hills. My companions at
