I'lanth.1 de la Plata lilncs.
Mr. W. P. Nye, well known among

mining men as a skilled mechanic, ro
turned last evening from the Planchn
de la Plata mine, in Sonora, to which
place he had been for the purpose of
putting the prospect mill at that place
in repair. Tho mill in question is but
of two stamp capacity although the en
Sine anu oouer attached Lave power
for running double that amount Mr.
Nye states that from what ho could
learn while there tho mine has enough
ore in sight to run a twenty stamp mill
steadily for two years. Tho ore is mar- -
velously rich in horn silver. About
half n mile above tho mill a number of
Mexicans are taking out oro and reduc- ¬
ing it by arrastras. Tho oro after being
reduced to a pulp is then put into a
large vat and boiled for a given time, at
the expiration of which it is allowed to
settle and the water taken off. The
pulp when settled is taken out nnd the
Bilver separated from it by means of
washing it through a large wooden bowl
or in plain English "panning it out."
While there Mr. Nye saw six and a half
pounds of pure silver pnneded out of a
pile of pulp about three feet iu diameter
an;t two feet high.

Tne process in use for the handling
of the ores by the Mexicans at the placo
namud is of a most primitive character,
bars and shovels only being nsed in
mining. Tho arrastras as all mining men
well know are but a collection of large
stones so arranged as to form a basin in
which the ores are pulverized by the
dragging of other stoue3 over them,
mules, horses, oxen or donkeys being
tho power employed for that purpose.
The kettles or vats in which the pulp is
boiled, are made by the building to- ¬

gether of strong mesqnite branches in
the form required and then cementing
tbe sides exposed to the fire with a thick
coating of clay. For tbo panning out
process a largo wooden bowl known as
tbe "batca" is used. Crudo as their
means of working may be the result is
laid to reimburse them largely for their
labor.

Slone Forest.
Stone- forests are in many parts of

tbe world. A number 'of stony trees
bave been recently received at the
Smithsonian Institute from tbo west
In many cases they aro hardened by tho
peculiar atmosphere as they stand, and
in others they aro buried, tbe parts be- ¬

ing replacud by mineral matter, lhe
Little- Colorado River in Arizona has
long been a famous locality for such
finds. At one place more than 1,500
cords of trunks und sections ot logs
wero found by Government surveyors.
Most of them were silicitied. Many are

feot or more in diameter and from 20
to 70 feet in height The greater part
of them havo probably been covered in
the marl that originally was j.iwu
tc-e-t thick. Somo ot the trees are
changed to jasper, assuming numer-¬

ous lines, while others resemble opal,
and, when broken open, tho core is often
found lined with crystals of the most
beautiful tints. Louisiauuand Ohio nro
noted localities for fossil trees. In the
former State several years ago, in turn- ¬

ing up the ground an ancient forest
layer was unearthed, and in succession
two others below it; nnd scientists judge,
from tbo size of the trees, that from tho
timo of tho first layer to the last 50,000
years must have elapsed. In tho re- ¬

mains ot the glacial dnft in Ohio old
forests are of ten discovered. Some have
been buried beneath the water by the
sinking ot the land. Some ot tho Ohio
trees are not entirely changed into
stone, being yet soft, while others are
found in all stages from rock to torous
spongo matter. Now York Sun.
