WHAT A FASSEXGEU SATS.

Mr. Porter Ashe, who with his bride
aud her maid, jso marvelously escaped
from the Los Angeles sleeper with their
live', iu au interview in regard to the
ucui'l nt, said:

We were occupying tbe drawing--
room of tho sleeper; I had gotten up aud
taken my overcoat aud pat it oer us for
cover. While lyiug there awake I no- ¬

ticed thut the train was swaying und go- ¬

ing very fust. I put my arm under my
wife's head, and grasped the window- -
sill nithmy disengaged bund. I thought
we were going aroQtd r. enrve by the
wuy the car swayed. This swaying
lusted three or four minutes, when the
crash came. Tho next thing 1 knew my
wife und I were iu a pile ot broken tim
ber, underneath which was our maid.
Above u were tho car windows direetly
oeriieud. We remained there quiet for
awlnle, it seemed, removing tue debris
from our maid aud tinully got ber out.
I then broke a paue of glass in one of
the windows overbtad. I he smoKo was
stiniog. and just coming into the car. I
climbed out through the window and
pulled my wife o.it and tho maid. I got
out two blankets and n mattress, and
could get nothing more on account of
tbe density of smoke preventing me.
had on au undershirt. I started to
walk along the car to get to the ground,
und beard n voice liolow calling for help
I react ed down got hold of a pair of
bauds, aud pulled un out of the tire nnd
smoke, the person of Gov. Downey, who
was neatly suffocated. I got him on
top of the coach and moved along, when
uy wife fell through ono of the windows
i.own into tbo coach again. Ihe cinder
smoke was very bad, and I just got her
out in lime. We then oil jumped to the
ground. I then met one of Captain

ntei nouses mtle cmldren running
ar und in her uigbtclotbes, and took
charge of her. I gave one blanket to
the maid, as she was without clothing.
Io avoid the Are we went down tha can- ¬

yon a quarter of a mile. Gov. Downey,
ijiiv. i aEsei, w nterliuiise s child, mi
wile at d self all shielded ourcolves tho
beu wo could from tho cold under one
blanket. Xhi-r- was great confusion
and iutense suflVring and cries for "God
to help." Those that weie saved were
busy carrying out tho dead and wounded.
There w:ih a very cold wind blnwiug
violently. hen tlioenginefrom Tehach
epi came we all walked barefooted un the
rocks about a quarter of a mile to the
train aud were theu taken toTchach- -
obi.

Tho railroad officials acted nobly, were
courteous to tue tadiea, nnd did all in
tlieir jiower to reueve suffering. Espe-
cially t wish to return thanks to Super
inteudunt I'rtigh nud to the flagmen nnd
Conductor lued. .My opinion in thai
the accident lesnlted from gross caro
lossness nud criminal negligence on the
part of some oue uhnso duty it is to set
the brakes and seo that all was right
when the train reached the summit.

Mr. Stockman further adds: "Tbe
horse thieves and cutthroats bring the
stolen horses to Arizona aud sell them,
and when they return steal horses oi
mules in Arizona and sell them in
Soi ora."

If Mr. Stockman would know th
laws of Souora iu the present case, and
the impossibility of selling in that State
stolen horses or mules, I believe he
would not have modesuch erroneous as-¬

sertions, inasmuch as he ought to know
that in Sonora no nnimal can be Mild
out of the control of the law nor without
previous proofs of tho legitimacy of the
property.
