ress. From tbo statement madeby Miss
Rennix after tha shooting, it appears
there had been very intimato relations
existing between herself and Sanchez
for tho past nine months. She stated
that Sanchez was her husband or was
shortly to be. Sanchez, it appears, was
very jealous, and to that fact alono the
tragedy is attributed. Last evening
Sanchez entered tho saloon whore tlie
girl was employed and said to her. "I
want you to leave this place." She said
"all right, but give mo ttmo to get m
clothes.'-

- She started to the back end of
the saloon to get hercloak when Sanchez
drew a pistol and commenced to
shoot at her. She cried out, "oh, don't
shoot me." The first shot took effect
in her left band, tho second shot struck
the girl in the back and ranging for- ¬

ward, camo out at tbo breast. Just as
Sanchez fired the third shot, she foil to
the floor and the ball missed her arm.
Tbe toaiWpr who bad witnessed tbe
shooting, shouted to Sanchrn "stop tbat
tiring," but the latter paid no bml to
the command, and turning the smoking
muzzle against his left breast he fired
the fourth shot. Tbe ball passed
directly through his heart killing him
instantly. Tbe girl was removed to tho
receiving hospital where she now lies in
a very critical condition. Tbe wounds
are not necessarily fatal, but are re-¬

garded very serious. Nothing is known
of tbe antecedents ot Sanchez.
