Iho Slory of III. Capture a Uflatco by
Xlttfrtlvr 'nrr!.

As the subject ot the fallowing sketch
is a well known character in this city
and Territory, and as eflbrts nro now
being made here ia his behalf, the story
of his capture will be read with interest
It was related by Detective Xorrii to a
representative of the Cheyonne Leader:

Los Angeles, who detailed a deputy
named George Gard to look up the
murderer. Gard boon found bim and
trapped him iju the Sueri!Ta oliice,
where be was c lufrouted with the de
ecription and was placed iincl;r lock and
Key. After telegraphing to Ohio for a
requisition ou tho State of California, I
left Deming for Los Angeles, where my
bird w-- i safely caged. Houck has many
wrai friends among the gamnlers of the
Pacific coU!--t. Some ot theci rame down
from S in Francisco and others from
other points to see if they could help
him in any wsy. It looked for a time as
it we would have trouble in getting hiui
to San Franeibco after the writ ot
liabeas corpus was issued, but Sheriff
Unrrier anil three of his deputies goi
inm into a baegsge car, where the
fortified themselves with revolvers aud
rifles, and brought him thro-ig- safely.

Accordingly, he
called on the Uuion Pacific for n traiu,
and he ran through Laramie and Chey-
enne without making n stop. Deputy
Sheriff liosfoid and Marshal Carr were
at the railroad jard on the arrival of
Xo. 4, ami inquired for the prisoner.
When told that lie had gone through by
a apeciat train, they remarked that they
merely wished to see Xorris socially,
and hud no idea of taking away bis
prisoner.

Valuable Copper Mine.".

ItcwARD Mixc, AprilS. 1SS3.

Editor Ciiizcn; I visited yesterday a
copper camp of which I have heard
n great deal of late. I refer to the
Welshman and Copperosity, two miues
located about fivo miles sonthwest of
Ibis place. I expected to find some- ¬

thing sufiisient, both in devel-ipmci- t

and value, to repay me for my troubl
and I was not disappointed, as this is
the largest and best showing of copper
ore ou the same vein, which appears to
ba u lime and porphyry contact. On the
Welshman the greater portion ot tho
work his bieu doae, a 19 fjot shaft hav-¬

ing been sunk perpendiculurly. At 20
feet a crosscut has tieea run, exjiosing 12
feet ot red oxide, carbonato and op;ier
glance ore, and og du at the botto n, n
55 foot crosscut towards tho hanging
wall it shows 23 feet of this same ore
solid, with ore still in the face of the
crosscut and no signs ot the wall jet.
Certificates of assay from different
well known osiayers, sach as Professor
Bickard of Tucson, and Reuueily f
Globe, were shown m'--

, ranging nil the
way from 21 to 75 per cent iu copper,
and indeed an assajcr'e certificate is
scarcely necessary, as one can see at a
glance" that the ore is very rich in cop
per and of n good character for smelt-
ing, the lode carrying a ljro amount ot
irou for fluxing.
