ARIZONA WELKLY
ARTESIAN WELLS.

The Denver Tribhno of a rocout date
ha a Ions article on artesian wells in
Denver, where they have thirty-eig-

flowing wells with estimated oaixicities
oi irom-iu,ui- 10 ;juu,uw gallons per
day each, and with an estimated total
flow of 4,100,000 gallons in twenty-fou- r
hours. The Tribune discusses ths prob
ability of reclaiming the arid lands of
eastern Colorado by a system of irrign
tHW from artesian water. "The first
effort to obtain artesian water in the
west was made by the government in
1855, when the expedition under the
command of Captain Pope was sent ont
to the Llano Estacudo, near the borders
of Texa3 and New Mexico. The first
well was sunk at a point fifteen miles
due east of the river Pocos on the third
parallel of latitude At a depth of 960
feet the first stream of water was struck,
which rose to the height of seventy feet
in the tubing. At 041 feet n second
stream, which rose- - 400 feet, was struck.
Pia aulas east of tthi pot a second
wrtl was bored to the depth of Sot) feet,
in which the water rose 750 feot. It it
seeo, therefore, that these first expert
ments of the government were not sue
oessful in the west. And tbe nearest
approach to a true artesian well in the
west was the partial suee4s of the Pa-¬

cific Ilailway company in 1882 when a
well was bored at the Point of Books,
S05 miles west of Denver, in tbe nlkali
district, in which the water rose to
within eleven feet ot tbe 8'irface, and
served to furnish all the engines. What
con be done has already been more than
proved. From the numerous wells now
flowing each their hundreds of thous-
ands of gallons per day, if the water was
properly utilized with such a purpose iu
view, tbe entire city could be supplied
for all purposes. And yet there aro en-

terprises on foot too numerous to men-
tion for sinking of other wells. So far as
Denver is concerned, k bountiful is the
supply that artesian water will, a few
months hence, become a thine of con- -

convenionce and luxury, valued above nil
else for its medicinal qualities. That it
possesses this merit is attested by the
most reputable physicians of Denver,
who are forced to acknowledge that the
introduction of artesian water has
caused a falling off in theirprescriptions
for kidney and liver diseases, while tbe
drug man complain of 'a dall market for
patent medicines. .Stimulated by tli- -
rapid multiplies ti and splendid snc- -

oees of these wells in the city, the spirit
of business enterprise has takeu wings
to tbe plains and already there are num- ¬

erous --ehemes on foot to establish wells
on the recently acquired farm lauds to
be eouth and east of Denver.
There is a reason for the faith of such

men morevatent 'ban hi: the theories
that have been urge i by those who be- ¬

lieve io a 'change of climate in Colora- ¬

do,' and that moisture must of neoessity
folloW habitation and agriculture. The
reason is found in the eternal Tact that
nature haa provided itself for all the
necessities of mas, and though h'-- r

tores are bountiful she distributes her
favors only when they are needed."

What has been done iu developing
artesian water in Colorado, can be done
with equal success in many localities in
Arizona. Artesian water has already
been discovered in the Sn Simon val- -

ey in Cachise county. The supply is
abundant, and its discovery is of great
value to that section of country. We
trust that the day is not far distant
when our people will take this matter in
hand and develop water in nil of the
large valleys where the soil is noli and
the grazing good.

THE PBOPOSBD TREATY WITH MEXICO.

The United States Conscl ut Matn- -

moras has been at some pains to collect
data bearing on the proposed treaty be- ¬

tween this country and Mexico, and has
found that the adoption of the treaty
will greatly redound to the benefit of
tbe United States. In bis report trans- ¬

mitted to the State Department he says:
"The State Department tables of the
commerce between tlie United States
and Mexico, show bow the revenue of
each country will be affected by the rat- ¬

ification of the proposed commercial
treaty, placing certain articles ou tbe
free list It is shown by these tables
that the United States will lose $179,075

by placing on the free list Mexican arti- ¬

cles on which duty is now paid, while
Mexico will lose S6o3,llC on articles
from the United States on which duty is
now paid. The Consul shows very con'
clusively that the ratification of the
treaty will be of great advantage to the
United States, and open up a mint prof- ¬

itable market for our manufactures.
The Mexican government proposes to
admit free of duty petroleum, car-¬

riages, sewing machines, tools, clocks,
stoves, steam engines, etc, iu all of

which there is practically no competi- ¬

tion in Mexico with American dealers.

THalPACHE REHEOATJES.

The location and number of renegade
Apaches, is now moro of a mystery than
evor. They tell us in a vague way, that
a battle has been fought in Chihuahua
between the Mexican forces and the
Apaches under Geronimo, and that a
number of men wero killed on both
sides and a surgeon was sent for to dress
the wounds of Mexican soldiers. Soon
after the battlo near Casas Grandes
was reported to have taken place, and
long before the Indians who wero en- ¬

gaged in that battlo could have reached
Silver Creek, news reached us from a
semiofficial source, that Geronimo nnd
his followers were coming in, and
wanted to return to San Carlos. There
seems to be a discrepancy a void to fill
n missing link to supply to make con- ¬

nection between tho two stories. If
Geronimo and bis band have como in to
surrender to general Crook, the battle
reported n3 having taken place in Chi- ¬

huahua did not take place at all, or if it
did, was fought by but a portion of Ge- -
ronimo'a followers, or by somo other
band of renegades as the distance could
not possibly have been made from Casas
Grandes to Silvor Creek in the fivo or
six days intervening between the date of
the reported fight nnd their arrival at
the latter place. It is a badly mixed up
afuir, which caunot, at this date, be un
derstood, or any definite conclusions ar
rived at.

It 90 to 103 Apaohes have come in to
surrender, and tho fight really did take
place in Chihuahua as reported, there
are ninny moro renegado Apaches at
largo than was hitherto supposed to be.
We shall have to await further and
more specific information before wo can
tell much about the true niyiation of the
renegade Apaches.

Some of the best and most substantial
men of Tucson, men who hove tho wel- ¬

fare of tho town at heart, and whose
interests lies in its future prosperity and
success, complain that no public enter-¬

prise of any importance can bo inaug- ¬

urated in Tnosoii, without a number of
dead beats' as they term them 'wring in,'
and become drags to such enterprises in
which they have not a dollar interest,
nor a dollar to pnt in; they only "wring
in" for the purpose of getting a hold to
sell out for a few paltry dollars.

They are tired of
putting up their money and character
against the cheek and assumption of
men who have neither money or in- ¬

fluence, and who care nothing for the
town outside of the few dollars they ex- ¬

pect to make by swops aud trades of
siook they have never paid for nor
never will. This is certainly nn unfor- ¬

tunate state nf affairs. But are not tho
representative men of tho town some-¬

what to blame for allowing such men in
organisations which if curried out nre
oalouUted to benefit the town and Ter- ¬

ritory? If undesirable men sueak iu
who amount to nothing and repre- ¬

sent nothing, they may be disposed of
without much deluy and it 6eoms to us
that tbe solid men of the town who

lone are nble to inaugurate successful
enterprises, should take such matters in
their own hands nnd wued out the bar- ¬

nacles. The citizens of Tucson have
for some timo noticed that soma of the
men who took the lend in such matters
were not of that clas who were calcu- ¬

lated inspire confidence, either ut homo
or abroad, and we are glad to learn that
there is a disposition ou the part of the
representative men of tho town to get
rid of them. If the moneyed men of the
Tucson will go to work in real earnest,
with a full determination to do their
duty, the drones and nonentities will be
forced to make room for them. If ad- ¬

venturers take the lead it is because
they are allowed to do so, and not be-¬

cause they are called upon.

gono about twenty-fiv- e feet he turned
nnd when he saw Warnke advancing to-¬

ward him ho stoppod and advanced a
few stops toward Warnke and shot,
when io was within ten feet of him,
shooting Warnke through the body,
also Warnke's wife iu the right nrm.
Warnke died fmm the efiVeis of tho
wound that day. Kennedy did not offer
to arrest Warnku and had plenty of
time. In passing sentence on Kennedy
this morning Judge Sheldon said lhat
after reviewing the testimony in tho
caso lie coma noi una any mitigating
circumstances attending tho shooting
and would therefore sentence him to tho
full extent of tho law; viz, for life iu tho
Territorial prison nt Yuma. Tli6 sen- ¬

tence meets tho approval of all who aro
at nil familior with tho circumstances.
