The IMRcnIty.
A local aasayer says the mines of Ari- ¬

zona do not nave a fair s w. Nearly
all the ore in this vicinity, if not copper,
earnet strong traces, and is either lead
and silver or lead nd eopper. The
Benson smelter pays three cents per
pound for lead, but lakes no account of
cop:er. The Denver melter pays 31.50
per unit for copper, but does not take
lead. This makes it bad for those ores
carrying nearly equal iropor;ions of
ltoth these metals, as nearly oil the
mines owned around here do. While
the Beut-o- folks give 85 per cent for
silver, the Denver smelter is offering
here 99 per cent. Freight and reduction
per ton to Benson costs 22, while to
Denver th? cost is $26, but the 14 per
cent extra for silver pays this difference
and leaves a handsome pro6t to the
miner. This twit thrown out from Den- ¬

ver is tempting some to rr. .ke hip--
ments there, but those who-- e silver cur- ¬

ries much lead cannot afford to lose the
three cents per pound for the latter
metal, which price tbey can get at Ben- ¬

son. Again, tuose whose silver contains
a large proportion of copper lose the
latter when they ship to itea-o- n. The
Tucson smelter will undoubtedly rem-¬

edy these evils, as Mr. Aaron Mason
proposes to "buy anything," as be said
yesterday to the Citizen reporter, par- ¬

ticularly "gold, silver, lead and copper."
