on upper Salt River, above the month of
the Ton to, over three years ago, of
which no mention has heretofore been
made. The facts, as learned from Mr.
Clemon T. Snawver, are as follows: In
the early part of 1SS0 William Wal- -

bridge determined to open an old rain
that had attracted attention since the
first settlement otthe country. At a
depth ot three feet he came upon an
olia-ju- i. e., an olla with a very small
neck with an opening in the top about
three inches in diameter, that held about
three gallons. The opening was sealed
with a closely fitting earthern cover
which was cemented with a gum that
made it air-tigh- t. Upon removing this
cover the olift-ja- g was found filled with
corn which came out as fresh as though
but jnst harvested. Mr. Walbridse, in
passing throagh Pbamix shortly after,
on his way to California, visited Mr.
Shawver and presented him with a few
grainq ot oom, which were planted.
Much to Mr. Shawver's surprise, it grew,
and in six weeks from the time of its
coming up be had the pleasure cf gath- ¬

ering roafting ears. Every eear since
then Mr. Sbawver has raised a few hillf
for table use. The stalks do n't grow
over three to three and feet high,
bat bear profusely, the ears setting from
near the ground to near the top. It
uokers or stool out more than ordinary

corn, every stalk Itearing an ear. It is a
small, deep red, flint corn, with flatish
oval kernels. Mr. Shawver considers it
a valuable nddition to the maize of the
ormutry, both on Recount of its product-¬

iveness and early maturity. Two or
three crops can be readily grown m tne
eesou, wuich fact will, probably, ac-¬

count for tbe dears population of which
the evidences are so abundant through- ¬

out the halt and Gila valleys.

What is a Mirage.
Recently tbe papers have given nothea

ot wonderful mirages that have been
seen upon the coast ot Europe, and it is
not strange that some ot my young
inends should ask about them. The
name mirage is a French one, meaning
' to loom up." It should be pronounced
mee-raz- as near as the pronunciation
cau be written. In some countries a
mirage is very rare.in others it is almost
of daily occurrence. Before I try to tell
you what causes a mirage, I must
first describe how tbey look. Sometimes
places very far distant appear to be
close at band anil seen in the air; at sea
i.bips knon to bo many miles distant
are seen as if susp-nde-d in tbe air. In
traveling across tbe continent I havo
seen many n mirage. In the distance
would appear a beautiful sheet of water,
with headlands, idands, nnd sometimes
a fort could lie plainly seen, and even
sbips. As to water, the illusion was so
perfect that it wis difficult to believe
that it was not real. In the early days
of travel to California by trains ot
wagons overland, many of tbe parties
suffered greatly, and some were entirely
lo-- t, by poshing oat for what seemed to
be water. Sad, indeed, are the stories
told of thin mistake.

Ibis is not easy to explain unless you
know something about light. Zdost of
you have noticed that when you place
an oar or a pole in the clenr wated ot a
pond or a river it seems to bo bent. If
you lovfc ncross a hot stove, tne objects
on the other side appeared to be curi- ¬

ously distorted and ont ot place. Rays
of light passing from a denser medium
to a lighter one are bent on a straight
coarse. Thus when tbey pass from an
oar or pole in the water, they are bent,
and tbe object appears to be crooseu.
When they pass from common air
through much lighter heated air, tho ob- ¬

jects seem to be bent ont of their shape.
N'oh all tbe mirages I have seen have
been where tbe soil became very' hot from
tbe sun; this bot soil heated the air just
above it. There was a layer ot hot air
close o the earth, and just abovo tbo
earth the air was not heated. Objects
seen at a distance through these two
kinds of air were singularly distorted,
and, like things seen across the hot air
ot a stove, much out ot sbapo. In this
state of the air n barren, sandy tract
looks like water, and clumps of bushes
are distorted to look like trees. Wher- ¬

ever a mirage has been examined tbo
appearance has been fonnd to be caused
by a difference in the density ot tho air,
whether from contact with heated earth,
or seen at sea, with beted water. Mi- ¬

rage is a very interesting phenomenon
to see once or twice, but when it occurs
day after day one soon tires of itsnnnat- -
ural appearance Bnd prefers to look upon
a landscape that is real. American Ag- ¬

riculturist.

"How soon, then, will you be ready to
start np?"

"As soon as tbe Mux question cn be
determined. I doubted at first if you
had plenty of iron here, but there wat. a
gentleman brought me some beautiful
siieoimeus y from a mine south ot
here. I am having them assayed this
afternoon. It I am not disappointed I
wdl have plenty of tlnies. However, I
am. going to satisfy myself personally on
that point.
