Our. attention has been called on
several occasions to tho price asked for
laud in the Santa Cruz bottom, by per- ¬

sons who have oome to tho territory
within the past few months. We will
not undertake to say that the price of
such land ($100 per acre) is too high, for
there arc many things, taken altogether,
which seem to favor tho high price
That it is high no ono doubts. That the
argument of sucb high prices retards the
progress of tho town, is in a measure,
true. If land holders would look at the
matter in a different light wo believe in
the end they would realize more for
thoir land than if sold now at S100 per
acre. If tracts that are in demand from
timo to time were sold at less figures, it
would onhance tho value of that unsold
and the community would be benefited
as well. Those who como from this time
on who cultivate laud will be experienced
farmers and intelligent jieople, there- ¬

fore, we should like to see land holders
adopt another plan. It is not well for
property holders of any description to
hold their property at figures really above
the property's market value. In mai.y
instances property is too high. When
the boom comes prices as they now are
will be sustained, but a mistake should
not bo made dnring ordinary and quiet
times.

There is to be another grand jury
whose duty it is to make further inquiry
into tho condition of the new school
houso and to discover, if possible, whose
fault it is that the building is represent
ed as a "death-trap.- " The blame should
rest upon those at fault, whoever they
be. That there is serious fault and
groat danger in tho stability of tho
structure can not be questioned. There
is at this time intense feeling against
Bomobody or everybody connected with
tho affair and under the excitemont and
present condition of things it is to be
hoped that men of judgment, unbiased,
free of prejndico will composo the jury.
A mistake, under such circumstances is
easily committed without apparent in
tention nnd cool, calculating judgment
is required to placo the blame where it
belongs. Tho jury has a grave and im
portant duty to perform, and the peoplo
demand that the investigation bo
thorough and complete and the guilty
parties mado responsible for erecting a
school building of such magnitude, un- ¬

safe for occupancy.

Samuel T. WTilson, a white man, acting
as guard over a number of convicts, got
into an altercation with a negro named
McDanicL Wilson ordered his convicts,
who were engaged in loading n flat boat
with lumber, to bring McDaniel aboard
the boat, where he had him beaten until
ho became unconscious. Wilson then
ordered McDaniel to bo thrown into the
river, which was done. Wilson was ar-¬

rested aud placed in charge of Sheriff
Lawson. Thero were about dUU negroes
present during the trial, and threats of
lynching Wilson wero freely made.
Lawson, with three guards, started to
town with the prisoner, but had not pro- ¬

ceeded more than n mile before they
were surrounded by a largo number of
negroes, who disarmed tho Deputy Sher- ¬

iff aud guards and took tho prisoner,
declaring their intention to hang him,
and proceeded to carry their threat into
execution. Wilson was hanged to a
limb in the Steele bayou swamp.

Panama, April 29. A terrible fire
raged here from eleven o'clock last
night till four this morning. No water
was available. The market and two
blocks ot houses were totally destroyed.
Tho loss is half a million dollars. Dur- ¬

ing the progress ot tbo fire a largo mob,
a portion armed with revolvers nnd
machettes, did considerable plundering,
and many of them became intoxicated.
The soldiers were called out and quar- ¬

relled among themselves. The owners
of tho burning property then tired on
the plunderers killing several of them.
