While rambling through tho cosy
rooms of tho Commercial Olub Fridny
the Oitiken reporter mot Dr. 1?. Hilton
Ghtise, llio now mniiBgor ot the Gun- -

sight mines, and questioned him regard- ¬

ing the bow company nnd their inten-¬

tions. The new company has been or-¬

ganized under tho laws of Arizona, with
a capital slock of 82,000,000, divided into
200,000 shares of the value of $10 each.
After organizing the company here, Dr.
Ghase went east and had n conference
with the old members of the Gunsight
Company, and thuy took 100,000 shares.
1 lies' now have plenty ol money to com
plete the works and put tho property in
good shape. The doctor left for the
mines this morning and expects to have
everythintr m working order in four
veoks.

The mill of the company has capacity
for working db tons ot ore per day,
It was erected bouio time ago, but was
never completed nnd has never been
run. They also havo Orst class steam
hoisting works and a working 3S0
feet deep, with three compartments
from there down. They have about two
thousand feet of underground work, nil
in vein matter. The crosscut on the
200-fo- ot level in the Gunsight mine cuts
forty feet wide nnd is still in ore. The
croppings running over the mountain are
bold, and snow from three to seventy
feet in width. The average of tho ore
in the Gunsight mine, as far as devel- ¬

oped, shows not less than S60 por ton.
The mines owned by tho company are
the uunsighr, failver (jirt and Eastern
ull of which are patented. Tho com
pany has assay, retort and laboratory
buildings, a large blacksmith shop, mag-¬

azine, tool house, oflice. store, boarding
house and a number of cottages for
their miners. They havo three wells.
with well houses, and cottages at the
wells. A 3 inch pipe connects the wells
with the mill. In the store rooms the
company has a large stock of supplies;
nnd six hundred cords of wood at the
mill, in nuaiuon to ine three mines
mentioned the company has a mill priv-¬

ilege and 1 60 acres of land. There are
at present 5,003 tons of ore on the
dump and 1,000 tons broken down iu
the iiunsijius ana silver Uirt mines,
reaay to lift. With the present plant.
Dr. Chase thinks they will be able to
treat from forty to fifty tons of ore per
duy. The company has John H. Collier
to take charge of the mine, whom, Dr.
Ouase says, ha3 no superior in North
America.

Four-fift- h of the ore in these mines
is milling ore and one-fift- h smelting ore.
The ore body is an enormous one, and
oroppings huvo been picked up which
assay more than 7,000 to the ton. At
the 200-foo- t level ore was found which
assayed SS.000 to tho ton.

The sale of these famous mines to the
present company was brought about by
JJr. (Jliase, and tbo olhcers ot the com
pany are IL Hilton Chase, President
William F. Chase, Secretary; Charles
Hudson. Treasurer. The directors are
J. M. Wilkins, A. D. Otis, William F.
Chase and B. Hilton Chase. Thomas
Fitch, of this city, is the attorney for
the company.

The new company represents a capital
ot several million dollurs, all the
wealthy men who belonged to tho old
company having ontered into the new
organization.

Dr. Ghuse, who is the president of the
company, has been made general mana- ¬

ger, and has taken hold with a full de- ¬

termination to develop the mines. He
has great faith in their wealth, and says
he will endeavor to prosecute work with
all vigor and establish honest and judi- ¬

cious management.
Dr. Chase has been engaged in mining

for mo'e than twenty years in this coun- ¬

try and South America and is thoroughly
posted on all matters pertaining to
mine3. He made the sale of tho Pea- -
body mine in the Dragoons, which was
sold lor 3o0,000.

Tho doctor has a largo number of
friouds in this city, and the people have
faith in him and believe that he will suc- ¬

ceed in developing nnd bringing to pros
perity one of Pima county's best mining
camps. Ho has already sent out about
twenty-fiv-e miners and begun work in
earnest.

. The beginnicg of work in these mines
will prove very advantageous to Tucson,
and will bring into prominence other
good mines in that part of the county

SUICIDE.

Ilcatitlful W'ninHU.

rFrom the Homer, (Col.,) Mining Incox
A lato telegram from Tucson, Arizona,

announces tho suicide of Mrs. M. P. Free- ¬

man, wife of tho postmaster of that
place, by tho shooting through the left
breast, while laboriug undor mental de-¬

rangement suporinduced by sickness
and nervous prostration. Tho telegram
says she left n note to her husbanu, ex-¬

pressive of her lovo for him, but stating
that her life was more th3n she could
bear.

Mrs. Freeman was still young (not
more, perhaps, than thirty); she was a
beautiful and otherwise in every way
a most charming and lovable woman,
and, inasmuch as she had tusted ot the
bitter and the sweet of life to a most re--
markablo degree for one so vouncr, and
through it all maintained her purity and
maiden modesty, we propose to give tho
readers of the Index a few incidents in
the history of her checkered life be- ¬

cause she was a moral heroine tho study
of whoEC trials and triumphs is calcu- ¬

lated to strengthen tho weak, reclaim
the wayward and excite tho admiration
and emulation of nil.

When scarcely fifteen years of age, by
request ot an older sister and consent of
their parent?, she accompanied tho sis-¬

ter from their home in one of. tho 03t- -

ern States to San Francisco, where, by
previous engagement, tho sister was
married to a well-to-d- o merchant. For
a few weeks everything ran smoothly
and both,sisters were drinking deep of
happiness, until one morning the bnitil
brother-in-la- w said ahrnptly to tho tim-¬

id younjr cirl in that city ot strangers:
"I didn't marry you, and I will not sup- ¬

port you; vou must get out and rustlel
Merciful, compared with this shock,
would have been the cruel bullet that
afterwards found its way through her
pure young heart. Though youn
timid, and (under such circumstances,
to herself) dangerously beautiful, edu- ¬

cated, refined, in a 6trange city, and un- ¬

used to urudirery, she at once quitted
her sistors's 1 ouso forever, and sought
an intelligence oQice. Here she was
overjoyed to find a situation at $50 per
month, board nnd lodging. wa3 at her
command at Elko, Xovada, to wait on
table at a small eating house near the
railroad, and that her fare would bo paid
to Elko-an- d the amount deducted from
her wages.

DISTRICT COURT.

The Gibson Caic-- An Important Session
To-du- y Indictments.

Friday's session of the District court
was the most important held this term,
tho occasion being the beginning ot the
trial of David Gibson, charged with tho
murder of James Levy, in June, 18S2.
A special veuiro of ono hundred jurors,
which was issued last week, was returned
and when the roll was called but sixty--

fivo answered to their names. The fol- ¬

lowing named jurors tailed to answer to
their names, and attachments for their
arrest were ordered : Kichard Rone.Wm.
Steele, Wm. Morrison, W. C. Atkinscn,
J. O. Weed, E. F. Morris, J. D. Satter
field, D. Collen, G. W. Iiodgere, G.
Casper, Thos. Talbat, Jack Taylor, D.
Connelly, XI. V. Uroby, lj. (Jakes,
Chas. Q.uilty, James Coleman, Wm.
Todd, C. W. Primy, T. F. Brown. N
Hoircnheld, J nmes Uheaner, John
O'Brien, J. T. Niell and Joseph Felnier.

Judge Fitzgerald directed the officers
to servo the warrants at the earliest
possiblo momont, and said: "In the ab--
eenco of n bond of S500 in each individ- ¬

ual case, if tho court ii not in bcssiod,
these jurors must be confined in the
county jail. JudgcLighthizer remarked
to the couii that a number of tho absent
jurors livid in tho Quijotoa camp, and
did not have tho money to pay tbeir faro
to this city. The Judge regretted that
the demands of justice and law should
placo any man in n position where ho
would be inconvenienced, but said: "I
shall make an example of these men,
uud put a stop to th's proceeding on the
part of men who disregard a summons
of this court. It is the duty of every
good citizen to respond promptly to
these calif, and it is in tho interests of
justice and good government to compel
them to attend a summons of this char-
acter. I therefore make this order not
in a spirit of malice or authority, but to
tho end which I have indicnted.

Tho court did not adjourn for lunch
until after ono o'clo.-k- , the time having
beon occupied in getting a jury for the
(jinsou case. At that timo six jurors
had been secured, who may, howover,
be excused on tho peremtory challenge
by attorneys. During the examination
ot jurors, one of them stated that
ordinarily he did not believe much ho
saw in the newspapers, but as a re-

presentative of tho Citizen was in front
of him he would make an exception in
tho caso of the leading paper of the
Territory. The statement couched
in neat candor caused a general smile
and necessitated the stern command of
tho Sheriff "order in court!"

When court adjourned for lunch
Judire Fitzgerald ordered two bailiffs
sworn to take charge of the jury and
directed that the jurors bo not separated
at any timo and that when it was neces- ¬

sary for ono to retire, the others be
made to accompany him. After court
