An Ol Timer.

Bixty.-five years ago st 4 o'clock to-
morrow morning, the subject of this
brief and imperfect sketeh first opened
his eyes apon this grest round world, in
Wurzburg, Bavaria. Sixty-five yeams is
along life as the world now goes, and
yet Col. Joseph Durr is a bale and
hearty man, with vigorous physical and
mental powers, whose age rests lightly
apon kis broad shoulders, and be is now
far more capable of enduring a bard
day's work then most men of hall bis
years.

On the 25th of March, 1551, Col. Dars
arrived in New York, where be remained
for three years, partaking of Lis first ex-
perience of American life. He then re-
moved to Chicago and engaged in the
butcher business, but econtracting the
prevalling fever which st that date put
almost an embargo npon the settiement
of that place, he removed to St. Louis.
In 186 bhe cast bis fortunes with the
promising city of Leavenworth, Kansas,
where he prospered in a marvelous de-
gree, and be still owns cxcellent real
estate in that esty. It was duriog his
sevenleen years of residence in Leaven-
worth that Mr. Durr attained great Jooal
i-upulmt.; and inHuence. In the Border
taflian times he was n powerful fuctor
amoug the law and order class,
aud during the troublons times
of the rebellion, bLe openly  es.
poused the Union canse and aided
with Lia voice and purse every effort to
subdue the insurrection. He hasalways
been a staunch Kepublican, even to the
extent of being termed a bitter partisan.
His best days having been pussed amid
the dangers of an internecine strife, snd
his sentiments Laring been schooled
amid the dangers wmcident to those
bleeding times, no light argument can
wash sway his firm conviction that Re-
publicanism embodies the only rationsl
principles” of liberty and free govemn-
ment,

In Leavenworth it was Mr. Durr's
good fortune to entertwin st different
times the lute martyred Garfleld, the
present cauduiate for Viee President,
Genernl Jobn A. Loguan, and the hon-
ored commender-m-chie! and Presideut
of the United States, General U. S,
Giraut,

Mr. Darr then occupied the position
of a sort of John Kelly in politics, in so
far as his Jeadership and intluence waa
conoerned, but he lacked the arbatrary
bossism of that promipent individual
He wasoften a delegate to the great
conventions, and he never undertook
the job of electing Lia favorite to office
but he scoomplished his purpose.

In 1872 Lo left for the Pacific Coast
and srrived in San Frupcwsco on the
25th day of May, 1573, wince which time
he Las passed through & eareer of vicis-
sitade ipcident to the cosmopolitun
character of the country, foaelly drift-
ing to Tneson, where he has built ap s
flue business and is [ast scoumulating
wealth, His friends are numbered by
hundreds, and among them oot one ean
be found but who sincerely wishes his
sunset of lfe to be radiaut witha
corons of glory, snd as the shades set-
tle down into the darkness irgpenctrable,
may the pence that pusseth all uuder-
standing rest upon his venerable
conntenance, and bear him tenderly
over the Lethean stream wto the rest
beyond.
