THE LOXDOtf EXHIBIT

Of the Various Kin da of Food, Dress
and Swellings.

I'rofeikor Chandler Give an Idea of
Some of llio 21 ore Notable

Features or Health
Exhibition.

New York Sun.
Professor Charles F. Chandler, of

Columbia college. New York city, who
was appointed a commissioner to the In-

ternational health exhibition held in Lon-
don the last summer, has returned nnd is
now preparing his rejort. The obje-c- t of
the exhibition was "to illustrate as vividly
and in as practical a manner as possible,
food, dress, the dwelling, the school, and
the workshop, as alTe'ctitiz the conditions
of healthful life."

"It was a great fair," said,
l'rofofor Chandler to a reporter
when asked about it after his return.
"IValers in and manufacturers of all
kinds of food, of nil kinds of dress, and of
nil kinds of dwellings uud hru$c fit-

tings had their exhibits, and covered
au iuiiiiftiM.- - amount of space.
It wa, in "fact, an exhibition
of the products of civilization. There
was nothing there new, hut the
hriiiiiis of all these things together for
ctniimrion was new and interesting. One
of the most important departments was
that of dwellings. The subject of houses
for the poor is" attracting a good deal of
attention iu London. "The models of
American tenement-house- s were carefully
studied and dicused. The English have
furnished Americans with the hct pluinb-tti-g

devices; there they have nothing to
lenni from us. The question of treatment
of sewage for the purpose of making a
valuable fertilizer, or a harmless sulbtancc
that might lie thrown into the rivers, has
leen solved theoretically; but the expense
of the process Is too "great for practical
purposes. People talk about the city Mil-

ling itsK-wage- . but they do not understand
the facts.

"The American system of supervision
of matters pertaining to public health has
no exact countcrxirt in London. There
is uo board of health, but they accomplish
in isurl the same results in a tlilTereat nnd
inferior way. They look after Suck mat-
ters by districts aud Ihe authorities in
dilTereut districts sometimes work at cross
puri0M.-s- , ju-- t as they used to in New
York years ago. Their jiolicc reports
show that the laws airiin-- t thcidultcridion
of food ru cnfoicetl there Vctter than
litre. There is a public otllct.il that must
analyze even- - parcel of food presented lo
biufehargtif with being adulterated, nnd
on his report the vender is prosecuted.
Thce matters were the subject of the
ke-ture-s and conferences held in Prince
Albert kail regularly.

"The American system of free vaccina-
tion was discussed. Over there they kavc
n compulsory "system, and uv; humanized
matter. The ieoplc object, and strong
societies oppose it. They have never
ndop'ci! our vaccine form system. Here
wc to the public: You'can have the
pure bovine matter gratis; it is a good
tiling.' Au imported attempt to get up
an society in New York
failed.

"There were largr numbers of books
published on lunltli subjects during the
exhibition, 'lleiilth schools.' 'Health in
the illnge',' 'Ilenlth Nure-rie- s anil

were the tit!e- - of three out of
more than a score. All were tu
elH-a- ir.mpli!et form, and the su!c
was etiornnus. I'e ieles that there
were Ihe publication" of various
sanitary secie'.ies of the kingiloni. which
sold freely. Cue of the mo-- t novel educa-
tional ellorls of these-- societies was the
printing of health osters. HandlHlls con-
taining the most valuable information
about the core of children, aud of the
sick, aud of the wounded, und of the
homes of rich nnd oor were distributed
nnd posted ou bill boards in public places.
To supplement these, ornamental circu-
lars, priutcd iu rhyme and in other forms
which would attract attention, were dis-
tributed, lhc public could not avoid
lending them, nnd in reading gained val-
uable "information. 'What, for instance,
would be more likely to attract a mother
than a neatly printed circular illustrated
with a handsome baby, and hearing the
title. 'Rules for the "Management of In-
fants J'

"Could the mother understand .thecir-cular- r"

"She could If she could read. The at-

tendance was wonderful nnd included
every class or condition of people. The
cabs on the streets displayed signs which
read, 'To the Ilenllhe-rics.-' The exhibi-
tion was in every way educational Peo-
ple went the re to be amused, and were not
disnpiioinlcd; the were also educated in
spite of themselves. "
