The land office fees and comm’ssions
for homwestead es, payable when ap-
plicution 15 made, are as followa:

In Arizons, California, Colorade, Ids-
bo, Montaus, Nevada, New Mexico, Or-
egon, Utab, Washiogton, Wyoming and
Wisconsin—Land at §150 per acte, for
160 acrea, 822; for S0 wcres, $11: for 40
ncres, 8% Land at $125 per acre, for
160 seres, 816; for 80 acres, 85: for 40
acres, 86 50,

The fees for final proof in the first
named Stafes are 84, and in the last
named States 86 for 180 aores of 81 25
iand, and double these for $2 50 land,
smaller tractsa being charged propor-
tionally.

Homesteads or pre-emptions for not
more than 160 acres may be made by any
citizen or foreiguer declaring his or her
intention to become a citizen, who 1
over 11 yenrs old, an inhabitant of the
tract claimed, and who does not own as
murch as 320 acres of land in any State
or Territory, provided the pemon mak-
ing entry has not moved from bis own
Iand in the smme State or Territory to
make the entry, or has ot already exer-
cised his right in this direetion. Union
solilers or eailors who served in the
late war may dednet the time of their
gervice (not exceeding 4 years) from the
3 years required to complete the entry.
