property owacra and upon every land
oWLeriu southern Arizona the propriety
of planting and cultivating eucalyptus
trees. For many reafcons this tree is
particularly valuablo to southern Ari-
zona, where wood is scarce nnd daily be-
coming more fco. Iho ease with which it
its propagated, rapidity of its growth, its
madiciual and auti-malari- characteris-
tics render it especially deisrablo wheth-
er cultivated for shade or wocd. The
Mexican Financier urges its univertial
introduction and adoption into Mexico,
and in discussing the various advan-
tages that would eccrue to tho country
cities thu results of practical demonstra-tio- n

and iu the following article ablv
bums up its various values which should
be carefully read and acted upon by
every property owner in Pima county,
for whatever bo good for tho dry and
treeless conditions of other countrit. is
likewise good for Arizona.

Its medicinal qualities aro well known.It has remarkable properties for the pre
veution of malaria whero it ih planted
aud for this purpose it is particular!)
valuable for regions where, ns in M-- t.
ico, land is extensively cultivated underirrigation, its medicinal virtues were
quickly discovered by the Indians soon
after its introduction iu Mexico, thvhaving always been quick to detect nat-
ural remedies. The Indians from thecountry may often ba tceadrudging into
tho capital with their burdens, and with
eucalyptus lcavts bound across their
brows. It has great disinfectant virtues
and is antiseptic for wounds. It yields
au csMntial oil which makes a good
medic.il stimulant, taken internally, aud
tho tannin in the leaves forms u tonic
asir.ngtnt for external application,
rapiilly healing wounds.

The thicker the Eucalyptus is planted
the better it grows, us the trees shade
etch other. Wheu the t.ees grow close,
they grow ti'hr nnd ntr.iigb.ter. In
Tasmania a test was made of the value
of the Eucalyptus for war purposes.
