DARK SIDE OF THE QUESTION.

Sufferings of Wyoming Cattle In Winter—
How Many of Them Perish.

I am about tired of reading she highly
colored and exaggerated descriptions of
the delights of & cowboy's life in the “Iar
west.” combined with the glowing array
of figures to prove that the cattle busi-
ness is the business, particularly for
Wyoming The country is not whatit
was a few years ago, when cattie could
find feed on every hillside even if the
suow was a few inches deep. The busi-
ness has been boomed muntil there are
wore cattle than feed, and still the stock
papers keep up the ery that Wyoming is
the place 1o «anvest in

The life of & cow in the west {s one long
continuation of hardships from the time
the grass starts in the spring until the
next sprimg. About six months in the
year the cowboy keeps them constantly
on the move, and the storms run them the
rest of the time

When the storms are raging the worst
the cattle drift with them until they find
some sheltering bank or clump of bushes
that will shield them for a time. Itisa
sommon sight to see them struggling io
the snowdrifts, and many of them never
fet out, For days st a time they are com-
pelied to go without feod or water. The
Juow covers up what little grass there is,
and they have 10 exist on sage brush until
the wind kindly carries 1t into the gulches
or piles it up around the ocwmmniry. The
stock papers contend that snow answers
the same purpose as water, which isio-
correct, fur | have {requently seen large
] s wandering aloag s frozen streain
lowing and trying to get at the water,
we outflts this winter keep the ico
broken in the stream, but this is the first
winter in my experience that the practice
swon observed. Those cattle that do
not get waler are poor and weak andna
large percentage of them never get
throngh & winterr When the snow ls
deepest the coyotes are happlest, as they
can run arcund on the frozen surface,
and when they find a cow fast in the drifta
old and numbd to protect its calf,
Goe or loth become victims to their insa-
tinhle appetite. The coyote is mot the
only animal the poor brutes have to fight;
the wolf and mountain lioa follow them
around and devoar a ealf or yearling
whenever they feel hungry.
