COLONIZATION SCHEMES IN
MEXICO.

The failure of the colonization pro-
ject in Lower California may be partial
or it may be complete. But up to this

| date it may be observed that not a sin
gle Mexiean eolonizition scheme initiat.
{ ed by Americans has attained any great
{ dagres of prosperity. Indeed, it would
| be difficult to designate one that has not
The pro-
jectors, for the most part, obtained a
large concession of land on condition
| that u certain number of settlers were
pliced on it within a given time. The
| Mexicnn laws are liboral enough. The
| land is cheap and much of it is produc
tive. But there are no markets, or none
which ean be depended upon. The sys-
tem of agriculture is wholly different
from that which prevails in this coun-
try. At one time the farming commu-
nities of the western states were remole
from the merketse. But the land was
productive, and crops were raised with-
out irrigation. Population increased
rapidly. The western farmer, after a
fow years, found himself surrounded by
an intelligent and energetic population.
They had like purposes. They all want-
od similar improvements—good roads,
bridges, school houses, churches, good
farm improvements. The railroad fol-
lowed hard upon the increasing popula-
tion; sometimes it went before and sn-
ticipated it. The result was that in a
few vears these settlers were not remote
from marketse. The latter were at the
doors of the farmers. They could sell
their wheat and corn in the field, and
the drover would pay eash for their cat-
tle in the pastures. The consequence
was that every colony, and nearly every
small farming community prospered.
There were a few vears of pioneer life
followed by years of plenty.

Now, if the Mexican colonist could
work out as satisfactory resulis in & few
vears, the advantages might be sufficient

to compensate him for years of seclu-

sion and comparative hardships. But

in that event what would be actually

gain over what he might gain by choos-

ing his home insome ono of the new

states? He goes to a foreign country.
The language, laws, costoms and tra-

ditions are all of another people who
are not in eympsthy with him,
and are inclined to look upon him

as an intruder. The markets are
remote and have to be created.

While Americans have, in some instan-

ces, made money in mining and irading
in Mexico, it does not appear that eolo-

nists who have gone there to engage in

agricultural pursuits have thus far at-

tained any remarkable prosperity. The

same enterprise in this country would,

in most instances, have secured more

satisfactory results.—S. F. Bulletin.

GOVERNOR WOLFLEY.

Col. Lewiz Wolfley, of Tuecson, has
been appointed and confirmed governor
of Arizons, after a most cbstinate and
heated contest upon the part of his com-
petitors for that honorable position.
When we consider the array of promi-

THE REASON WHY.

Under the laws of this territory belore
the 14th legislature. the term of office of
all territorial officers was fixed by law at
two yeass.

Section 2, chapter LVIIIL, compiled
laws, provided that the territorial treas-
urer should hold office for tao years
but parograph 3247 of the Revised Stat-
utes, page 568, the above chapter was
expreasly repealed.

The term of office of the territorial
treasurer is therefore not fixed by law.
Paragraph 3040 of the Revised Stat-
utes provides that: “Every officer whose
term is mnot fixed by law, hold at the
pleasure of the appointing power.”

Mr. Foster, the present incumbent of
the office of territorial treasurer, was ap-
pointad by the governor, and he can on
ly hold office at the pleasure of the gov-
ernor, who is the appointing power.

Concerning the Regnlation of County
Hospitals.

An act to prescribe additional duties to
the board of supervisors.

Be it enacted by the Legislative Assem-
by of the territory of Arizona.
Sgemos 1 That in all countiesof this
Territory the cire of the indigentsick of
the county, including medical attend.
ance, food, medicine and lodging, shall
be let to the lowest gualified bidder
therefor by the Board of Superviso
after due publication asking for sea
proposals, to be published for ten days
successively next before the awarding of
the contract in some daily pfper publish-
ed in such county.

Sec. 2 That no person shall be a
qualified bidder who is not a regularly
licensed physician and surgeon or who
has not complied with the laws of this
Territory relating to the practice of his
profession.
Sec. 3
geon to whom
awarded shall give to the county a go
and sufficient bond, with st least two
sureties, in the sum of 35000 for the
faithful performance of such contract,
which bond shall be approved by the
Board of Supervisors.

Sec. 4 Each bid and proposal shall
specify distinetly the price proposed to
be charged for each day's sttendance
upon esch indigent sick person, includ-
ing medical attendance, medicine, food
and lodging, snd no bid shall be receiv-
ed which does not fully comply with the
provisions of this act. i

Spc. 5. That no person other than in-
digent, that is absolutely without prop-
erty or money, shall receive public aid,
or be admitted into any hospital the ex-
penses of which are paid by taxation,
and any mansager, superintendent or
other persons having charge of any hos-
pital who shall receive into the same for
medical attendanee or subsistance, any
person other than such as are hereinbe-
fore specified and described, shall be
guilty of a misdemennor and be punished
by a fine not exceeding 3.

That all persons who are ap-
plicants for public or official charity, in
any way whatsoever, a8 by admission to
county hospitals, or out door relief, shall
mitke an affidavit, before a justice of the
peace, that he is a citizen of the United
States, sick or disabled, and that he is
utterly destitute of the means to pay for
his subeistence, care and medical atten-
tion. 1If from illness the applicant is un-
able to make such affidavit, anyone
knowing the facts may do so for him.
The officer taking such affidavit shall
charge no fee for his services. The affi-
davit shall be presented to the acting
chairman of the board of supervisors of
the eounty in which the hospital is situ-
ated, who shall thereupon, il satisfied of

The United
States frigate Trenton, the flagship of
the Pacific sgnaday-novkich arrived nwe
from Panama, Mareh 11th, lies within a
stone's throw of the American consulate
a total wreck. The Unitad States war
ship Vandalia which arrived from San
Francisco February 23, is buried out of
sight between the Trenton and theshore.
Her seattered freight and smokestack
rise from the water to mark the spot
where the gallant vessel struck and lay
for twelve hours before the awful cur-
rent of water swept four officers and
thirty-nine men from her decks and rig-
ging. Her commander, Captain C. M.
Schoonmaker was among the first who
perished in the waves. The other offi-
cers who met their death were Paymas-

John Roach. The United States steam-
er Nipsip lay for several days along side
the Vandalia with her bow high on the
beach and within a few feet of the
water's edge. The vessel was thought
to be budly damaged, but was hauled off
a few days after the storm and is the
only war ship afloat in the harbor. The
officers and crew are living aboard. All
of the Nipsic's officers are safe but she
lost five men by the swamping of a boat,
and two others who jumped overboard
were also drowned. The American
men-of -war were swept ashore almost at
the same point.

It was on the little nboat Eber
that the greatest loss of life occurred.
The Eber had a compliment of six of-
ficers and seventy-six men. Five men
were ashore during the storm. When
the vessel struck the reef she sank com-
pletely out of sight and 4 moment Inter
there was not a vestige of herto be seen.
Every man on board was lost except one
officer, Lieut. Gaedeke, and four sailors.
The other five officers and sixty-six
men were either killed instantly
when the vessel was orushed to pieces
or were drowned in the roaring torrent
of water that broke upon the reef. A
small part of the Eber’s prow was after-
wurds washed ashore near the American
vessels. This and & few piecies of
wreckage near the point where she
struck nre theonly portionsof her that
have ever been seon since the moment
ghe went down. Just on the edge of the
reef about 100 yards west of the Trenton
in all that remains of the Adler, the flag
ship of the German squadron. The
:\tlﬂ‘l’ was washed on top of the reef and
turned completely over on her side. She
has remained o that position since and
is entirely out of water, nearly every man
aboard was thrown into the water when
she struck but only twenty were drown-
ed, and ull the officers were saved. The
German Corvette Olga isfast upon a
mud fiat ubout a quarter of a mile east
of the American vessels. While the
storm was raging and the vessels fight-
ing for their lives, the Olga came in col-
lison with nearly every man of war in
the harbor and is badly damaged above
the water line. It is believed that she can
be towed off. No lives were lost on the
Olga. The only other man of war in the
harbor was the British corvette, Canti-
lope, which arrived here in February.
Her machinery was very powerful and
she was capable of steaming at the rate
of sixteen knots an hour. She narrowly
escaped going ashore at the same place
with the Adler, but just as she was
about to strike the reef she letgo her
anchors and in the faceof a terrible
wind sailed out of the harbor and put to
B,
The merchant vessels which were
wrecked were principally small erafts
Nearly all of them were d:rown on the
reaef near the wreck of the Adler. But
one or two beached with slight damage.
One of these was & scnooner belonging
to a German trading company and she
was made ready at once to send to Tutu-
til to meet the Oceanic S.eamship Co.'s
steamer Mariposa from San Francisco,
so that the naws of the disaster could be

cabled to Europe and America.

One hundred American and German
sailors are quartered in Apia and for a
few days r the storm subsided the
greatest confusion was present e B
where. A large number of men on the
Vandalia and severnl on other vessels
were badly injured falling from the
rigging and from thrown about
the deck by the terrible seas, and it was
necessary to provide a temporary hospi-

tal for their accommodation. Many men
from the wrecked vessels became intox-
ieated as soon as they reached shore and
the town was placed under a strong
guard of United States marines. Bodies
soon commenced to be washed ashore
and almost every hour a funeral pro-
eession could be seen passing along the
street on its way to the cemeteries,
Many bodies were horribly mangled by
striking against the reef and were be-
yond identification.

The force of the storm was never
eqalled in this pert of the world. The
barometers had been falling steadily for
several days previous to the storm and
and it commehced to blow Friday af
ternoon March 15th, and continued un-
til Sunday morning. The rain fell in
torrents during the whole time and great
clouds of sand swept over the town. Hun-
dreds of people stood on the beach and
watched the awful spectable in harbor.
The vessels all had a full head of steam

on and three orfour anchorsout.
The yards and topmasts were down
and every precaution was taken to en-

sure the safety of the shipa but the wind
constantly shifted from northeast to
northwest and the force wasso great
that the vessels d their anchors
sll over the harbor and drifted from one
side of the bay to the other and came
into collision a dozen times. Awful seas
broke over the decks and torrents of
water rushed down the hatohways and
put out the fires. There was great con-
fusion among the men on several ves-
sels early Saturday morning, but the
officers did noble work and the men be-
came orderly and attentive to their du-
ties and stood bravely in the face of
er. 'The people on shore could not
lend assistance to the ships although
hundreds ran to the waters edge and
stood in the blinding storm watching the
it vessals tossed about on waves or
rift on to total destruction against the.
reofs.

The sea broke upon the reef with a
roaring sound and washed far upon the
beach carrying with it large quantities
of wreckage, The watchers on the shore
were submerged time after time and
many were injured by ﬂfutu:ﬁ:mhm
Great clouds of sand filled air
cut the face and body like a knife.
Everything was drenched with rain, but
the brave men stood shivering in the
storm prepared to render whatever as-
gistance might be ible. The na-
tives wided out into the surf where no
white man could live and many a life
was saved throught their efforts. Ameri-
cans and Germans were treated alike and
no thought was given to the state of war
between the Germans and themselves
Men who fought the Germans at Vailele
afew months before now battled with
waves and risked their lives to save their
enemies from a watery ve.

The storm raged furiously for nearly
two days, but when the wind finally
sbated the seene of destruction was aw-
ful. On the shore houses were unroof-
ed and blown down and trees and fences
were thrown across streets so that pas-
sage was almost stopped. The fleet of
war ships which a few days before float-
ed guitely in the bay and almost filled
the little harbor, now lay seattered alon
the beach wrecked and dismantel
Out of geventeen vessels but two small
schooners, badly damaged, alone re-
mained. The survivors of the disaster
seemned dazed, they had seen friends and
comrades swept away from their gras
and go down to death, and had expe
to follow with every wave that broke over
the vessels. Long exposure had rem-
dered them weak and exhansted, and
very few had tasted food for thirty-six
hours. Many had clung to the riggi
without a particle of clothing an
bore marks of terrible suffering. The
hotels in Apia were thrown open and
both native and foreign residents did all
in Fieir power toaccomodats the wrecked
sailors.

Sax Fraxcisco, April 15.—Steamship
Alameda arrived at hor wharf at nine
o'clock this morning, from Australia
She touched at the Samoa Islands and
has on board a number of officers and
sailors from the men of war wrecked in
Apia harbor.

Sas Fraxcisco, April 13.—The steam-
ship Alameda, of the Ocean Line, com-
manded by H. G. Morse, arrived here at
9o'clock this morning, having sailed
from Sydney March2). She had one of
the roughest tripsin her experience, en
countering gales and heavy seas until
she reached Homoluln. She stopped at
Tutuilla Island, of the Samoan group, at
10 o'clock on the morning of Marcll: 29,
where she found the American schooner
Equator, with the American mails and
ten men from the American warships
wrecked at Apis. Commander Morse,
upon hearing of the disaster to the
Americon shipsat once sailed for Apia.
On the way he met the mail cutter and
received the German mails.

At Apin she took on board 56 wound-
ed seamen also Lieutenant Rllrle{md
Surgeon Corder, making in all 42 men
from wrecked vessels. The steamship
reached Hooolulu April 6th, leaving
there Lieutenant Ripley and 20 wounded
seamen to come up on the Honolulu
steamer. The Alameda brought the fol
lowing naval cadets trom the man-of-war
Burton: R. Slocker, F. W. Hebbe, B. C.
