sions of this section shall be desmed
guilty of s misdemsanor, and upon con
viction shall be punished by a fine of
not lass than 8100, or by imprisonment
in the county jail for not less than one
month nor more than six months, or by
buth such fine and imprisonment.

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THE CELEERATION.

The Mexicans of Toeson and Thelr
Friends Celebrating in Grand Style
To-day.

There was music in the air last night
and joy in the souls of ths Mexicans,
There was marching and countermarch-
ing. Bright uniforms and shining bay-
oneta gleamed in the light of the strag-
gling lamp posts to be found on Military
plaza, as the guards of honor went
through their maneuvers. The music
was vonfined principally to the National
air of Mexico. The platform on Mili-
tary plaza was decorated with the na-
tional colors of both Mexico and the
United States, an immense flug of the
United States on the left side and one
of Maexico, of equal size, on the right.
Various Moxioan mottoes waere displayed
and a prefusion of smaller flags of Mex
ivo,

Long belore the designated hour
crowds bagan to gather at the platform.
A large number of chairs had been pro-
vided in front of the platform, but there
wis not enough te sccommodate the
twentieth part that had arrived at
7:30. The plaza was covered with peo
ple, Bsome squatted in groups and great
numbars promenading.

At Bo'clock the band appesred and
played the Natiooal Air, which was re-
ceived with great enthusinsm.

Senor Refino Velez. Vice-Connsel of
Mexico wes the first speaker, who de-
livered a lecture on the Independence
of Mexico. He spoke with ease, and
while the Crmzex reporter could not
understand, yet it was plamn by the ap-
pearance of the Mexicans, that he had
touched a8 responsive chord in their
heorta.

Senor Velez was followad by more mu-
sic, after which, Mr. K. [{onstadt, the of

ficial orstor, delivered an addrers. The
address wus well wi, apd at its
conclusion tho speaker waus given a

gennine ovation, thase on the pladform
crowding around, and shaking him by
the hand. -

The hymn of Juarez was then sang by
Messrs. Befino Velez and Miguel Car-
rillo, accompanied by Henry Levin on
the piano.

A salute of 21 guns were fired at the
conelusion of the locture by the Mexi
can Viee-Consul, and the firing of bombs,
and the noise nnd swish of other fire-

works could be Leard in every part of
the cily.
All the busincess Lhovses, owned by

Mexicans were decorated with Chinese
lanteros and the national colors of Max-
1co; also, residavces ull over the eity
were made aliractive n o like manner.
Col. 1'uirr was #goin to the front, and
had his store «n Congress street sur-
rounded with green trees from the
banks of the Saota Cruz, with maoy
Mexican and Amarican Hags and bunt

ing displayed in their brunches. The Col-
onel annonnced several days ago that he
would display his patniotism, sund he
made ths announcement goold in a ecred-
itable manper.

This morning between lour and five
o'clock the slumlering people of Tucson
were nwiked by muosie, and the firing of
boumbs: Mexicans were seen hurryving
from every direction lovards the Cathe-
dral, where services were held in honor
of the Consulate of Mexivo, who was sa-
lated by the severa! guards of honor.
The guards also paraded the street this
MOTRING.

M 12 o'clock another salute of 21
guns was fired.

At 3:30 the participants will meet io
Church Plaza. where the patriotie citi
zeng, the triumphal car, guards of
Juarez and Diaz, the invited sovieties,
Mexicans, and friends of Mexicans will
form a procession, which will file out of
the plaza into the streets designated by
Grand Marshal W. G. Samaniego, in the
following order.

3—Guards of Porfirio Dias.

5—The guards of Juarez.

The Mohawk Valley,

Mr. Chas. D. Spencer was in the city
yesterday from the Mohawk walley.
This valley is at present attrecting con-
siderable attention, and isina fair way
to become an' early evidence of what
a little capital and plenty of energy can
accomplish in reclaiming arid lands in
Arizona. The Mobawk canal, of which
Spencer was one of the constructors,
was commenced two years ago, and is
now complete, the main canal being
22 miles long, with a parallel branch
16 miles in length.

Mr. Spencer is enthusiastic over the
-:n{auhilitjea of the valley, and thinks it
will prove the equal of Sonora in the
production of all kinds of citrus fruits
The climate and soil sre similar, and ex-
periments already made have demon
strated thatthe lime, lemon and orange
will flourish in the Mohawk valley. The
climatie conditions makes it peculiarly
favorable for raisen culture. The light
rain precipitation will allow the raisen
to cure perfectly and without danger of
being injured by moisture.

About one thousand acres were culti
vated this year and the crops have Leen
entirely  satisfactory. Most all the
cereals have been rawsed, and consider-
ble alfalfa. Everv acre of land has, of
course, been taken, and there is at
present a number of people there put-
ting their land in shape for cultivation.
There will be an influx of people this
fall and several thousand acres will he
cultivated in Mohawk Valley next vear
for the first time.

Mr. Spencer came from Sacramento
two years ago, where he was at one time
connected with the Record-Union. He
has grest faith in the luture of Arizona.
and Mohawk valley in particular.

TO WOO SWEET SLEEP.

MANY SCHEMES EMPLOYED FOR
CONQUERING INSOMNIA.

The Disciplined Brains of Great Soldiers.
The Hop Pillew of Our Forefathers—A
Flan That Would Canse Architects
Trouble—Wet the Head.

If any unusually acute inventor could
tell us of an infallible contrivance for
going to sleep just when we wish to do
s0 there can be no doubt whatever of the
substantial benefit which would thereby
be secured for mankind. Some fortunate
individuals, like Napoleon I, can com-
mand sleep the moment they lay their
beads on the pillows, others find them-
selves all through life sleeping the sleep
of the just every night, without difficulty
teing experienced as to occasional wake-
fulness, except when illness happens to
EBupervene.

The Duke of Wellington, who alwass
slept on a camp bedstead, had a maxim
that when a man turned in bed it was
time to turn out; and here it may be re-
awarked that great soldiers appear to be
peeuliarly constituted in their power to
summon sleep at will, Possibly this may
Lt due to the habits of discipline whick
they have learned. They say to their
grains, “Go to sleep,” and at onoce ths
word of command is obeyed.

WITH HEADS TO THE NORTH.

We are all familinr with the stereo-
typed advice in cases of this kind te

‘turn the pillow,” to “think of some
thing else,” or to imagine and count a
number of mountain sheep going through
u gate. Many a time and oft has the too
wakeful brain worker attempted to carry
these and similar prescriptions into
tice, usually with results disproportionata
w the efforts involved.

It may be said without much exaggera-
tion that the man who can first imagine
a flock of sheep, then a half open gate,
and then can foroe Lis hypothetical sheep
to go through oue by one without crowd-
#ng or dodging or turning tail, is fit for
treason, stratagems or writing the sub-
iimest poetry. He is no ordinary man,
und it is for ordinary individuals that
the saving prescription is required,

Among prescriptions of a more or less
sensible kind which have been at varions
times propounded and netually put into
use for inducing sleep may be mentioned
the hop pillow, in which cur forefathers
bad considerable faith, the narcotic es.
sential oil which produces the hop scent
being supposed to be exceedingly sopo-
rific.

The hop pillow was used by George ITT
pabitually when that monurch suffered
from insomnia. Then 8. A. Ellis long
ago announced asn grand discovery
the Scottish Curative Mesmeric associa-
tion that sleep was all & matter of whick
way one’s head points.

In a certain direction the electricity of
the carth, which Is supposed to flow be-
tween the poles, pusses along the body,
and so tends to the enjoyment of repose.
Persons wishing to avoid sleepless nights
must therefore, Mr. Ellisadvised, always
sleep south by north, with their heads
pointing in their latter direction, and
they must most religiously avoid attempt-
ing to slumber if their bed lies east and
west,

The idea boasts some supporters nowsa-
days, but the consequences of its univer-
sal prevalence would lead to extraordi-
pury results. For example, architecta
would have greater difliculties in build-
Ing suitable private residences than they
encounter even now, if they were obliged
to put their doors and fireplaces so that
every apartment would allow of a bed
being situated in exactly the same posi-
tion all over the house.

Let us imagine slso a country house,
where the gentlemen all retired to bed
about 12 o'clock, the ladies having de
parted to rest long before, What a rude
awakening would ensus for the latter
when they were suddenly roused by hear
ing horrible rumblings as of thunder in
the rooms on every side, and sbove them!
They would think it was an earthquake
without doubt; whereas, as & mere mat-
ter of fact, it would be only that each
guest was simultanecusly attempting to
shift his four poster into consonance
with the teachings of electrical ecienca

A PROFOUND SECRET.

There was, moreover, a London gentle-
@an who years ago really believed he
had found an absolutely certain prescrip-
tion for banishing wakefulness, and he
wus willing to impart his knowledge to
others for a handsowme fee on the express
condition that the information should
*go no further.”

When the sleep practitioner died one
of his patiesnts informed an expectant
world that the grand secret was simpiy
this: A person lying in bed and attemp-
ting to sleep usually breathes through
his nostrils, and the breath so emitted is,
In cold weather, quite visible.

All that has to be done is for the sub-
Ject to think of his own breathing, to
imagine that he sees every breath that
Issues from his nostrils, and ina moment
or two he will fall into a refreshing
slamber, There may be some virtus in
this prescription, though common scnse
would be inclined to suppose that the
mere bother of imagining anything what-
ever would be so tiresome as to excite
the brain and banish sleep much farther
off than ever.

Some persons, bowever, testified to the
wmpleto efficacy of the breathing plan.
Alfred Smee, the authorof **Elements of
Electro-Biology,™ ulso attempted tosolve
the puzzie why sleep, when much needed,
Is often alwgether denied. He referred
the whole matter to the region of *‘the
Sio-dynamic circuit,” but the practical
prescription was to wet the top of the
bead with cold aater, and he asserts
that he has thus often obtained for a
sufferer :est when every other means
cave failed.
