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Up to date there have been no seizures
of seal poachers in Behring sea, although
there is an immense fleet of pirates in
those waters.

The Central American war is in full
blast. So far, the little republic of Sal-

vador, although inferior in size and po-

pulation to Guatemala, is decidedly in
the lead. Mexico has decided to remain
neutraL

Under the old Jeffersonian doctrines,
over which our democratic friends never
quit talking, the great northwest would
6till be a howling wilderness, and no
railroad would, as yet, have spanned the
continent. Democracy offers no induce-
ment to the development of a country.
When a section has already attained its
growth and is ready to fence in, then de
mocracy will do, but not till then.

Jcst when the subject of irrigation
was uppermost with the people of Ari
zona, Congress withdrew our arid lands
from entry. Major Powell, who intro-
duced the resolution, was no doubt im
bued with the belief that frauds were
being committed, and that some men
were receiving more land than they were
entitled to; but the absolute withdrawal
of arid lands from entry is an injustice
to the settlers of this territory, and con-

gress ought not to adjourn until it un-

does its former blind work, and restore
the rule that prevailed before the arid
lands were withdrawn from entry.

As time passes, new discoveries of
valuable resources are being made in
Arizona, and as the variety of the mate-
rials useful in the arts extends, there
comes a hoite that the future years will
develop many valuable avenues of wealth
besides the abundance of precious met-

als. Tucson is particularly favored in
this respect by being situated in the
ceater of a country rich in the aggrega-
tion of natural materials for the manu-
facture of many hundreds of different
articles of commerce that should make
almost as many factories hum day and
night.

The expense of the annual trips of
Tucsonites to seaside resorts of Califor-
nia, La great, and they bring back in ex-

change, bronchitis, rheumatism and
asthma. How senseless it seems to make
a pilgrimage to the seaside where the
raw winds start the germs of consump-
tion, and the glare of the shimmering
waters produce weariness of brain and
dimness of vision, while our own bright
mountains possess far greater attrac-
tions, and their cool, soft winds give a

life and vigor that cannot be excelled
anywhere else in the world. All these
beneficent influences and rare attractions
can be Lad almost without expense and
within view of our own valley homes.
The Santa Catalina mountains are des
tined to become famous for their sum
mer resorts and sanitariums, and
people ought to be among the first to
experience and appreciate these advan
tages.

Arizona is truly a wonderful country,
Within its limits are contained natural
advan cages and resources worthy of any
empire and enough to render its people

for centuries. Its mighty
river, the Colorado, for a long distance
is capable of generating power enough
for all needed mills and manufactories,
and there are many smaller streams that
possess good power but in a less degree
its broad valleys can produce all the
grain, fruits and vegetables required
the vast grazing lands are capable of
supporting immense herds of cattle; its
mines yield precious metals in sufficient
quantity for current use; and indeed it
looks to a careful observer that with
cheap and rapid transportation,
'desert" land ought to smile blandly up
on the world as the only really inde
pendent portion of the great sisterhood
of states. The time will come when
Arizona will take its proper rank among
the foremost of the states of the Union
and that glorious time will arrive within
the next decade.

It is not true that western men look
with scorn upon all projects for civiliz
ing Indians. On the contrary, western
men believe that Indians can be civilized.
But they deny that they - are advanced
in civilization by being encouraged in
lawlessness. It must not be forgotten
that, with immunity from punishment
is encouragement to commit crime. The
trouble is that, as a rule, Indians have
not been punished for their crimes in
this Territory. They have been allowed
to return from their murderous raids
to lives of ease and security upon their
reservations. If they had been dealt
with as white men are, when they com
mit murder and robbery, there would be
fewer Indian outbreaks in Arizona to
day. When the Indian is made amen
able to our laws, disarmed, and com
pelled to help support himself, his man
atrement will be an easy task. It is well
enough for eastern cranks to advance
their ideas of Indian management, but
there is no more sincerity or logic in
their doctrine than the recent sauctifi- -

oation of Geronimo and his family.

The business of prospecting is recog

nized to be as legitimate and regular
means of gaining the necessaries of life,
with a chance for some of its luxuries
in the future, as that of the .miner and
mill owner. Every man who has a know
ledge of nature's ways sufficient, under
ordinary circumstances, to render him
able to seek intelligently over the sur-

face of a given section of the country for
mineral veias, possesses something
which has cost him years of toil and
hardship to obtain. Such a laborer is

just as worthy of his hire as one in any

of the other walks cf life, and to think
of being able to secure the services of a
competent prospector for a mere grub-

stake, with tobacco and clothes thrown
in, is the height of absurdity. The only

sensible method, and the one which is

regarded with most favor among those
with whom the business of prospecting
and mining stands in a favorable light,
is that by which the prospector employ-
ed is furnished with means and material
to operate quickly and economically, ac-

cording to the dictates of his judgment.

The Democratic senators are de
nouncing the tariff bill under the most
embarrassing and distressful circum-
stances. No one listens to them.

It is fortunate for the census enumer
ators that they do Hot depend upon the
town3 or cities they have counted, or
pretended to count, for their salaries.

Republicans will ban die the recipro
city question as harmoniously and ef
fectively as they did the silver issue.
and once more disappoint the democ
racy.

The wheat crop of Europe is reported
to be a failure this year. This will in
sure our farmers a sufficient advance in
prie to compensate them for losses
former years.

So far, Secretary Blaine has yielded
nothing in the Behring sea controversy
The firm and lofty attitude maintained
by our secretary standr out in bold con
tra6t to the apologetic policy of Ex-Se- c

retary Bayard.

The greatest intelligence, the highest
civilization, the most perfect protection
of life and property, the greatest average
wealth, the most even distribution
property, and the greatest contentment
and happiness among all classes of poo
pie, has been attained in localities where
Republicanism was the dominant politi
cal sentiment.

It is a noticeable fact that eastern
people are making closer inquiries into
the resources of Arizona with a view of
becoming identified with its future pros
perily. They are generally men of means,
and they bring in those requisites of
good citizenship money and manhood
Arizona has plenty of room for such
class of settlers, and they will find
hearty welcome here.

He undertook
bring about a confederation by force
ana lauea disastrously, ms successor
apparently cherishes the same doctrine,

The gi6t of the Behring sea contro
versy may be summed up as follows
Blaine claims that the sea in dispute is
a closed sea, inasmuch as it was such
when controlled by Russia; consequently
our purchase of Alaska gives us the same
jurisdiction over these waters as was ex
ercised by Russia before the sale. On
the other hand, Lord Salisbury mi
tains thst Behring waters are open to
British fishermen, and bases his argu
nient on the fact that we have never of
ficially declared the sea to be a closed
one. uis argument is a very poor oae
indeed, and will not materially help the
solution of Behring sea affairs in favor of
Great Britain. If England ha ; :io better
claim upon the fisheries of Alaska than
the one at present advanced by Salis
bury, the sooner the controversy is drop
ped, the better it will be for the diplo
matic reputation of Britain's representa
tive.

Time is money. In this advanced age
of modern progress, expedition is para
mount to nearly every other considera
tion. The fastest meaus of locomotion
acquires the greatest amount of traffic,
and the ingenuity of the best engineers
of the world is taxed to overcome
circumvent the natural obstacles or in
ternational intercourse. Mountains form
no barrier to the successful construc
tion of railroads, and huge rivers
spanned with gigantic bridges' for their
accommodation. Millions of dollars are
expended to save a few hours time be-

tween large commercial marts, and on
the broad ocean every possible device
for rapid transit is being brought into
requisition. The events crowded into one
day of the present are greater than those
of a decade in the slow centuries of the
past. This is an age of concentration
ana me wnoie iorce oi manKina seems
bent on the annihilation of time and dis
tance, and intensifying centuries of ex
perience and knowledge into a few short
years of busy life.

Capital, capital, is the cry from all
kinds and classes, in all communities.
The universal cry is capital, from one
end of the land o the other. Every
thing could be done with it; everything
could be undone with it; all sorts of
people could be helped or relieved, and
all sorts of schemes could be floated. In
fact, capital is supposed to be the neces
sity of the age. Unfortunately, it if

much easier asked for than obtained.
and much easier spent than increased
The miner wants it to develop his claim
or buy machinery; but if it doesn't pan
out properly, and fails, it is because he
needed more capital and couldn't get it.
The speculator wants it for investment
in stocks on which he has a "point." If
he loses after getting it, the reason is,
he didn't have more to make good his
margins. The manufacturer needs it to
enlarge his business and increase his es
tablishment, and half the time branches
out on a larger scale than is good for
him. Then, again, the farmer wants it
to make himself land-poo- r; or he wants
it to hold his crop until next year, when,
if prices are low, he is sorry he had the
capital, as the interest and poor markets
combined set him back two or three
years. Tne lazy man wants it to keep
from working, and when he don't get it
which he don't continues to be lazy.
The capitalist, that mighty man who
has it, wanti it just like the re6t and
keeps it. The funniest thing is, that
people' all want this large amount of
money called capital, although they
know if they get it they will be called
bloated monopolists," but they do not

seem to mind these consequences at all.

In fact, the capitalists bear it meekly
and never respond. There must be some-

thing in the possession of money which
makes a man feel so independent that he
can afford to be called names. We verily
believe there are men in this world who

would submit to being called all the
names in the 6lang dictionary, and any
impromptu ones that could be invented,
if they could thereby be possessed of
55,000 or $10,000.

Peo
pie who know Arizona only as a desert
country will laugh at the idea that it
can be made an agricultural country, but
the future will prove that its deserts can
be converted iuto wheat fields. Our ad
vanced teason will command for u

better market than any other portion of

the United States, inasmuch as our pro
ducts will reach the markets at a time
when prices are at their highest point.
Our seasons are long and several crops
can be grown during the year, giving the
farmer his choice of time in marketing
his products. In looking over the future
possibilities of Arizona in this direction
we can see only the brightest hopes of
the most wonderful prosperity.

An effective legislation should be
promptly enacted to enable the po6t
office department to purge the mails of
all letters, newspapers and circulars re-
lating to the business. It may also be
necessary to so regulate the carrying of
letters by express companies as to pre
vent the use of those agencies to main
tain communication between lottery
companies and their agents or custom
era in others cities. I hope that such
proper powers as are necessary to that
end will be given to the post office d
partment.
