Now, criticiam of the tobaceo tarifl by
the heralds of & revenue only eystem in-
vites nttention to the treatment of the
eubject under the British revenue law,
which is so pearly suited to the potions
of “peform” workers in this country.
(irest Britain levies a tarifl on tobaceo
ranging from 87 cents per pound on the
nutural leaf to 132 per pound for the
mupufactured article, and collects im the
peighborbood of #0000,000 in some
vents—or about half the revenue that
comes from ber tarif,

Bat inasmuch as tobacco is & crop
1i:41 can be grown on & variety of soils,
snd under conditions known to prevail
