The new hotel, when
built, will be of stone and brick. The
article of mud will s;.s :a a tlieie for
the pioneers, and will iie wuu ojd
missions, Aztec ruins and the like.
Twenty years hence the bric-a-br-

relic hunting fiend, will gloat over
pieces of the ancient adobe and per-
haps label his treasures as the
handiwork of the ancients, whose build-
ing material was but sun dried earth.
The adobe has done good work; it was
the master material of its day, but mod-

ern progress is fast forcing it aside for
brick and stone, and as a building ma-

terial so far as Tucson is concerned
it has, we believe, taken its adieu for-

ever.
