MINING IN MEXICO.

Report of Consul Willaro to the U.
S- - Government.

X sales i: .Til.

The consul of the L'nitod States at
Guaymas, Hoa. A. Willard, reports to
his government the following concerning
miniog maiters in Sonora: The quality
of minerals exported from the consular
district the past year is but a little more
or less than that of the previous year.
The metals of the centre and north of
the state are sent to tho smelting works
of the United States and those of the
south (Alamous) are generally sent to
Mszatlan, (Sinaloa) and from there they
are shipped to Europe and the United
States. The concession authorized by
the (state government to oome Ameri-

cans for t'ae estaulishment of reduction
works has not been complied with; and
for that reason Souoru is lacking the
means of reducing its metals. The only
classes of miuos which are being worked
are those of g"ld and tilver, but princi-

pally of the first. In mauy parte veins
of copper, tin, iron, antimony an.l de-

posits of cinnabar are found, but are not
worked. In the coal deposits there has
been some work done to obtain ccmbus-tabl-

for the machinery of tho mining
enterprises of the vicinity. It is said
that it is abundant and of a good quali-
ty of anthracite, and that it contains SO

to 90 per cent cf carbon. The veins or
deposits vary between 1 and 10 feet in
thickness. These deposits are i ccessi-b!- e

from the coast at little cost. The
Sonora railroad gete im coal at Blosburg,
New Mexico, at acoitof rcarly $l'i silver
per ton. TLe steamers are fupi-lle-

pricC't ally at Snn Francisco and Nlazit- -

lan. The plumbago mines near the bo-no- ra

railroad have b e;: by t
American company which sends the
mineral in small quantities to San Fran
cisco. The deposits cf cini abac have
not been developed, as few superficial ex-

cavations only having been made, whiuh

pected. The '"Concessions" of "Mineral
Zones" made underc he law of 1SS7, have
produced the esuit that it was believed
would be jjros?cuted in the develop-
ment of certain parts of the country,
rich in minerals of gold and silver. Many
of the persons who obtained concessions
expected that they would be nble to
organize companies in the United States
and Europe, who would contribute the
necessary capital to work theee mines
(the law fixes the sum cf 6200,000 as the
mummuui quantity (capital) which
could be invested) and nor. being able to
organize them, various of the concess-
ions of mines situated in this state havo
been forfeited.

PIMA'S GREAT CAMP,

Three New Concentrator! Four New-Mine-

Being Opened.

A not unimportant feeder of Tuceon
is the Saginaw camp, which is coming
more and more to the fore as a mining
centre. With thirty ooil claims in its
borders, two well devtv properties
and plenty more protnibing equally well
its lookout is bright.

The centre of industry there is of
course the Saeinaw mine. This was the
first developed, and is an established
paying proposition. The three new con-
centrators are on the ground, and will
befput up immediately. These with
the three already on the ground will
handle the full capacity of the mill a
ton an hou. Nine men are at work,
five in the mine and three in the mill.
The ore work is both from the mire and
on the dump, tbeoutputof the mine Le
ing half the capacity cf the mill. Half
of the great dump of four months ago is
concentrated, and that left is rar idly di-
minishing. The miners are working on
the 250 foot level, partly for the devel-
opment of additional water. The body
of ore at this depth is 11 feet in width.
A shipment of 15 tons of concentrates
was made yesterday.

At the Dakota four men are working
on the cross cut. The property develops
well, and there is 200 tons of tine oro on
the dump. At the present depth, over
100 feet, the ore body is 10 feet from
wall to wall.

Ferguson and Sherwood have two
men developing the St. Charles, on the
big hilL Here they have a good find, it
is reported.

A. Olsen has two men working on his
claim west of the Saginaw, with satis
factory results, it is reported. They
sink 50 feet in accordance with contract.

Hurley and Ie Barron were in a convey-
ance going to Casa Grande when tbey
were hailod and robbed by Miller who
detained them as prisoners. Later Sax
came along in a wagon, and was hailed
and robbed by Miller. Just after getting
through with Sax and trenching him ic
the brush with Dr. Hurley and Le
LJarron, the stage ccmea!ocg,and Miller
promptly level ed his shot gun cn the
driver, reined him up and ordered him
to throw out Wells, Fargo & Co's
treasure box and the United States mail.
After going through the treasure box
and ciai!, M iller order, d the stage driver
to move on, and later allowed Dr. Hur-
ley, L3 Barron and Sax to pursue their
journey. That 6vetiing Miller went to
Casa Grande- - to procure food and per-
haps to ta e the rail. ay train to leave
the country. Justice of th Peace O.
M. Marshal and Constable Cummings,
of Casa Grande, thought that Miller
tiiied the description .f the stage robber
and prorr ptly arrested him. Miller sub-
sequently confessed that he was the
nin wiio committed the robberies. He
was tried at Lawrence for robbing Wells,
Fargo snd Co's treasure box and sen
tenced to Yuma for fourteen years.
After serving in Yuma about two years
and a half, Miller was pardoned by
acting Governor Murphy nr.d went at
once to California. Later Miller was
charged with holding up the stage and
robbing Wells, Fargo & Co.'s treasure
box of a considerable amount of money
and gold dust.

United States Marshal Gard arrested
Miller about two months ago in Los
Anireles and he was brought back to
Florence, and tried on the ISth instant
for robbing the Uuited States mail and
was sentenced to ten years hard labor in
the San Quentin penitentiary. Miller
was brougt from Florence to Casa
Grande on Wednesday, by Deputy
United States Marehal John V. Paul, and
a guard named Truman.

A11 abc ird" was the sumoioas I obey
ed on the 8th iust., 1 p. m s;nd a minute
liter the train had crossed the boundary
between Uncle Sam and Mexico at Xo-gal-

whereupon the grips and budgets
of the passengers were irspectel by a
Mexican custom house officer. Then
steaming up grade for six miles a sum
mit of about 4000 ft. was reached, thence
a short distance a halt was made at
Ensigna, moaning white oak, a most ap
propriate name from the oak studded
hills surrounding it. Descending one of
the hesd branches of the Magdalina
river a fine view of the surrounding
country was presented from the car
windows. The valley is narrow with an
occasional patch cf corn or wheat, the
latter garnered and threshed by the
primitive methods of the ancient Israel-
ites.

The
company has secured 15,(00,000 feet of
stumpage from the Sonora government.
Messrs Roy & Titcomb, .Nogales, are
the financial agents of the company.

Passing through a similar country
end a number of unimportant stations,
two hours run from place of departure,
brings us to Cerro Bianco, the site of
the quartz mill, being erected by the
Imuris Milling &, Mining Company.

The erection of the mill is under the
management o C. A. Frise, master me-
chanic, who represents the great foundry
firm of Fraser fc Chalmers of Chicago.
This firm is the sole manuTucturers of
the comparatively new steam single
stamp mill of IkO tons capacity. The
one here being erected is a l"2ll ton mill,
with guaranteed capacity of 100 toes
daily, and equal to the ordinary 40
stamp.

The noveUy cf inspecting a mill cap
able of performing such a wonderful
feat was the quickening impulse with
me in concluding to visit this place.
Many practical mining men whom I
have lately met are inchned to doubt
tho possibility of what is claimed for
this kind of mill, hence I felt it must
prove of some public interest to get the
leading facts concerning the same, for
publication. I was assured that the
steam stamp mill is co longer an ex-
periment, there being now over a dozen
of the larger siza- - ia successful operation
in the Lake Superior copper district more
than half that number in Australia, sev-
eral at the Anaconda, Montana, and one
or more in Japan. So successful have
they proven that in no case mentioned
have they been discarded, but on the
contrary they are now being adopted in
the mines of the Black Hilts and other
large mining districts. The engine to
be used is a 100 horse power.

By F. H. Segmour, general superinten-
dent, I was generously accorded every
facility of obtaining the ic formation 1
fought. Four or five months at least
will be required to put the mill in read-
iness for work. It should be of interest
to state that a saving of labor equal to
three men is effected in its operation
over that of any other mill, and also
that its durability is much greater.
Furthermore, it is claimed that it is
more than 50 per cent cheaper than any
other plant of equal capacity.

The mill site at Cerro Blanco is in
all respects pronounced admirable; be-

sides in a scenic point cf view it affords
attractions. At this point the vality
proper is wider than above and ia
adorned with numerous wide spreadiLg
oaks.wnile smooih,eparsely timbered and
grnss covered plateaux extend fi.r out
on either tide till lost in a succession of
ruountaia n.nges.

FOR CATTLEMEN- -

Cattlemen of Pima county of past
years suffered loss from vandals who
drove off, a few at a time, stork belong
ing to various ranchers, selling them to
Tucson butche s, cf ten offering them at
cheap rates, that there might be no
delay of sale. In the aggregate these
losses have been considerable, and large-

ly to their efforts is due the passage of
bill 105, of the last legislature, appoint-
ing live stock inspectors, with the duties
of inspecticg all brands, seeing that no
cattle were sold having unrecorded
brands, and that vents, or shoulder
brands were on all stock sold for local
consumption.

F. A. Kelly is inspector for the Tuc-
son district, appointed by I. N. Towre
member of the Live Stock Sanitary
Commission, on June 1st. Mr. Kelly is
already making changes in the cattle
workings of his district, and there is
growling and hard language at his in-

spectorship and the sixteenth legisla-
ture in placing such restrictions on cattle
jobbers. One man is particularly wroth
at the detention of eight head, now in
the corral at Silver Lake, awaiting the
application of a recorded bracd. He has
been arrested a number cf times on cat-

tle troubles and uses the same vent an
unrecorded ono for eight or ten brands
of cattle. Until he records bis brand
the cattle will beheld.

The number of stock inspected in
the district varies. One day 150 head
were inspected. The intentun of the in-
spector is to straighten cut many ways
that are crooked and devi. us in the
cattle business of the Tucson district,
and that very soon.

At the recorder's office the bracd
book is the object of considerable search
of late, and a grand rush of negligent
cattlemen wanting to place their cattle
marks on record is expected. Among
cattle laws of the sixteenth legislature,
one makes it an act of fraud punishable
cs such to brand stock with a brand
not ou record.

The duties of the inspectors are as
follows:
AN ACT TO PROTECT THE INTERESTS OF

L.1VE STOCK PRODUCERS.

Section 1. It is hereby made the duty
of the Live Stock Sanitsry Commission to
appoint live stock inspectors, who shall
hold their office at the will and pleasure
of such commission; whose duty it
shall be to inspect all stock about to be
killed for sale, or to be or being shipped
or driven from or through tho territory
of Arizona, and to make suro that any
and all stock being shipped or driven
as aforesaid are not stolen property and
that the person or persons in charge
thereof are the owners thereof, or are
properly authorized to handle said stock,
And any 6tock being handled without
such authority shah be seized by said
inspector, and the party or parties shall
be required to immed lately and care
fully return such stock to the range of
the owner. The party or parties in
charge of stock that should be inspected
6ha!l notify the nearest inspector whea
they shall ship or drive, so that such
stock may be inspected, and when in-

spected said parly or part.es in charge
shnll forthwith pay to suid inspector
three cents per head when the number
inspected is one hunared or more, r.nd
five cents per head when tie
number inspected is lees than one hun
dred, for such inspection, whereupon
the inspector shall give a fully explana-
tory receipt for the amount to be paid
ana received. ro siock snail oe un
necessarily detained for inspection. Any
person or persons in charge of stock
as hereinbefore mentioned, subject to
inspection, who shall refuse an inspector
opportunity and assistfance to fully in
spect said stock, or refuse to pay said
fee, 6hall be deemed guilty of misde
ineanor. And sucn inspector nau en
ter in a book kpt for that purpose.
record cf such inspection, show the date
and place of making the same, the came
of the perccn or persons in charge of
said stock, the number, kind and de
scription of stock together with their
marks and brands and ah other and
further and necessary information,
which said book shall be open to inspec
tion of all persors.

fcec. o. Any person, persons, nrm or
company violating any of the provisions
of this act shall be guilty of a mis
demeanor, and upon conviction therof
shall pay a hne or not lens than fifty
dollars nor more than five hundred dol
lars.

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect and
be in force thirty days after its passage,
