out by tha authorities of the treasury
department.  Hence the present
stringency in the money market snd
the unprecedeated exportations of gold,
aad the Suerman law had absolutely
nothing to do wi h it.
Second—The free silver men neither
originated nor advocated the Shermaon
law, but were toreed to accept it by the
opposition n8 & compromiss.
