PAULINE FEYER GONE.

Death of an Arizona Woman of as

Romantic Career.

An Actress Her Startling Toast up
A Spy Her Great Services A

Mother Her Utter Bereave
mentAn Old Woman

Her End- -

Pauline Cushman-Frye- r, one of the
most noted women of Arizona, tor years
at Casa Grande, where she was well
known aod highly respected, is dead.
She didd in San Francisco, "childless
and grayhxired" the San Francisco Call
says. to

She has lived in San Francisco for
the past three years.

This handsome, daring woman, who
during the war filled the country with
her fame, but died in obscurity, was I

born in 1S33. Her life was a romance. in

She was tbe daughter of a Spanish $1
refugee, who became a tradesman in
New Orleans, where Pauline was born.
and afterward an Indian trader at Grand der
Rapids, Mich. As ebe grew to woman
hood the charms cf her person and the
impressiveness of her manners drew her
lrresis'ibly to the stag.

Early in June of 18G3 while playing to
in Wood's theater, lxuiimlle, Ky she
receivtd many attentions from paroled
Confedernte officers who were then at
Kentucky's chief city. With a desire of
matting a parade of secession sentiment ef
one of the officers proposed to her to
offer in the midst of oae of her parts a
toast to Jen! Uavis and the southern on
Confederacy. She promised to but was in
loyal to tne union, and in the meantime
decided to enter its secret service as as
a epy. ing

Miss Uushman took tbe formal and
solemn oath administered before enter-
ing that hazardous brncb of the service, or
and the following nght on the stage at
Woods theater, while the eyei of a
large audience were fixed upon her in to
a supper scene, she proposed this as-
tounding toast:

"Here s to Jen Davis and the south
ern Confederacy; may the south always
m intain hernonorand her rights"

This sentiment fell on the audience
like a bombshell. She was dismissed
from the company for it.

Then followed services in information not
of the enemy's fortifications and move
ments that were of untold value to the
union, one was captured twice, Dut are
sca(ed. The Second time she feigned in-

tense sickness, and her execution was a
postponed. Before it came off Gen. Bragg, by
her custodian, was forced to evacuate
and 6be escaped.

Soon after the close of the war Miss
Cushman married Charle6 C. Dickinson,
a musician, whom she met in the army.
They settled in Michigan. Seven be
children were born to them. Four died
in one day of diphtheria, and some years
later the remaining three died within
two days of the same dread disease.
Dickinson died about fifteen yeBrs ago
and his widow married Jerry Fryer,

Fryer came to San
Francisco about three years ago and
has lived there since, though she was
absent twice on visits to Arizona asd I

Texas.
Tnere were several poems in

manuscript wmcn nad been in;
tended by ner to be to news-
papers. The following, entitled "Death

Daybreak," was intended for the
Yuma Sentinel. Although not original
with her, it probably expressed her
mood the time she transcribed it:

I go out when the light conies In.

I shall pass dawn her way to earth
I seek for a path through space.

I shall go out when the light comes in.
Would I might take one ray with me!

LOOKS LIKE STATEHOOD

Demoracy May Urge it in Wash
ington.

Now Where They Need Four
Six Democratic

Senators.

Washington, Dec. C. The result of
the recent election has brought joy
at least to one section of the democra
tic party. The territories which have
been knocking for admission to the
union for some years past now feel
cheered by the outlook and democra
tic delegations from Arizona, New
Mexico and Utah are expected to ar
me in the city immediately after the
opening of the session to urge upon
the party in congress the necessity of
prompt action on the measures con
ferring statehood upon the territories
Ibe possibility, added to the other
fear which has become general in
democratic ranks, that United States
senators are to be oho3en to enter upon
their terms of office March 4. 1893. and
make that body republican makes the
leaders anxious to gam at once what-
ever political advantage possible to de
rive irom ine new territories tnat are
knocking for admission to statehood.

Measures for the admission of New
Mexico, Arizona and Utah, now pend
ing before congress, are to be pressed
to a vote without any needless delay.
