each. The secretary of tha interior|
endorees the bill and the comwissioner
of the gepersl land office has written
& letter in which be takes an advanced
ground in favor of the improvement of
thearid regions by placing the work
under the coptirol of various states.

He esaid: “The states are highly
ipterested 1 the reclamstion of the
arid lands within their boundaries and
the settlement and cuitivation thereof
by individual citizens. The work is too
vast to be undertaken by the genersl
government. Local and community
interest under etate control will shm-
ulate results with far greater seal and
guccess. The principal proposition iv-
volved, the reclamation and eettle-
ment by individusls in smajl holdings,
meets my strong spproval and this il
seems to me to present s full opper
tunity for & practical experiment and
under proper safeguards.”

The states and territoriee 1o which
the bill will upply if it becomes & law
sre: Arizona, Califorois, Colorado,
Idsho, Mantana, New Mexico, Nurth
Drkota, Oregon, South Dakota, Utab,
Washingtos and Wyoming.
