A Mexican Shot in tht, Groin and

to die- -

Some time between 12 p. m. Thurs-
day and early dawn of Friday morning
of last week, n shooting affray, in which
three Mexicans were involved, and which
resulted fatally fcr cne of the partici-
pants, took place on the road leading
from Lucey's Ranch to Fort Bowie.

Owing to the fact that all three par-

ties were intoxicated at the time, and

When they resumed their
journey, all three were intoxicated to
such an extent that a quarrel soon
arose between Cruz and one of the
others.
