The Rale Blrck Fire,
The following are the particulars of

the fire aa given by Mr. W. II. Rule, by
which severe! of his houses were parti-
ally destroyed and considerable furni-
ture ruined.

WITH HIS BOOTS ON.

Con Roiling Shot Dead on the Streets
of Willcox.

Saturday about noon Conrad Rohling,
k&cwn E9 "Big Con," who was of a

stature that made him lool; popitjvely
awkward among ordinary sized men. re-

ceived a wound that put an end to a
most interesting career.

Early in the morning he shock hands
with a friend and, whether in joke or in
arnect, told that friend that before sun

down he would kijl another man or dirt

himself and he kept his word.
The trouble originated over the own-

ership of a certain wagon hub. Some-
thing less than two years ago Rohling
was in the employ of T. D. Morris in the
blacksmith thop and, and returning to
Willcor about a month ago, laid claim
to the worthless old wheal hub, and
seemed determined to have L

Lafrt Saturday morning he went up to
the thop and made a demand for it. The
two Loys who were at work there refused
to let him take it, and he thereupon
started to whip one of them. The other
one, braulio Julias Interferred and com-
pelled Con to leafe. A warrant wai
tiworn out for him and the constable
dianrmed him. Ben1, on murder he again
went up to iht biiicksmith shop and
called out Elias, the man who made him
desif t when he was in for a fight before,
handed him a gun and told him he had
to right.

Fortunately "JeF," as he is called,
happened to have his own gun and, see-
ing his life was in danger, preferred de-

pending on his owu woapoa, whigh bp
pulled out and shot the other man.

When tbe shots were fired the as-

sailants were so close that when the man
killed fell, his clothes v. ere burning.

The bullet entered near the neck and
came out at the back of the head. He
lived about 20 minutes,

A coroner's jury was impaneled con-
sisting of H A Morgan, J F Crowley. P
li Soto, J A Lord, J J Falvey, J Ne- -

veils, P P Preciado, B A Frazet and T
Allaire. After hearing the evidence the
jury returned a verdict of justifable
nomioide.

All that was mortal of Rohling was
laid to rest in the cemetery on Sunday
afternoon, Judge W. F. Nichols reading
the burial ceremony. Quite a number
of bis former friends and acquaintances
followed his remains to their last rest.

SHOOTING AT WULCOX.

Little Blacksmith Kills a Big
Blacksmith and is Cleared.

Inside of two hours one man killed
another and was again a free man. at
Willcox yesterday.

Reports as to the affair are meager.
It seems that two blacksmiths, a large
man named Conrad and a small one
named Monis, had a bitter quarrel. Sat-

urday evening Conrad hunted up his
foe with two pistols. He found the lit
tle man in a 6aloon, and called him ou
side. He held one gun in each hand
and held out the one in his left hand
saying: ''You have got to fight n duel
with me now! Here's a gun for you.
Morris refused the gun. Quick as a cat
be then made a bound and grabbed
Conrad's right hand at the wrist with
his left hand. He then, all in almost
"less than no time," pulled a bulldog
pistol fmm his own hip pocket and fired
upwards twice into Conrad s neck, break
ing it and killing him almost instantly

A coroner's jury was soon summoned
and found the homicide justifiable and
cleared Morris of all blame, declaring
the shooting bad been done in self de
fense.

Frank Diehl has been cleared of the
charge of murder. His case at Silver
City, for shooting a tramp at Lordaburg,
who was about to shoot Conductor
Ilibbs, was a short one. It was Eimply
tbe calling of the case, with an impos
kg array of witnesses fcr the defense.

prosecition, the callicg for evidence in
the prosecution, the statement that there
was none and the dismissal of the case
for lack of evidence.

Crawford and Shannon. Frank , of
Phoenix, Southern Pacific attorney for
Arizona, conducted the case. His con
tingent was facetiously called 'Cox's
army." Mr. Cox went loaded for
strong defense, but aid not need it.
The witnesses for the prosecution were
tramp?, who long ago were set free.

In Tucson much satisfaction Is ex
pressed at the clearing of Diehl. As one
prominent Tucponite said: "Diehl is a
man who would need an awful lot of
provocation to kill that man."
