AvL the talk of the speedy throwing
open of the Fort Bowie reservation
smounts to practicslly nothing. Ex-
ecutive orders creatiog reservations are
sommon enough, but scarcer than ao-
gels visits to Phoenix when it comes to
recpening them to public occupalion
snd settlement, Thers are reservations
in southern Arizona that bsve been
sbondoned for more than twenty-five
years thst are still beld by the govern-
ment, sod slthough oocupied by many
setilers who have made homes thereon,
wo title can be acquired. This may be
due to the weakmess and persoosl inel-
ficiency of our congressiounal represen-
tation, snd probably it . With Mur-
phy io Washington we have hopes fora
chaoge in that direction.

NEW MEXICO AND ARIZONA.

It is hoped that Sepator Faulkner,
who is chairman of the sanate commit-
tee on territories, will do his utmost to
pecure the passsge of the bills admitting
New Mexico and Anzona. Both these
mesasures bave pessed the house, and
they awsit now the action of the senate.
It is understood thet the president
would eigo them both if presented to
him

The democrats msy be ssid to be
committed to the passsge of these bills
by the action of their party in the
house, and republican senators would,
we are sure, offer no opposition. Both
tarritories are prepared for ststehood.
snd 1t is unjust that they have been
kept out of the union so long.

The suggestion that there should be
provision in the New Mexico constitu-
tion agsinst the use of the Mexican
langusge in public schocls is unwise.
In the first place, that is & matter which
should be left to the people of New
Mexico to decide for themeelves. There
is pothing in the constitution of the
Ungited States or the principles upon
which the union was formed requiring
English to be taught or spoken. There
ie nothing eacred in the Eoglish langu-
age; and it is not tbe only tongue in
which the principles of liberty may be
taught It ie true that it would be
well if in =il parts of the unioo the
English language were dominant, for it
is the one commonly employed by
pinety per cent. of the population. But
the people of New Mexico would suffer
more thao the other inhavitants of the
United Statea if theiwr language were
forsign to the one spoken by & msjority
of the people.

The foregommg phsse of the subject
loses its importance, however, from the
fact thet English is rapidly drivicg out
the Spsnisk. DoubtiessSpanish slways
will be spoken in New DMexico, orat
least for several generations, but it will
be only a little while until the Mexican
johebitants will find it necessary to
learn Englieh in order to transact busi-
pese. Unquestionably English ought
to be taught 1o the publio schools of the
territory, but the common sense of the
people will prompt them to insist upon
that. The dominion of the Spavish
will endure but a little while longer.

The erection of state governments in
New Mexico and Arizopa would stimu-
Iste the the growth of those territories
for it would cause an influx of beth
cavital sand immigration. The natural
resources of each territory &re great,
and a large populstion could be main-
tained. Justice to the people pDow
living there, ms well ss regard for the
welfare of the whole country, should
prompt copgress to pass both the
enabling scte.—Denver Republicsn.

Dagsy, district attorney-slent of San
Diego sounty, who recently comumitted
suicide by hapging, was elected as &
populist. Darby bad, before the late
campaigo, been & member of the uon-
washed democracy, and great surprise
wae manifested when bie announce-
ment sppeared that be bad sbaodoned
the faith.

AN AMENDMENT WANTED.

A verdict of “pot guilty” wes reader-
| ed in the tamous Parks calf killing case
| yesterday., Now we do not koow whst
the merits of this cuse sre, have been or
will be, but we do know that the entire
value of the property involved will not
excead twelve dollars, and we koow,
furthermore, that the cost to the couuty
for the trials resulting therefrom will
aggregate between 82000 nnd 34000, The
history about this little piece of litiga-
tion is as follows:

T wo or more years ag0 & man by the
pame of John Parks, living near Crit
tenden, was arrested for killiog a cow
ownped by Colin Cameron; he was like-
wise charged with having killed a calf
belonging to W, H. Barmett. Op the
cow trials Parke was finally acquitted,
but, strange as it may appesr, one of
his witneseee, 8 man pamed Howeard,
was convicted of perjury eed sentenced
to the penitentiary. The apparent in-
justice of convicting & witoess for per-
jury and exonerating the principal upou
the evidencs given, was so manifast that
Governor Hughes exercised his execu-
tive nght sod granted the man a par-
don. QClearly both were guilty or both
were innovent, but that is not pertivent
to the present 1ssue.

Parks was twice tried under tho inp-
dictment of call killiog. At tho rirst
trial the jury disagreed and the s cond
trial resulted io an sequittal, but guilty
or not guilty, conviction or no coavic-
tion, the cns glaring fact remsing that
the law is notoriously wrong.

The disorimmating laws upon our
statute books make such things possible.

Under eaid statutss the cattle ioter-
eets are protected to a foolish exocess
over other clusses of property. Now,
this is not a oattlemun’s country AOy
more than it 1s that of n mercannt,
miner, or auy other class or ocoupstion,
and the law making sn individuous dis-
erimination should be repealed.

Apy theft of property nther than live
stock of & lves value thao W ie, per-
force. tried before the pearest jostice of
the peace and the vsss summaranly dis-
posed of with but little cost to the
county. The maximum pupishmens for
such cases 15 a stipulated fioe or im-
prisonment in the county jail fora pe-
riod not exceeding eix months, 1If, how-
aver, the theft is of live stock, no 1ast~
ter how worthless or trivial of value it
may be, the case is without the pals of
the justice court o far &s the final die-
position is concerned. The nesrest jus-
tice is required to give the accusada
priliminary heariog, and il suflicient
evidence 1s produced tohold the oulprits
he is bound over 1o await the action of
the next grand jury, with results often
disastrous pot only to county linauces
but also to the ends of justica, The
maximum pupishment in soch csecs s
ten years in the phuiteutiary, and a pros-
pective loss of citizevship.

The punishment sand manwer of pun-
ishment between the two oclasscs of
orimes is fearfully and wonderfully uan-
proportionate.

Batween the time of comwmitweut and
the mesting of the grand jury months
frequently elapsaand muny of wilnesses
who testified at the hearing are either
no looger attainabie or scatterad far and
wide. These must be gathered io by
subpoenns perscnslly eerved by officers
of the law, and if indigent the county
must be &t the expense of bringing them
to court, s well a8 maintsiniog them
while bere, in addition to the fee allow-
ed, and it i potorious [act, to put it
ite mildest form, thut many of these
witcesses are gifted with the poorest of
memories apd forget much of their tes-
timony given at the time of the hearing.
The result is tiat the grand jury, altera
world of expense has been incurred, is
compelled to throw more than half the
cases cut for lack of sufllicient evidence
to find en indictment. And frequently
when they do reach the court the sc
cused are acquitted by the juries not be-
cause of a question of guilt, but rather
from the eense of justice which am-
mates the ayverage Americin juryman
the punishment of haviog laia in jail
from the time of commitment to the
time of trisl, being deemed amply sulli-
cient for the crime.

If the criminal cases growiog out of a
theft of live stock,of & less vaslue than
fifty dollars, cen be disposed of Ly the
justice before whom the prolimioary
hearing is bad, the ends of justice will
not only be better served but the ex-
pense lo the county—sand by the county
we mean the people—in the dieposition
of such cases would be reduced at least
ten fold. Catile interests would, on the
whole, be better protectad; more con-
victione would be had for the reason
that the evidence ucder which the
arrest ie made is present and the county
would be about ten thousand doliars
better off each year.
