THE CONFERENCE.

Segrogation of the Coal and Mineral
Lands Assured.

Our information regarding the resul
of the conference held at San Usrlo- last
week between Inspector P. McCormick,
Ageot A. L. Meyer and representativ.
Iedisn chiefe, was not wholly correct,
a8, 1the wire being down, we could oot
get authoritstive icformation. Whiis
the Indisos expressed themselves ae op
posed to the reilroad coming throush
the reservation, a msjority sigoed th-
asgreement for the segregation of the
coal fields snd ndjscent mioeral lands,
and thers is littla doubt put that on the
report of Iospector MeCormick a bili
will be 1ntroduved and passed at thi-
ssesion of congress to open those lsnds
toesttlement

The territory to be segregated will
comprise all of that portion of the reser-
vation lyiog south of & hoe beginniog at
& poiot in Goodwin osnyon sod rusniug
to the rummit of Mount Trombuli,
thence to a point eeven miles direotly
south of the San Carlus agency rod con-
tinuing on to the Ssn Pedro river. The
line will follow the course of the Gils
river, st a distance of seven miles south
therefrom.

We are reliably informed that the val
ue of 1he coal lands has beea nlearly es
tabliched sod that the terrilory to by
eegregated iscludes, besides rich and ex-
tensive depoeits of copper, some golo
and gilver. It is coolicently beslieves
that the bill for the sagregation of this
tract will paes at this session of Cor-
gresa and that the executive order de
slariog it open to settlement will be ie-
sued before the close of the coming sum-
mer.

The importance of this measure can
oot be exsggerated The openiong of
this portion of the White Mountxin res-
ervation will redound, more than an)
project that could be suggested, to the
development and prosperity of South-
eastern Arizons.--Silver Beit.

'INDIAN SUPERSTITIONS

A Pima Legend of the Origin of
the Ucotillo,

——
Mothods Used to Raise the Spirity of
the Uoad and ! orsee the
Future

1 dont thiok thsre is anything more
interestiog 1o the hife of the Pima spd
Papavo lndisos thao their superstitious
belisfs, both aocient eod modern, In
fact there 18 Do pes-1og event which
truubles the mind of the poor aborigical
more than this bali f. This supsratitious
belief bas folivwed him, and has be-n
impregrated into his soul thoushts, from
infancy to age, Hiscomng i1eto elose
coptact with civibizatwn hss changed
bim somewhat but not muoch for pew
superstitivn are coutinusly arnwiog, 1
will relate some of the quenr onee which
I _noted many yesrs ago; the first was
related to me by an old Iodiaa culled
orar-KURLLY, meanivg Old Maricops.
It was concernirg the cause of the pro-
duction and growth of the tree known
as the ovT-Qua, (Ocotillo) snd Jup-avsTs
(Petalla) & fruit well koown by all
Arizonans. OPAP-KURLEY, related
thuely.

A great mapDy years ago the P’ mas
xho lived on the riverss and those v ho
lived on the plains, or hills, wreugled
sod quarreled every summer "hen ibe
H-as-8EN (sshuaro) fruit ripened and
was ready to bs gathered. The Indinns
woo lived in the hilis and plaine
claimed ail the saas-sex fruit for them-
selves, and objscted very muoch to the
river Iodisns coming dowan to their
country and picking the fruit. Fioally
the hill Indians concladed tosend &
delegation of their mecicice mea to the
niver and notify the Indians living there,
that unless they guve 8OMme QOMPEDSS-
vion to the hill Iodisns for the frait
gathered they would not be allowed to
tske spy more of tha [ruit, undslso
make other sgresments. The river
Iodians would pot concede lo thes
arrapgement, and the delegation baving
been sorely sbused, returned to tbeir
awn conotry aod reported. The bili
lodiane then concluded to band them-
selves together and make war on the
civer Indians and drive them out of the
nill covutry whenever they came Lo
gather the fruit. The river lodisos
hesrd of the wuction the Lill men bhad
wken and went prepared-srmed with
Jheir cluvs sod shielde—their wowen
uringiog up the rear wih their KE-H KS
(head baskets) snd babies. They wel
aud the hill (vdiuns proved Lo be Lbe
stropger, &od from the beginning it
~u@ evident thut the hill weo wouid
(810 the day. Toe river wen returted
Jemorslized, their womes baviog (08t u
greut maoy of ther KE HOES, so Lhat yeur
tye river Ilodwwn bsd 1o be conteuted
withoul his S«husru eyrup.

The eonduct of the bali lodisns cavied
tba river meo extreme soger, o thay
enlled their chial wedicioe men tog: 1her
to devi-e sume mesns Lo «Xpinin Lo th-
bill men tueir fewiings. ‘Lhey hat
smong them one very lesrved wagia.
pamed spp-vick-cue-viT (Ked easith)
who eaid be Was rendy sod willog to go
down to the bill meu’s country wud
show them the fully of their ways. That
evening the river medicine wen slaried
for the lower couantry aod wheo they
arrived early nex: morviog at a certain
point « b ope highest pesks south from
tue river, the magioian at ooCe made
sesdy, enrobed 1n sl the fastasuc
¢r«ndure which the aborigioal misa
could ovent, and jret as Lhe sun appesr-
wd over the essiero muuotain lop oum=
mepced to show bis magicsl skill, sod
with a few powerful whirle of bhi
tea her tipped wand, ne ryall of the
graud apd sisely ssbuaros LuUrsl 8 &-
under aod fe | apart in splintered slender
reogments. The magioisn theo enid,
“Thie will show our frieods the evi:

f their waye, but I wiil be generous
with them, snd not destroy sil of the
grand aod besutiful trees which bear
var delicious fruit.” The riven ss<hun-
ros lived but grew diff=reptly and thuos
tha ocoullo with 118 bLlood red Howsr
wae produced,

The hill men were filled with wrath
when they disceoversd what the river
uedicine man bud accomplished and o
iheir auger they called tlogether their
wise and magicsl men to sve what coud
ve dons to renew the growth of the re-
wuaronod to de-troy the hateful ocotiilo
The hill woagicinns went to work with
powerlul incantations, but to their di--
muy they learned thut instend of des-
truction of the oeotille they bad des=-
troyed the remainiog sahunros, whion
buret apart apd stood out with the
uesutifully round:d srms of the pitalla,
vhe hill megicieo then ep ke and end
“Hasten tothe river, tell the meo thers
1o come into our courtry, we wil de-
vide our new froit, the pitslla, smong
them and that hereafter we will have oo
more troubla. That esmes year thou-
«ands of ravens cume to the hill coun-
try ench one besring in its beak neahua-
ro fruit. The ravens dropped the fruit
where +ver they rasted, so that io the
vear future the sshuaro was agan pro
duced, and the aboriginel was made hup-
1y, and from that day to the present

When the moon reached the
zavith they expectsd the performance to
commerce by the appearance of il the
departed epirite bo'h young snd old. 1f
the spirits of the departed appesred to
them crylng with thaun hewds bowed
down, pulling their buir and their vogs
following themn with their thils between
their loge, they were sure to have a
very poor snd upprofitsble crop, aod
would therefora 1oufy their people to
husbwnd ther stores. But if on the
other hand the spirits appeared dancing
snd throwing their arme wildly mround
in joy, and their dogs jumping pl -yfally,
the indication w'& that their barvest
wonld be pleotiful, and having no fewr
of hunger for the remsinder of th. yeer,
the medicine men would natify each of
their villinges to commenes their year-
Iy pastimoe and feasta.

I knew of this epirit echeme, of my
own knowladga, to be performed nes Inte
a8 1874 and it was related to me by one
of the Indisne who wna presant at the
epirit wateh, that be did sctually, see
